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Remembering
The Korean War

On 25 June 1950, the forces of
North Korea crossed the 38th
Parallel into the Republic of
Korea (ROK). This marked the
beginning of hostilities which
were to rage for three full years,
and more, throughout the coun-
try known to its people as the
Land of the Morning Calm. The
size of the assault made it clear
that this was a full seale invasion;
a war.

Five years after the end of the
Second World War, Canadians
were again at war. Following
South Korea's plea to the United
Nations for help, the U.N. re-
sponded with 26 countries send-
ing forces and aid to repel the
communist invasion.

It should be noted that of the
countries supporting the United
Nations in the Korean War, Cana-
da’s was the largest per capita
force. Twenty-seven thousand
Canadians saw action in Korea.
Upwards of 23,000 army, about
3,600 navy, and 100 RCAF pilots,
navigators, airerew and ground
support staff represented
Canada.

Canada acted quickly. Eleven
days after the outbreak of the
Korean War, Canada dispatched
three Royal Canadian Navy
(RCN) destroyers. The three
ships arrived in Japan (staging
area for UN forces) on 30 July
1950. They were soon readied to
join in the battle for the Pusan
bridgehead in Korea.

At about the same time the
destroyers sailed from Esquai-
malt, BC. The Royal Canadian
Air Force (RCAF) assembled

Number 426 (Thunderbird) Squa-
dron and began flying between
McCord Air Base, Washington,
and Japan, then on to Korea.
Throughout the Korean War
RCAF No 426 squadron ferried
troops and supplies to the war
zone and returned wounded to
North America. On board erew
included Canadian nurses.

On 7 August 1950, the Korean
crisis deepened. The government
of Canada, with support from
members of parliament, ap-
proved the formation of the
Canadian Army Special Foree
(CASF). The CASF was to be
raised and trained as part of the
regular army. The new civilian
volunteers, many of them vete-
rans of the Second World War,
were enrolled for 18 months, or
for a further period, if required.

After much movement back
and forth across the 38th Parallel,
and four million casualties, a
truce was signed on 27 July 1953.
Of those four million casualties,
1,200 were Canadian wounded or
injured and 516 killed in action.

It is for those brave Canadians
the Korea Veterans Association
of Canada was formed. That, and
the need to educate Canadians of
the heroic roles played by this
country’s sons and daughters in
the Korean War.

At the time of writing there
are 60 units from Victoria to St.
John's. Members of K.V.A. have
recognized certain facts. One fact
is that for several years Canadian
cenotaphs and Memorials did not
note the Korean War; and the
sacrifice Canadian’s paid in secur-
ing a peace in that far-off land.
Recently, post 1980, that over-
sight has been addressed and
many cenotaphs and memorials
do now record Canada's participa-
tion. More work needs doing be-
fore all will be put right.

Another area where the
K.V.A. members feel strongly
about, is the Korea Book of Re-
membrance in the Memorial
Chamber of the Peace Tower in
Ottawa. The book lists 516 war
dead. Members of K.V.A. are
resolved this outstanding perfor-
mance will not be forgotten by
Canadians.

The Korea Veterans Associa-
tion of Canada does not glorify
war. K.V.A. recognizes, as do

Vete-
rans of previous wars in which
Canada was a participant have
received similar honor, we have
not. We feel it is time this gross
oversight is corrected.

The Manitoba Militia District
is the largest geographical Dis-
trict in Canada, spanning the area
from the Saskatchewan border to
the shores of Lake Superior.

The Manitoba Militia District
consists of 13 separate units oper-
ating out of seven armouries.

Here, in Winnipeg, we have
the Infantry Regiments of the
Royal Winnipeg Rifles and the
Queens Own Cameron High-
landers as well as the Fort Garry
Horse Armoured Reconnaissance
Squadron and the 17th Medical
Company and 17th Service
Battalion.

