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As you may have noticed in
your daily travels recently, a
paper recycling program has
been implemented on the base.
Boxes and bags have been dis-
tributed to Bldgs P2, P4, P6, 2
PPCLI and C1 on the South Site,
and Bldgs 4, 13, 62, 84, 86, 87, 90,
100, Hangar 11 and Hangar 16 on
the North Site. Occupants of Bldg
25, Bldg 52, Bldg 84, Bldg 100 and
Hanger 11 previously initiated a
paper recycling program of their
own volition. A listing of accept-
able and non-acceptable paper for
recycling is displayed by each
box. Simply put, all paper is ac-
ceptable except newsprint type
paper and waxed or glossy stock.

Although direet financial re-
wards are not seen by the base,
this program is deemed environ-
mentally and morally correct and
is a means wherby we can all
show our concern about the en-
vironment. Benefits to be drived
from paper recycling are — less
destruction of forests, reduction
in energy used, decrease in water
and air pollution, and conserva-
tion of landfill space.

Be asfs biood

CFB Winnipeg, during the
period of one year, uses approxi-
mately $370,000 worth of paper,
of which approximately 80% is
recyclable. Using wastepaper to
manufacture new paper products
consumes 50% less water and
saves approximately 17 trees per
ton of paper made. Recycling has
a positive environmental impact.

Frenscot Ine., a local contrac-
tor, will pick up the paper on a
regular basis and remit, to the
Receiver General of Canada, the
monetary rewards on a quarter-
ly basis through the Base
Comptroller.

Your friendly building custodi-
an is conversant with the proced-
ures, so if you have any questions
in regards to paper recycling,
please contact him/her.

DND Helps Experts Assess Gulf Oil Spill

The world was shocked last
Jan. 25 when Iraqi forces opened
Kuwaiti oil pipeline valves send-
ing millions of barrels of light
erude spewing into the waters of
the Persian Gulf. This action,
which resulted in the largest oil
spill in history, prompted an
emergency response by many
members of the United Nations'
coalition. For its part, the Cana-
dian Government gave the
department of National Defence,
in eonjunction with other federal
departments, a key role in or-
ganizing and executing a Canadi-
an expert survey of the disaster.

DND became involved almost
immediately after the oil spill was
detected. The department was
given the responsibility of or-
ganizing an inter-departmental
panel consisting of representa-
tives from Environment Canada,
the Coast Guard, Energy, Mines
and Resources, DND itself, and
other relevant departments. The
meeting, which was held at Na-
tional Defence Headquarters
(NDHQ) on Sunday, Jan. 27, was
chaired by LGen David Hudd-
leston, Deputy Chief of the
Defence Staff.

When asked about putting the
size of the slick into perspective,
DND analysts say that although
there are many estimates on the
size of the spill and the exact
number of barrels of oil involved,
about the only thing for sure is
that it is very big. Even by low
estimates, it's two to three times
bigger than that of the Exxon
Valdez Alaskan oil spill.

As a result of the meeting at

NDHQ, the government sent a

six-member Emergency En-
vironmental Assessment team to
the Gulf. The team, which was es-
corted by LCol. J.A. Séguin of
the Directorate of Military Plans
Coordination at NDHQ, left
Canada on Feb. 1, and returned
Feb. 12 after visiting Bahrain and
Qatar.

“We visited several sites in the
area, including vital industrial
energy and water desalination
plants and ecological areas, such
as bird and sea mammal sanetu-
aries,” says LCol. Séguin. “We
also met with local authorities in
both countries, including mem-
bers of their respective environ-
ment protection committees.”

Based on the team'’s findings,
and a list of materials identified
by the Bahrain committee, both
Canadian equipment and exper-
tise were provided. The equip-
ment sent to the Gulf on CF air
transport includes 20,000 feet of
36-inch harbor booms used to re-
tain spills, oil skimmers and
equipment to frighten birds away
from the spill area so they don't
land, and to clean them if they do
land. Canada will also send an ex-
pert from Environment Canada
to explain the use of the equip-
ment, and an offer was made to
Bahrain to bring some of their
officials to Canada to take an oil
spill management and environ-
ment protection eourse at Corn-
wall, Ont.

DND also provided transport
for four Canadian Coast Guard
members and another Environ-
ment Canada employee. Current-
ly, DND is preparing to transport

Energy, Mines and Resources re-
mote sensing specialists.

