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Canadian Forces Assist Kurdish Refugees

The first order of business for
one Canadian medic upon arrival
in Zakho, Iraq was to remove a
used needle from the foot of a
young Kurdish boy who was sit-
ting on the hospital steps, erying.
He had been playing, barefoot,
only metres from the dilapidated
building in the still-smouldering
medical supply dump.

Medical personnel from 4 Field
Ambulance in Lahr, Germany,
had just begun to restore limited
treatment facilities in the hospital
of the near-deserted town, and
refugee resettlement camp, 18
km inside northern Iraq across
the border from Turkey.

“I've seen more here the last
two days than I've seen in my
whole life”, said Able Seaman
Tracy Lepage, a Canadian Forces
medical assistant at work in the
pediatric wing. “It just doesn't
seem real until you've seen it.”

More than 120 Canadian
Forces personnel deployed to
southeastern Turkey in mid-
April to airdrop supplies to isolat-
ed refugee camps. Known as
Operation Assist Task Group
(OATG), the Canadian contingent
provided detachments of medical
personnel and equipment wher-
ever the human need was most
immediate.

Two CC-130 Hercules aircraft
began dropping containers of
blankets, food, water and shelter
April 18 to the Kurdish camps
straddling the Turkish/Iraqi
border; in less than two weeks,
the CF planes had delivered over

700,000 pounds of supplies during
the initial and most eritical period
of need.

A detachment of 62 medics,
doctors and support staff first
deployed to a base camp at Silopi,
Turkey, a mere 15 km from the
Iragi border on April 23, pending
an evaluation of the refugees’
medical requirements. The next
day, 16 medical personnel made
the 150 km, seven-hour road
move through the mountains to
the refugee camps at Yekmal to
set up treatment facilities. An es-
timated 60,000 refugees had
found their way there, and the
camp’s numbers were swelling
daily as more and more refugees
attempted to escape the carnage
of Iraq. Most were suffering from
diarrhea and many of the chil-
dren were dehydrated.

Within a day of arriving at the
mountain camp, the Canadians
had established a 20-bed facility
and were treating about 150 pa-
tients each day. Though the living
conditions were appalling,
enough food, clothing and water
were beginning to arrive daily to
sustain the refugees. Soon, the
most pressing problem became
that of inadequate sanitation fa-
cilities. Still, four babies died
from dehydration within the first
36 hours of the Canadians' ar-
rival, and many more lay gravely
ill

On April 27 a detachment of 18
personnel travelled the eerily
empty Iraqi roads, past des-
troyed military installations and

coalition force patrols and check-
points on their way to the Zakho
hospital.

LCol Leslie Dubinsky, Com-
manding Officer of the medical
unit in Zakho, recalled that the
condition of the hospital upon ar-
riving “...was the most filthy
[hospital] I have ever seen. The
stench was unbelievable — the
lone Iraqui intern who had
worked here the last weeks of the
war told us that there was no one
around to remove the dead from
their beds — cadavers were sim-
ply left there when they died.
They were removed only about a
week before we arrived.”

Members of the CF unit were
also dispatched to the resettle-
ment eamp at Zakho, and to ref-
ugee camps at Yesilova and
Uzumlu.

When the airdrop relief effort
stopped, Canadian medics still
worked hard to help relieve the
suffering of the refugees, tending
to more than 750 people a day at
the hospital and refugee sites.

son arrivée 4 Zakho, en Iraq, fut
d’enlever une vieille aiguille du
pied d'un jeune Kurde qui, en
larmes, était assis sur les
marches de I'hdpital.

Aprés s'étre installé dans ce
camp de réfugiés situé 4 environ
18 km de la frontiére turque, le
personnel médical du 4¢ Am-
bulance de campagne a immédi-
atement entrepris d'améliorer les
installations médicales en place.

