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FROM HARVEST TO HAUNTING

The occasion we now refer to as Hal-
lowe’en actually has its origins in har-
vest celebrations.

Most people know the name has
something to do with the “Hallowed
Eve” mass that precedes All Saints
Day. What they don’t know is why
these celebrations came about in the
first place.

Celebrations at this time of year
predate Christianity. While harvest
dates differ worldwide by as much as
a month from place to place, virtually
all cultures have historically celebrat-
ed harvest with some kind of festival.
In many places harvest celebrations
have become Thanksgiving occasions.
Hallowe’en was originally one of those
festivals whose purpose was also to
thank the gods for a bountiful harvest.

With the rist of Christianity in the
early Middle Ages, many pagan rituals
were transformed into Christian cus-
toms by the clergy and the newly eon-
verted celebrants. It is very likely that
All Saints Day, and the All hallows
Eve mass of the night before, came
about as a result of people applying
their Christianity to these existing
activities.

The ghost and goblin element of
Hallowe’en is a creative collision of the
pagan and Christian traditions.
Because of the belief in the strong
presence of good spirits on All Saints
Day, myths developed about the plight

of bad spirits when confronted by such
goodness. All Hallows Eve is thought
to be the last night for evil spirits of
show themselves, because they will be
vanquished on All Saints Day. These
evil spirits, then wander the earth in
torment during the night before their
doom. Hence, the ghostly, eerie appa-
ritions of Hallowe’en.

In Canada, children have been
dressing up and trick-or-treating for
more than three generations.

The trick-or-treat tradition began
with children dressing up and pretend-
ing to be these doomed wicked spirits
at Hallowe’en. In such disguises they
would convince adults that they could
be prevented from behaving like evil
spirits if given some kind of sweet.

Now, children and adults alike dress
up as all manner of things — not just
goblins or ghosts. And the meaning of
‘trick’ in ‘trick or treat’ is all but lost.
Even so, ancient harvest symbols such
as pumpkins and orange moons still
persist, these symbols are used on Hal-
lowe’en party goods, costumes and
other accessories.

The fact that these symbols and tra-
ditions go back centuries is something
very few people would ever think
about. It’s fun and maybe even kind of
spooky to think that millions before us
have celebrated Hallowe’en in much
the same way as we do today.

On 1 October 91 Jeff O'Leary
and Diane Kuran were promoted
to the rank of Sgt. As Flight
Attendants these two have
directly contributed to the suc-
cess of a very unique 402 Squa-
dron section.

In 1989 with the arrival of the
Dash 8 it was realized that pas-
sengers, many of which would
have VIP status, would travel
with 402 Squadron. With pas-
sengers came the requirement
for qualified Flight Attendants.
Posting Regular Force people to
Winnipeg was not an effective
solution considering the high cost
of postings and salaries. The Air
Reserves quickly seized the
opportunity and proposed the
notion that the Dash 8 could be
manned entirely by reserve
Flight Attendants. That is exact-
ly what happened.

Soon after the decision to im-
plement this plan personnel
selected from within the Squa-

dron underwent three weeks of
training at 426 Squadron in Tren-
ton. After this and a period of On-
the-Job Training 402 Squadron
had one full time and 4 part time
Flight Attendants. They are all
reservists.

According to Sgt O'Leary the
task of keeping the Dash 8
manned with Flight Attendants
is not always easy. Maintaining a
full time operation with part time
resources sometimes results in
scheduling problems. However,
with highly motivated people the
section has proven that it can be
done. In the last three months
this 402 Squadron section has
logged a total of over 450 flying
hours.

In addition to the two recent
promotees the section has MCpl
Dave Wilson, Cpl Jennifer Cham-
bers and Cpl Eric Krievans.

Security Measures — Keeping Your Home Safe

And on the after-
noon of August 8, she had the
distinction of leading a parade of
more than 500 infantry, ar-
moured and artillery officers and
cadets at graduation ceremonies
at CFB Gagetown, N.B.

The young woman was chosen
as Parade Commander that day
for good reason; she topped both
phases three and four of her
gruelling nine-month artillery
training - an accomplishment
regardless of gender.

