March 17, is St. Pairick’s Day,
a day of celebration and com-
memoration throughout the
world. His day is known to have
been remembered as early as the
10th century in Germany and
Brittany and in 7th century Gaul
(France).

St. Patrick is known as the
patron saint of Ireland.
Interestingly enough, he was of
Roman parentage; being carried
off to Ireland to be sold into slav-
ery. After six years as a shepherd,
Patrick heard a voice on night
telling him that his ship was
ready. He heeded the message
and left for the continent to
become a theological student of
considerable brilliance.

A period of no less than 23
years elapsed before St. Patrick
returned to Ireland as its apostle.
He adopted, from the very begin-
ning, a bold and courageous plan
of preaching the Gospel in Ireland
— he always made straight for the
palaces and other greal houses
and began by attempting to con-

vert the kings and chiefs. Being
well aware of the clansmen’s ven-
eration for their ruling families,
he knew that once the king had
become a Christian the people
would soon follow.

His success was phenc | -
during his own lifetime more than
three-quarters of the people
became converts and were bap-
tized as Christians. Since the dis-
ciples preached by the shores of
Galilee, there has been no such
conversion of almost an entire
people from one form of belief to
another. Kings, druids, bards, bre-
hons, as well as clansmen, had
become Christians.

Churches, with their priests and
bishops, were scattered through-
out the country, schools had been
founded, rules of discipline were
drawn up; Ireland had become
Christian through the labours of
one man.

In the course of three or four
centuries from the time of St.
Patrick, Ireland became the most
learned country in Europe. This
gave rise to the name now so

Gen. John de Chastelain has
agreed to continue as chief of the
defence staff of the Canadian
Forces until September 1993,
rather than retire from the forces
in September 1992.

The prime minister made the
request on the recommendation of
the minister of national defence,
based on Gen. de Chastelain's
outstanding leadership since
assuming the highest rank attain-
able to a military officer in 1989.
He led the Canadian Forces dur-
ing the Oka Crisis, which ended

without loss of life in the fall of
1990. The Gulf War was the first
time Canada’s military was called
to arms since the Korean
Conflict, again under the guid-
ance of Gen, de Chastelain.

The extension will mean Gen.
de Chastelain will be 56 years old
when he retires, exceeding the
military’s mandatory retirement
age of 55. This exception will be
granted to allow Gen. de
Chastelain to continue (o help CF
members adapt to dramatic inter-

national strategic changes and
uncertainties facing defence plan-
ners in the future.

Gen. de Chastelain was born a
British subject in July 1937, in
Bucharest, Romania. He joined
the Canadian Army (Militia) as a
private in 1955, In 1956, he
joined the Royal Canadian
Infantry Corps and attended
Royal Military College in
Kingston, Ont, He has served in
various positions in Canada and
abroad during his career.

familiar to us — Insula Sanctorum
et Doctorum, the Island of Saints
and Scholars.

The
barbarian tribes had finally
destroyed the great Roman
Empire and settled upon its terri-
tories. Ignorance reigned over
most of Western Europe. In
Ireland, unscathed by ruinous
invaders, Religion and Education
went hand-in-hand under the
direction of the priests and
monks.

Irish Literature was founded at
this time — the writings of St.
Patrick being its oldest monu-
ments.

St. Patrick’s achievements have
since become almost legendary.
One of these is “that Ireland,
alone of all nations, will be
spared the tortures and torments
of the last day.” Seven years
before the awful event, “a great
sea will cover Ireland...” On the
day itself, Patrick, it is believed,
will be permitted to judge the
people of Ireland.

The Second Step Program is a
Violence-Prevention curriculum
designed, written and prepared by
the committee for Children. A
separate program is available for
the Kindergarten, Primary, and
Intermediate levels, Regardless of
level, the Second Step Programs
consist of three units, each of
which stresses a particular skill.
The three major skills which are
developed are Emp-thy Training,
Impulse Control and Anger
Management.

Although the program is tech-
nically set up in sequential fash-
ion, it is quite feasible to begin
with anyone of the three units.
Each unit consists of a series of
lessons which develop specific
skills. One teaching technique
which is utilized a great deal in

this program is ‘role-play’. Not
only are students introduced to
new skills, but they are also pro-
vided with ample time and sce-
nario varieties in which 1o prac-
tise those skills. Homework
sheets provide for extra practise
at home, and also serve as a vehi-
cle with which to acquaint the
parents with the program.

In the ‘Empathy Training' unit

their skills of recognizing, pre-
dicting, and identifying other peo-
ple’s feelings. It trains the stu-
dents to consider body language
cues, when identifying and pre-
dicting the feelings of others.