To the west we have two Ar-
tillery units. The 26th Field Regi-
ment Royal Canadian Artillery is
in Brandon and the 13th Field
Battery is in Portage La Prairie.

Manitoba's north is home to

the 21 Engineers Squadron of
Flin Flon.

Northwestern Ontario, the
home of the 116 Independent
Field Battery of Kenora, Ontario,
has long been an integral part of
the Manitoba Militia District and
earlier this year three units from
even farther east joined us.

Consolidation has brought the
Lake Superior Scottish Regi-
ment, the 18th Service Battalion
and the 18 Medical Company of
Thunder Bay into the Manitoba
Militia District family.

Our primary role is to train
Reserve Army soldiers for war,
whether it be in Combat Arms or
Service Support units.

All units have submitted an in-
teresting and vigorous training
program for the year and I'm cer-
tain the 1000 plus members of the
militia district will enjoy many
stimulating exerecises and train-
ing sessions in the months ahead.

CIOR — Success of Summer 90

Canada’s team won the silver medal beating out 37 other teams from the 11 competing countries. France

won the gold.

Capt Mark Pavan, 23 yrs, of
Manitoba Militia District won the
gold medal for the C-8 Automat-
ic Carbine competition at the
1990 Confederation Interallie des
Officiers de Reserves champion-
ships. CIOR. The 44th Annual
Congress of the CIOR was held
this year in Calgary during 22-28
July. Capt Pavan's performance
assisted greatly in the Canadian

team placing second overall for
the silver medal. There are two
other members on this team.
They were — Capt. Richard
Clerk and 2Lt Francois Lefebvre.
Both are from Quebec.

CIOR is an annual competition
with 12 countries taking their
Armed Forces Reserves officers
and then have them compete in
military related competitions. It
was established in 1948, The first

competition was held in Brussels,
Belgium. The English translation
for CIOR is the Interallied Con-
federation of Reserve Officers.
The intention of the organization
is to foster an awareness and un-
derstanding between reservist
officers of associated countries.
The competition involves four
basic military trainings. The first
competition involves shooting
weapons belonging to the host
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Commander’s Message

country. This year, with the com-

petition held in Canada, the com-

petitors fired three types of our

firearms, They were:

1) C-8 automatic carbine — fired
fully automatic from 25 meters.

2) C-T rifle — fired from 200
meters in prone precision
firing, then prone rapid firing

3) 9mm pistol fired from 25
meters in standing position,
precision and rapid firing
The d phase of competi-

tion involves a land obstacle
course, attacking 25 obstacles
(concrete or steel barriers) for a
distance of 500 meters. One of
these obstacles makes the compe-
titor climb a 20 foot high barrier
then throw himself over and land
on his hands and knees.

The third phase of competition
involves Orienteering — a
12-18km cross country naviga-
tional race, daytime, with only a
compass, their weapon and
combats.

The final phase tests the com-
petitors’ water skills while wear-
ing eombats (no boots). They have
to maneuver through four obsta-
cles during the 50 meter swim.

Capt Pavan first became in-
volved with CIOR in 1987. He
arrived unannouneced at the trials
in St. Jean, Quebec, during that
summer. He had heard about the

competition and bought his own
plane ticket and flew from British
Columbia to Quebee. His first
trial camp established him as a
premier team member for Cana-
da. He has since represented
Canada during this annual com-
petition in Copenhagen (Den-
mark), London (England), Wurtz-
burg (West Germany) and Cal-
gary in 1990.

Mark currently trains 6 days a
week, 2-3 hours a day, with the
training concentrated on CIOR
type competitions. He is attend-
ing the University of Manitoba at
the Faculty of Education. He is
married and his wife, Ingrid, is a
member of the regular Armed
Forees. She is a lieutenant at-
tached to the Engineers.

Mark recently received a let-
ter from Lieutenant-General
Kent Foster, Commander of Mo-
bile Command. L/Gen Foster
congratulated Mark on his gold
medal performance in shooting
and on the silver medal perfor-
mance by his team.