“Our role in this effort is to pro-
vide airlift and administrative su-
port for personnel and mateials
sent by Canada to the Gulf,” ex-
plains LCol. B.A. Reid, also of
DMPC. “We provide air travel
from Canada to the Gulf via Lahr
and quarters if they need them in
Germany. We also provide ad-
ministrative support, and equip-
ment, such as NBC gear (nuclear,
biological and chemical warfare
protective clothing), as well as the
use of a FAX machine, photocopi-
er, or even a car to get around if
they need it. We'll do everything
we can to help, provided it does
not jeopardize our missions
there.”

But the people who should get
the most credit for assisting the
experts, he points out, are those
at CANFORME (Canadian
Forces Middle East Headquart-
ers) — people like LCdr Al Cole
who met the Canadian experts
when they arrived in Bahrain and
assisted them in getting settled;
accompanied them to meetings
and helped with introductions to
both local government and mili-
tary officials.

“It was also LCdr Cole who
provided off loading, storage and
transport for the booms, skim-
mer and trailer,” says LCCol Reid.
“"CANFORME provided a
Challenger aireraft to the spill
survey team, and the local public
affairs officers at the headquart-
ers organized press conferences
and briefings on their behalf.”

ing flights, kitting out and
familiarizing people with in-
dividual protective equipment
and sending them on their way,
often at all hours of the day and
night and on short notice.

At this writing (mid-March)
the spill remains in the upper
Gulf, broken into a number of
blobs, patches, slicks and sheens.
Although the currents in the Gulf
move in a counter-clockwise
direction, and could therefore
bring the oil eventually to
Bahrain and Qatar, the winds and
weather have been favorable in
slowing its spread. It has impact-
ed into the bays and inlets north
of Al Jubayl, Saudi Arabia,
however, where the oil has
caused some environmental
damage.

One factor the experts hope
might be favorable to a successful
outcome is that Kuwaiti light
crude contains fewer hydrocar-
bon components than oil from
other parts of the world which,
though this should not be over-
stated, could mean that up to 30
percent of the oil may have
evaporated in the first week. This
does not mean that the clean-up
will be easy ... but the clean-up is
progressing.

“We will let the local people do
as much as they can,” says LCol.
Reid. "The Bahrainis, in particu-
lar, seem well prepared for this.
And, quite simply, Headquarters
CANFORME (Canadian Forces
Middle East) doesn't have the
folks to do anything like this. Qur
people there already have jobs to
perform.”

Cooking Oil Fires

The incidence rate of cooking
oil fires within the Canadian
Forces community is on the rise.
Already in 1991, there have been
four cooking oil fires in married
quarters. Married Quarters (MQ)
occupants are reminded that they
are liable for any fire damage to
the MQ which results from oe-
cupant negligence or other
occupant related causes. All oe-
cupants are advised to ensure
adequate home fire insurance is
obtained. Occupants are also

reminded that every home
should have at least one portable
fire extinguisher. If you don't
have a fire extinguisher, you
should. purchase a ULC ap-
proved, multi purpose extin-
guisher with an ABC rating. An
ABC rated extinguisher can be
used on most eombustible materi-
al, lammable liquid and electric
fires.

If you own a fire extinguisher
and you are not sure of its condi-
tion, bring it to the Fire Preven-

tion Bureau in Building 100 for a

free inspection.

Other home fire safety points
are:

a. ensure your smoke detector is
in good working condition by
checking it at least monthly;

b. have a home fire escape plan
for your family and practise it
regularly; and

c. always keep your home as fire
safe as possible by practising
good fire safety habits year
round.

Canadian Flag Flies Again
in Kuwait

Manama — Canada's flag was raised at the Canadian Embassy in Kuwait City on
March 1 amidst the cheers and applause of happy Kuwaiti onlookers.

The Canadian Ambassador to Kuwait, Larry Kickenson, and Commodore Ken
Summers, Commander Canadian Forces Middle East, hoisted the red and white Maple
Leaf flag to mark the resumption of activities at the Embassy following seven months
of Iraqi occupation of Kuwait.”

As the flag went up, passing motorists stopped to honk their horns and wave the
Vee for victory sign, while a spontaneous gathering of about 100 smiling Kuwaiti men,
women and children cheered and yelled “Thank you, Canada!”