“Jai vu plus de choses ici dans
les deux derniéres journées que
pendant toute ma vie,"” constate
le matelot de 1@ classe Tracy
Lepage, qui a été 4 l'aile pédia-
trique. “Vous ne pouvez pas
croire que de telles choses puis-
sent exister réellement.”

Plus de 120 militaires cana-
diens ont été déployés en Tur-
quie, 4 la mi-avril, afin de livrer
des approvisionnements d'ur-
gence aux camps de réfugiés
isolés et de fournir du personnel
médical et des équipements 14 ot
les besoins étaient les plus
pressants.

Dés le 18 avril, deux appareils
CC-130 Hercules ont commencé &
larguer des containers remplis de
couvertures, de nourriture, d’eau
et d'abris dans les camps Kurdes
situés le long de la frontiére
séparant la Turquie et I'Traq. En

moins de deux semaines, les ap-
pareils canadiens ont livré plus de
700,000 livres de matériels de
toutes sortes, alors méme que la
situation avait atteint son
paroxysme,

Un détachement de 62 per-
sonnes, comprenant des infirmi-
ers auxiliaires, des médicins et du
personnel de soutien, ont été
déployés au camp de Silopi, le 23
avril, en attendant que I'étude
des besoins médicaux des
réfugiés Kurdes soit terminée. Le
jour suivant, 16 Canadiens met-
taient plus de sept heures a
atteindre par la route le camp de
Yekmal, situé 4 quelque 150 km
de Silopi. Des leur arrivée, ils
mirent en place un centre de
traitements 4 l'intention des
60,000 réfugiés qui s'y étaient in-
stallés.

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CFB Winnipeg mﬂ.ltu.ry police
are now pleased to be sponsoring
the Combat Auto Theft (C.AT.)
program in conjunction with the
Winnipeg City Police and the
Manitoba Public Insurance Cor-
poration. What is C.AT.? Thisis
a crime prevention program
aimed at reducing auto theft by
identifying vehicles which are not
normally driven between the
hours of 1 a.m. and 5 a.m. These
vehicles are identified with a
black and yellow decal placed in
the rear window. Any vehicle dis-
playing the decal and observed
operating during those specified
hours, will be stopped by the
police to confirm if the driver is
an authorized operator.

The program first started in
1986 in New York City, a city
plagued with auto thefts. It
showed that a vehicle displaying
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C.AT. Takes Off

the C.A.T. decal was 40 times less
likely to be stolen than a vehicle
not displaying the decal. Studies
into auto theft determined that
T0% of vehicle thefts oceur over-
night between the hours of 1 a.m.
and 5 a.m. Further, the majority
of these thefts occurred from the
street or driveway of the vietim's
home. On average, the stolen
vehicle is not reported to police
until 810 hours after it was taken.
Auto thieves realize that with
several hours for a head start, the
risk of being detected and appre-
hended is slim. C.AT. is designed
to take away this advantage by
increasing the chances of the
thief being detected and appre-
hended.

On November 7, 1990 the
C.AT. program was introduced
by the City of Winnipeg Police
Department. Winnipeg is the
first city in Canada to run the

The C.AT. is
funded by the Manitoba Public
Insurance Corporation and ad-
ministered by the Winnipeg City
Police Department and other par-
ticipating polu:e agencies.

Participating in the program is
easy and free. To get your C.AT.
decal, stop by the Military Police

Section, Building 95, and fill out a
registration form. This registers
your vehicle and your agreement
to abide by the conditions of the
program. You will be then given
a C.AT. decal for your vehicle.
That's it!

‘With more than 3,000 vehicles
stolen in Winnipeg in 1988, and
with Manitoba having the second
highest incidence of total vehicle
theft per capita in Canada, the
C.AT. program is cheap insur-
ance.

Common questions that you
may have about the C.AT. pro-
gram:

1. "How would the decal be
made tamper proof?"”

The decals are very difficult to
remove. Most cars are targeted
by thieves on the basis of how
quickly they can be stolen. The
decal would provide another ob-
stacle by increasing the thief’s
exposure to arrest.