“I was really excited when I
found out I was chosen as Parade
Commander. We just came in
from the field and we were all
pretty beat, but that sure picked
me up!” says 2nd Lieut. Proctor
as she sorts through a small
mountain of dirty clothes and
equipment for the next day’s

long-awaited out-clearance.

The sight of 2nd Lieut. Proctor
and two of her colleagues who
are also women, Lieut. Holly
Brown-Malanka and Capt. Lin-
da Schrum, certainly turned a
few heads in the field but even-
tually everyone took it in stride -
male students and the all-male
directing staff alike.

They were treated as equals,
explains Proctor. “There were
considerations made in terms of
privacy, but not a lot. You
become ‘one of the guys’ pretty
quickly.”

According to Lieut. Brown-
Malanka, “One of the most fre-
quently asked questions was
‘Why would women want to
become field artillery officers?’
It’s pretty simple,” she says. “It’s
a challenge. We do it for the
same reason as the guys.

“It’s funny, actually. Nobody
asks the guys why they do it...or
if they can handle it. We’re
breaking some pretty hard
ground.”

“It was an intense course,”
admits 2nd Lieut. Proctor. “You
really have to keep your head on
straight.”

What is a Volksmarch?

Volkssports or volksmarching
is a world wide, organized, fami-
ly sport that is an integral part of
an international volkssport move-
ment devoted to physical fitness.
There are four folkssports: walk-
ing, bicycling, swimming and
cross country skiing of which the
most popular is volksmarching
(walking). Its aim is to get people
of all ages out-of-doors to exer-
cise non-competitively in an
event where everyone who com-
pletes the event is declared a
WINNER!!

“Volksmarch” is a German
word which literally translated
means “people’s walk.” Infants
can be pushed in strollers, young-
sters walk the short distances,
and senior citizens participate
regularly.

A participant follows a marked
route or trail at their own pace,
stopping at designated “control
points” for a “control stamp”,
refreshments or rest.

Each walk event is usually 10

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Marecie is 17 years old, popular,
pretty and an honors student.
She is also pregnant. When she
told her parents, the Browns, her
mother cried and her father
threatened to go get her
boyfriend, Mark, and “punch him
out”.

It’s a sad but all too frequent
scenario these days. Growing
numbers of teenagers from stable
homes are sexually active. They
do not use contraceptives. Most
of them simply do not believe
that pregnancy could happen to
them. The statistics are disturb-
ing: 25% of all babies born in
Canada are born to unmarried
couples. Each year, about 10,000
unwed girls and women become
pregnant. Half of them resort to
abortion and about 1,000 end in
miscarriages. About 4,000 carry
their pregnancies to term. Those
young women who refuse the ins-
tant, so-called easy answer of
abortion pay a high price.

teenager. She had applied to
several colleges and planned to
become a social worker so she
could work with poor families.

Within a day, Marcie's father
phoned Mark’s parents and asked
them to come over and bring
their son. The young couple sat in
silence while their parents
thrashed out the options. When
Mark’s father questioned
whether his son was “definitely
the father”, Marcie’s dad threa-
tened to bring charges of statu-
tary rape against 18-year-old
Mark.

The ugly moment passed and
marriage became the issue. The
couple would graduate in June,
three months before the baby
was due. There would be a quiet
ceremony at the Parish. Then the
young couple, with some financial
help, could take an apartment
near the university where Mark

remain in school once her condi-
tion became “obvious”. It was, the
Principal stated, “administrative
policy”. By now, the Browns were
prepared to do public battle to
preserve their daughter’s right to
remain in school. It was
descriminatory, they said, to
force her out but permit the
acknowledged father to stay in
school. Several protracted meet-
ings involving legal counsel
ensued and Marcie's right to con-
tinue and graduate was insured.

The last, perhaps most hurtful
decision was made shortly before
the baby, a 7-pound girl, was
born. Marcie would give up her
baby for adoption. Amid tears
and grieving, Marcie, Mark and
their families acknowledged that
the couple’s future together was
uncertain and that this child
deserved its best chance: the lov-
ing care of a happy and stable
married couple.

The names “Marcie”, “Mark”,
and “Browns” and “Father
Richard” are fictitious, but their
story and their struggles are real.
Their painful drama is played out
in many homes each year. We
who believe in life but also in the
mercy and forgiveness of Jesus
can only support and praise the
brave choices such families make.