The officers and members of
Manitoba Militia District offer
congratulations to Mark on his
outstanding achievement. We are
certain that Mark's determina-
tion and competitive spirit will
soon result in Canada's first team
gold medal.

Manitoba Militia District wants
the shirt off your back. War vet-
erans from the First and Second
World Wars need cothes now!
Sgt Ted Bastien of the Corp of
Commissionnaires, from Minto
Armouries has started this cloth-
ing drive.

A little known home for war
veterans — Veterans Manor— at
Higgins and Princess Street, in
Winnipeg, houses 60 veterans
from the First and Second World
Wars. The Department of Vet-
eran Affairs developed this home.
The intention is to take the war
veterans out of the Main Street
hotels and place them into clean
living quarters for as long as they
want to stay. Most of the resi-
dents have found a new life inside
this home.

Sgt Bastien has been involved
as a volunteer with the home.
One of the problems facing these
forgotten heroes is that their pen-
sions come short for even the bas-
ic needs. Clothing was found to
be a dire requirement. Ted has
taken the torch and is co-
ordinating donations of clothing
from all members of the Canadi-

an Armed Forces— regular or
reserve. .

On the 25th September the
first shipment of clothing was
presented to the Executive
Director of Veterans Manor,
Elvio Vido. A driver from the
17th Service Battalion assisted
transporting the clothing to the
home. Sgt Bastien presented the
clothing to Mr. Vido. A number of
veterans were on hand to watch
the presentation.

Living history was found abun-
dant inside the home. These men
were not looking for help. They
were looking for friendship and
caring. Property ownership is not
their concern. Someone to talk to
and call a friend is. However,
with the guidance and caring
from staff, and Mr. Vido, we are
being asked to help those who
long ago helped us. At this time it
is only in the form of your old
clothes.

During Sgt Bastien's presenta-
tion you could not help but feel
compelled to do what it takes to
get what these men require. The
duty driver from 17th Sve Bn, Pte
Carolyn Barnes (20) made her

commitment during this time and
became a Veterans Manor volun-
teer. She has since used her own
time attending and helping at the
home.

Sgt Ted Bastien served 23
years with the 2nd Battalion of
the Princess Patricias Canadian
Light Infantry. He served over-
seas from 1952-53 and is a veteran
from the Korean War. When he
came back to Canada he spent
time as an instructor at the Air-
borne Training School when it
was in Rivers, Manitoba. He left
the Armed Forces in 1972 and is
now employed with the Corp of
Commissionnaires working out of
Minto Armouries.

High up on the third floor of 16
Hgr, sweltering in the heat of
summer, is an office surrounded
by working space. Each and ev-
ery member at CFB Winnipeg
has found their way up to this
secluded spot to sign “in" (with a
DT 60) and once again to sign
“out”.

Inside these office spaces
terms like BDPO, BDF, SAT,
NBCW, FA, St Charles Range,
and many more are spoken, pub-
lished and cursed. All of these
terms affect all personnel here at
CFB Winnipeg as well as every
other Canadian Forces establish-
ment. These spaces on the third
floor, Rooms 300, 331 and 328 are
the office spaces and classrooms
of the Base Defence Planning
Staff.

In the office, enclosed by Room
300, the Base Defence Planning
Officer, Capt Gerry Barron, can
be found. Gerry is responsible for
the overall training, operational
control and readiness alert state
of the BDF and the Nuclear Bio-
logical and Chemical Warfare
Section. The BDPO is also the
Base Radiation Safety Officer and
coordinator for all Base Shelter
Courses. All coordination for
small arms training, bookings for
the ranges, First Aid training
(Base Personnel), ammunition al-

lotments and various support
training of lodger units is done by
the BDPO. Since the main objec-
tive of the BDP Staff is to coor-
dinate and train personnel to pro-
tect Base resources, all aspects
relating to BDP have a direct im-
pact on all personnel regardless
of rank, qualification or trade.
These requirements lead to
several questions. How is the
training done? Who conducts the
training and where is the training
done?