Earlier, a Canadian Forces explosive ordinance disposal expert had preceded the
Canadians into the Embassy to check for explosive devices or dangerous objects that
might have been placed there by the Iragis.

To mark the resumption of Embassy activities, the Ambassador had a brief meet-
ing in his office with Cmdre Summers and the Embassy's Counsellor, Robert Mason.

“We have been recognized by Kuwaitis as a major supporter right from the start,
with the UN resolution, the trade embargo and our military participation in the Gulf”
the Ambassador said. “We were one of the last Embassies to leave and I've very proud
to say we are one of the first to re-open.”

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What Exactly Does CIL Stand For?

For some time now, actually
since I was first commissioned six
years ago [ have meant to write
this particular kind of article.
Ever since my first “heated dis-
cussion” with 2 Regular Force
Warrant Officers as to the valid-
ity of my eommission seroll as op-
posed to a Regular Force officer.
Over the years I have spent
countless times explaining my
role in the scheme of things to
many Regular and Reserve Force
personnel. My colleagues have
also expressed thier frustration
at a system that seems bent on
aseribing various duties and
qualifications or lack thereof that
are all quite misleading. Recent-
ly my present appointment has
led many people to believe that
now I'm “making the big bucks”.
I even heard $40,000. a year!
Very nice thought, but wrong. So
with your permission and pa-
tience I would like to explain
what CIL stands for.

Contrary to some popular

opinions, we are not cadets.
However, many of us at one time
may have been. Just as some of
us may have had previous service
in the Reserve or Regular Foree
or like myself, both. Now as
members of the Cadet Instruc-
tors' List we exist as Reserve
personnel one step below the
Primary Reserve and a step
above the Supplementary
Reserve. The main bone of con-
tention about this is the fact that
our promotion qualifications are
not as involved as our Regular
and Reserve officer counterparts.
The reason for this is that our
primary tasking, that of instruct-
ing, leading, and supervising
cadets, does not require that we
take every facet of training that
Regular and Reserve Force
officers require. Consequently,
our training is condensed, and
emphasizes our primary tasking.
This doesn't make our job any
easier by any means. In fact due
to a critical shortage of qualified
officers, many of us are required
to perform more than one of the
four necessary officer positions
within a cadet corps. Those being
of course, the Commanding
Officer, Administration Officer,
Training Officer and a Supply

Officer. The position you hold
within the unit does not desig-
nate your pay. Our pay levels are
the same as Reserve Force
officers, however, we are only en-
titled to 20 paid mandays per
year or two days per month. (We
standown during July and Au-
gust.) Now it doesn't take a
mathematician to figure out that
if one attends all training activi-
ties at two nights per week and
one weekend per month, this
adds up to mueh more than 20
days per year.

Which brings me to the in-
dividuals themselves. CIL
officers do what they do because
they want to. They definitely
don't do it for the money. Per-
sonally I do it because I feel ] am
making a difference in the lives of
the youths that joined the organi-
zation by keeping them “off the
streets” and giving them goals
and role models to aspire to. It's
also nice to see them grow and
develop without having to live
with them to do it. Being a CIL
officer isn't just a job that ends
when the uniform comes off.
Some of us may just be there on
parade nights, but many of us
spend a lot of our own free time
planning activities, organizing
events, and completing the tons
of paperwork that must accompa-
ny these things. We also have to
realize that our personal life is up
to some scrutiny when you're
dealing with impressionable
youths. I don't think they're all as

mature as they look and act.
They still look for someone to fol-
low and emulate no matter how
“cool” they are. Consequently our
behaviour must be above
reproach if we are to maintain the
respect that we must instill to
complete our task.

Some people forget that some

As most of you are probably
aware, the military Pay system is
presently undergoing a major
overhaul. We are finally moving
out of the dark age of manual
completion to the high tech world
of computers. The Central Com-
putation Pay System (CCPS) MK
III project is now undergoing fi-
nal acceptance training and, CFB
Winnipeg have an implementa-
tion date of 26 Aug 91.

The Pay system now in use
has many problems. This is a fact
known by pay staff and cus-
tomers alike. The CCPS MK III
intends to correct the major defi-
ciencies of the current pay sys-
tem by adopting two measures,
both of which are built on the ex-
isting system. First, pay offices at
Bases/Stations will be automated
and electronically linked to the
main pay computer in Ottawa, in
effect giving the pay office