2. “Wouldn't the program
harass drivers?”

No, it’s a voluntary program.
Those registering for it would
state that under normal circum-

stances they do not drive their
auto between 1:00 a.m. and 5:00
a.m., thus they would not normal-
ly be driven during these hours.

3. “How would a participating
owner drive his own car in an
emergency without being fre-
quently pulled over?”

If the driver truly had an
emergency, it might be to his ad-
vantage to be stopped initially:
police could give immediate as-
sistance or perhaps an escort.

4. “What if a participating
owner loaned his car to a family
member or friend?”

The owner would have an obli-
gation to inform the would-be
driver that the car is registered
in the program. Since the driver
does not assume ownership of the
vehicle, the would-be driver's

illi to still drive the vehi-
cle with an understanding of the
program’s conditions would tend
to constitute acceptance of the
terms agreed upon by the owner
of the vehicle.

Additionally the owner need
only to remove the decal to end
his invu]vement in the C.AT. pro-

CRIME STOPPERS
An Asset To Police Work

By now, most Canadians have
heard about the many CRIME
STOPPERS programs operating
in their country. However, it is
surpr:smg that many police

, including RCMP mem-
bers, are not aware of this price-
less tool when trying to solve
existing crimes and prevent
future offences. The full potential
of CRIME STOPPERS is only as
limited as the imagination of the

coordinators.

CRIME STOPPERS was
originally started in 1975, in Albu-
querque, New Mexico, by a Can-
adian investigator, Greg Maca-
leese, from Oakville, Ontario, who
got the idea after failing to get
any information about the gang
rape of a young woman, and after
the murder of a gas station atten-
dant. Both investigations had
been ongoing for 18 months.
Macaleese came up with the
CRIME STOPPERS concept
which addresses three prime
stumbling blocks facing investi-
gators: public apathy for the cul-
prit who is a friend, fear of
reprisal when their identity is

known by the suspect, and relue-
tance to become involved in court
proceedings. The additional in-
centive of a cash award for in-
formation was added to the
guarantee of anonymity. Both
cases were solved within 24
hours.

This successful approach was
used over and over again, and
CRIME STOPPERS became a
reality in 1976. The program has
grown rapidly since then and has
been implemented in many coun-
tries, including the United States,
Canada and Australia. The
guarantee of anonymity is the
key to its success. Callers need
not fear being identified in eourt

They use the program because it
guarantees anonymity.

CRIME STOPPERS reports
erimes with which investigators
need assistance by means of tele-
vised reenactments, radio broad-
casts and newspaper articles. As
the program grows, so does the
potential for advertising. Popular
television series like “Unsolved
Mysteries” and “America's Most
Wanted" are offshoots of CRIME
STOPPERS. Recently, the pro-
gram received additional adver-
tising during the “Dick Traey
CRIME STOPPERS Game" pro-
motion by McDonald's Restaur-
ants of Canada. Interestingly, the
name CRIME STOPPERS origi-

provineial program in Canada
and has been in operation since
July, 1985, It operates province-
wide, e g a rural popu-
lation of 240,000, with the excep-
tion of the cities Winnipeg and
Brandon; both have their own
programs. In its first five years of
operation, more than $1,000,000 in
drugs and stolen goods were
recovered. Many cases of vandal-
ism, murder and arson (where
recovery of property was not in-
volved) were also solved. In one

5. “What if the participant was
stopped because of his decal and
ed to be drinking/impair-

ed?”

The aim of this program is to
discourage auto theft. The intent
is not to catch impaired drivers,
nor is intended to protect im-
paired drivers.

The police officer would have
to observe the same rules
governing the investigation of im-
paired drivers. If the officer felt
there were reasonable and prob-
able grounds to believe the driver
was impaired, then an arrest
would be made just as if the
driver was stopped for a traffic
infraction and found to be im-
paired.

6. “What if a participant in the
program had come home late
from work one night?”