The Base Defence Force (BDF)
is a designated force of men
selected from each unit on the
Base. Each member on the BDF
has a specific task ranging from
securing and guarding Military
Vital Points (MVPs) to checking
LD. cards at gates. In the future
it is our intent to do much more
BDF training and have a much
higher profile around the Base.
This has already been apparent
during the recent operational
recall.

A group of 26 men has been
selected from the main force and,
in the future, will become the
SAT (Security Augmentation
Team). This team will be specifi-
cally trained to aid the Military
Police with their duties. All of our
BDF members will become very
familiar with CFB Winnipeg as

well as the St Charles Range.
This is where the two Newfie
“Sharp Shooters” enter the pic-
ture. These two men will become
“household names” to all BDF
members as well as all Section
Heads. Welcome aboard Sgt
Bush Thornhill 2PPCLI and
MCpl Jack Gaudet of the RCR.
These two gentlemen will be
instructing the Base Defence
Force Duties Course (BU Crse), a
required course that roughly
50% of the BDF members do not
have. Another task is the respon-
sibility to provide small arms
training for all CFB Winnipeg
personnel, cadet corps and as-
sistance to several Lodger Units.
Presently this phase is on hold
due to the construetion at the St
Charles Range. Onee the con-
struetion is completed (hopefully
near the end of Oct) we will be at
the range daily — so keep tuned.
WO Don Murphy is the resi-
dent Nuclear, Biological and
Chemical Warfare expert. With
Don is MCpl Keith McLean and
Cpl Steve Holloway. The aim of
the NBC Section is to train Base
personnel and make them aware
of what is involved with NBCW
and how to be prepared. This is
particularly important since the
“Gulf Crisis” erupted. All person-
nel proceeding to the “Gulf” are
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being trained by the NBCW
Staff.

Shelter Staff courses are also
conducted. These courses pre-
pare staff members with the es-
sential information required to
operate Base Shelters. (At the
present time we are searching for
viable options to the present
shelter stations).

It is also the responsibility of
the NBC Section to keep track of
radiation materials throughout
the region.

The First Aid and CPR
courses are also instructed by the
BDP staff members. These
courses are taught to most of the
personnel on Base (including
civilians) in Rooms 328 and 331 in
Hgr 16. These courses are also
taught to Cadet units associated
with CFB Winnipeg.

An office would not be com-
plete without its support staff.
The BDP staff revolves around
Clerk, Mrs. Elsie Edwards. Elsie
has been on the job for over 25
years and has just celebrated her
5 % birthday. It would be hard to
get the job done without Elsie’s
support. Don can readily attest to
that. (Even after 5 amendments).

Pte Darren Small has been the
most appreciated helper. There is
never a job too large or too small
for Darren to tackle. Darren has

I have been asked many ques-
tions about myself and the Fami-
ly Support Centre. It occurred to
me that many of you likely have
similar questions. I will try to an-
swer some of the most frequent-
ly asked questions.

1. Is my husband in the

military?

No, he isn't. He is an artist and
also works as the Visual Arts
Consultant for the Manitoba Arts
Council. He was raised on mili-
tary bases. We met at CFB Por-
tage (Southport) when I was 14.
Later, he lived on Carpathia and
1lived on Blanche (southsite) and
we rode the school bus together.
Padre Turnbull married us at St.
Andrew's Chapel and the rest is
history.

2. Am I in the military?

No, although my father was.
Some Family Support Centres do
have military personnel,
however, this base decided to
hire a civilian. However, it was
mandatory to have knowledge of
the military.