It is possible, but unlikely, that
he could be stopped several
times.

Though certainly an incon-
venience, this would prove the
program's effectiveness. The
owner can remove the decal at
any time if his schedule changes
and he wishes to not participate
in the program any longer.

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THE HORSE FORCENE HATH RETURNED

On 15 May 1991 the Land Elee-
trical Mechanical Engineering
(LEME) Branch will be rebadg-
ing. Formal parades across Cana-
da will signify yet another change
in the short history of the Main-
tainers (Land).

Let us turn back the clock to
the start of this story. Maintain-
ers of some sort or another have
been an important part of army
support since before the middle
ages and the drastically changing
needs since then have driven the
evolution to the present day
maintenance corps. Canada’s
Armed Forces' roots do not
stretch that far back and as far as
the maintainers are concerned
the British system has been a
major influence.

In 1896 the function of main-
tenance and storage of all mili-
tary stores (ordnance) were
brought together in the UK by
the formation of the Army Ord-
nance Corps. Canada followed
suit on 1 July 1903 when the
Canadian Ordnance Corps was
formed.

During World War I the in-
crease in mechanization tremen-
dously increased maintenance re-
quirements which led to the for-
mation of the Army Service
Corps, the Royal Engineers and
the Royal Tank Corps which had
their own repair systems while
the artillery relied on the Army
Ordnance Corps for maintenance.
Once again, Canada followed suit.

During World War II it was
evident that duplication of main-
tenance functions was not effi-
cient and a committee chaired by

Sir William Beveridge investigat-
ed the problem. The resulting

.Beveridge Report led to the for-

mation of the Corps of Royal
Electrical and Mechanical En-
gineers (REME) in October 1942.
Canada responded with some or-
ganization changes and on 15 May
1944 the Royal Canadian Electri-
cal and Mechanical Engineers
(RCEME) came into being.

By the late sixties, the Corps
had a proud tradition firmly en-
trenched in its roots. A superb
reputation was earned through
dedication to the units that
RCEME supported from North
West Europe (D-Day and VE-
Day), Sicily and Italy during
World War II to Korea to peace-
keeping duties in such places as
Cyprus, Egypt, the Golan, the
Congo, Vietnam, Cambodia and
Laos. The craftsmen of RCEME
were both decorated and ‘unsung’
heroes displaying acts of bravery
under fire and performing
monumentous maintenance

Integration transformed the
Corps from the maintainers of
RCEME into the triservice land
maintainers of the Land Ord-
nance Engineering Branch
(LORE) on 1 February 1968 (the
official birthday was 1 June 1968).
Many personnel felt that we lost
our tradition and there was much
resistance to change. Also be-
cause the LORE did not ade-
quately define our funetion (as
RCEME did), another change
was needed.

Many proposals such as
CREME and CEME were looked

at but LEME won out. The ‘Elec-
trical and Mechanical Engineers’
portion of the name brings back
some familiarity and more ade-
quately reflects our funetion. So
on 15 May 1984, forty years after
the original birth of RCEME, the
Land Ordnance Engineering
Branch ceased to exist with the
birth of the Land Electrical and
Mechanical Engineers (LEME).

With the name change came a
movement to replace our current
cap badge with one that reflected
our new name and our ties with
our maintenance tradition. The
old ‘RCEME Horse' was pro-
posed and readily accepted
across the Branch. A few changes
were needed to reflect a true
‘Canadian’ badge hence the let-
ters '/RCEME" were replaced
with the new short form of the
branch both in English and
French. The left side of the seroll
which had ‘RC’ was replaced with
‘EME' (Electrical Mechanical En-
gineering) and the right ‘EME’
was replaced with ‘GEM' (Genie
Electrique Mechanique). The
coronet of four fleur-de-lis around
the neck was replaced by a coro-
net of four maple leafs. A few
other minor changes also took
place.

Pictured below are the four
past and the new present badges
of RCEME/LORE/LEME along
with the dates and brief deserip-
tion of each.