3. What is my background —
which I interpret to mean —
What are my qualifications?

First of all, I am a Social Wor-

ker. I am also working on a B.A.
(Political Science and Women's
Studies). I am 13/15 finished. My
employment background in-
cludes working in a Women's
Shelter, Child and Family Serv-
ices, Canada Employment
Centre, and City Social Services.
A friend and I have also deve-
loped many groups and work-
shops of interest to women which
we run throughout the year. I
have administrative experience
as Director of the Boys and Girls
Club and an Art Gallery. I have
also taught word processing and
children’s art.

4. Many have wondered what
I do all day...

I suppose yesterday would be
a typical day to talk about. When
1 arrive in the morning I answer
my phone messages. Yesterday, I
had 5 — two about childcare, one
about tickets for Yuk Yuk's, the
facilitator for self defence, and a
woman who wanted to register
for self defence. We had a speak-
er on Children’s Nutrition from
10-12 a.m. At noon I hosted a pot-
luck lunch for some volunteers. I
had to answer a call from some-
one having housing problems. At
1:00 I had a meeting concerning
the playgroup. Someone came by
to ask about the possibility of a
first aid course. Some of the
members of the southsite
dropped by for the afternoon.
Just as I was about to leave, a
woman came to talk about a con-
cern. During all of this I also
worked on the forms to pay our
cleaner, sent a memo for a bus,

checked in with Teresa (our
secretary), helped make a flyer
for playgroup, planned a craft,
worked on the FSC budget, made
up some promotions, wrote let-
ters and did some program plan-
ning for December (including the
first aid course). Then I went
home — but my work didn't end.
1 called some women who had
been in recently to check how
they were doing, and returned a
call from NPF Accounting. I
squeezed in a call to Deborah to
discuss some details of our Self
Esteem group.

5. How is the FSC funded?

Many believe that the FSC has
an unlimited budget. All the
FSC's across Canada are funded
in different ways. Our funding
comes from the Base Lottery.
Over the summer, membership
in the lottery dwindled. Did you
know that only 1 in 5 subseribe to
the lottery? All funds do not go
directly to the FSC. The winners
must be paid as well as the li-
cence and administrative costs.
We have found ourselves in the
situation whereby fundraising
has become a priority. I should
also mention that we did receive
a $500.00 toy grant from the
Westwin Community Couneil. I
cannot call up NPF for money for
toys or anything else. They can
only provide the Family Support
Centre with money which has
been allotted through the Lot-
tery. Our expenses have been
trimmed and we are operating on
the bare minimum.

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6. Who do I report to?

First of all, I report to a Steer-
ing Committee. We meet month-
ly, and I present a monthly state-
ment. The Steering Committee is
made up of military members,
spouses, and community
representatives. As well, [ report
to Major Brazeau, the Base Per-
sonnel Services Officer. I think
people ask me this because they
are concerned with the issue of
confidentiality. I really must
stress that what is said to me at
the FSC stays there. The concept
of the FSC, which speaks of a safe
environment for all members, is
supported wholeheartedly by
Major Brazeau, Colonel Forestell
and Colonel Armstrong. I am
never asked any questions that
would jeopardize an individual's
trust in the FSC. However, there
is one exception which I must
speak on and that is when a
child's personal safety is in
jeopardy. I am required by law to
report any case of child abuse in-
cluding physical, emotional, sexu-
al or neglect.

I hope this has answered some
of your questions. Feel free to
bring by any others. For those of
you who are reading about the
Family Support Centre for the
first time, I want you to know
that: the Family Support Centre is
not just for families who need
help!!!!! Many individuals come
for programs of interest including
crafts, CPR, self defence, drop in,
thrift shop, playgroup, and speak-
ers. We do have a babysitter list.

% Family Support Centre Activities

As well, we make referrals to the
outside community. There are no
ranks within the walls of the
FSC. We meet as equals — each
one willing to learn from each
other and share our common
experiences.

Thank you to Anna Yuill, Glor-
ia Hogan, and Mr. Matthew for
their help on the bus tour. Their
efforts far surpassed my expecta-
tions and made for a really special
day. Many companies donated