The first RCEME badge was
taken into wear in May 1944. It

consisted of three shields
representing Vehicle
and Telecommunication sur-
rounded by a laurel wreath.

In June 1949, a new badge was
struek. Its official deseription is as
follows:

Superimposed upon a lightn-
ing flash, a horse forcene, gorged
with a coronet of four fleur-de-lis,
a chain reflexed over its back and
standing on a globe inscribed
with the Western Hemisphere.
Superimposed across the lightn-
ing flash behind the horse's head,
a seroll inseribed “RCEME"; the
whole surmounted by the Crown.
(Tudor Crown)

The horse forcene and the
chain are symbols of power under
control and the lightning flash of
electrical engineering. The horse
forcene also forms part of the
crest of the British Institution of
Mechanical Engineers and,
together with the lightning flash
is intended to mark the close rela-
tionship between the Mechanical
and Electrical Engineers in the
Army and the civil life. The globe
is indicative of the impact of
mechanical engineering on the
world generally.

The badge underwent a minor
change in 1952 by the changing of
the Tudor Crown to the St. Ed-
ward's Crown upon the corona-
tion of Her Majesty, Queen
Elizabeth II

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With the transformation of the
Corps to the LORE Branch on 1
February 1968 and further com-
plemented by Engineers and
Technicians of the Royal Canadi-
an Air Force and Royal Canadian
Navy, a new badge was to be
struck. The new badge was
authorized in November 1973 but
not available for general issue un-
til 1975. The official deseription is
as follows:

Within a wreath of Stylized
Maple Leaves d'or, a cartouche
azure d'or charged with a convex
equilateral triangle d'or voided
and surmounted by two cannon
barrels in Saltine d'or. In front
and in pole a lightning flash d'ar-
gent. The whole is surmounted
by the royal ecrown proper.

The LORE/LEME badge ade-

* quately depicts the maintenance

functions of the Branch: the
crossed cannons for the weapons
the electrical/electronic trade
(FCS); and the rotary or en-
gineers triangle for the vehicle
technicians and the officer corps.

On 15 May 1991, the forty
seventh birthday of the RCEME
Corps, the new badge with the
changes as noted above will be
formally taken into service. The
new badge will be worn with
pride and will enhance the his-
tory and tradition that all our
personnel young and old can be
proud of and strive to uphold.

Ottawa, Ontario May 14, 1991 —
For children, bicycles are the es-
sence of summer fun. Without
bicycle safety, however, this im-
age can quickly become a night-
mare. Bicycle accidents are
responsible for approximately
25% of all deaths at the trauma

divisions of Canadian children's
hospitals. Virtually all bicycle-
related deaths involve head injur-
ies. Yet, only 5% of Canadian
children wear a helmet while ey-
cling.

The Canadian Medical Associ-
ation (CMA) and Sandoz Canada
(Pharmaceuticals) announced to-
day the launch of the Canadian
Injury Prevention Program
(CIPP), a national bicycle-helmet
safety campaign. The goals of the
program are to generate aware-
ness about the importance of
wearing bicycle helmets, and to
make helmets more readily avail-
able to Canadians in order to help
reduce the number of serious and
often fatal head injuries, especial-
ly among young cyelists. CIPP is
the largest health-promotion and

education campaign ever or-
ganized by the CMA.

“Many parents don't realize
that bicycles are not toys, they
are a child’s first vehicle,” said
Dr. Carole Guzman, President-
Elect of the CMA. “Through the
CIPP program, we want to instill
the message that wearing a bi-
cycle helmet should be manda-
tory. . . it can reduce a child’s risk
of serious head injury by 85% "

“We hope that this campaign
will stimulate greater awareness
about the issue of bicycle-helmet
safety,"” said Colin Mallet, Presi-
dent of Sandoz Canada. "If every
young cyclist wore a helmet,
more than 2,000 injuries and at
least 50 deaths per year would be
prevented. Ultimately, this is the
