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Background:

The Military Police Fund for
Blind Children (MPFBC) was
created in 1957 by Col James
Riley STONE. During his tenure
as Provost Marshall Army, he
suffered a personal tragedy when
his beloved daughter was affected
with cancer of the eye, causing
sudden blindness and subsequent
death. During this period of per-
sonal loss, he came in contact
with organizations that were
struggling to help blind children
and became aware that there were
many other children, less fortu-
nate than his own daughter who
were unable, through lack of
money, o enjoy simple comforts.
Determined to do something
about this, he personally can-
vassed Military Policemen at var-
ious detachments of the Provost
Corps. His idea was that each
would voluntarily contribute the
small sum of one or two dollars
per year which would establish a
fund to provide children under 13
with simple necessities, and the
Military Police Fund for Blind
Children was born.

As the fund grew in size, its
activities became so extensive
that it was formalized as a corpo-
ration with Letters Patent being
issued in 1976, and today, it is
recognized as the only strictly
military charity, one which is well
known within the Canadian
Ophthalmelogical community. Its
objectives are to aid blind chil-
dren who lack funds and other
necessities of life by providing
monies to blind schools and orga-

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nizations associated with blind
children and recreation of blind
children.

The Corporation has nine direc-
tors from the Security and
Military Police organization rang-
ing in rank from Pte to LCol. At
its first annual meeting, the direc-
tors established a $100,000. Trust
Fund to ensure support in perpe-
tuity for the schools, In addition
to income generated from the
trust fund, virtually every
Security and Military Police unit
in the Canadian Forces con-
tributes.

As illustrated above, there is
another important aspect to the
MPFBC and its operations; the
Military Police get involved per-
sonally with the children. They
visit them at their schools and
invite them to CF bases to learn
more about the military world.
These personal contacts keep the
fund from becoming merely as a
bureaucratic money raising orga-
nization. One has only to see the
joy on the faces of these young-
sters when they receive such vis-
its. They touch the service people,
feel their uniforms and insignia
and ask thousands of questions.
Many a hard-nosed MP has come
from the experience with that
warm feeling which is the best
reward possible.

At CFB Winnipeg a total of
$2200 was raised for the fund in
1991. As you can see, our lotal
was below the amount donated.
For 1992 a draw has been

Mellancamp’s show on his recent
swing through Winnipeg or, for
that matter, anyone who is used to
the explosive guitars and boom-
ing bass that reach back to
encompass such tracks as “Jack &
Dianne”, “Hurts So Good™ or the
more recent album “Whenever
We Wanted"”, could be in for a

“It Don't Scare Me None" would
be the perfect vehicle to launch
into the singles market. John
Prine’s “All The Best” is out-
standing and shines through as
one of the highlights. Again, this
track has the necessary ingredi-

.ents to be culled for singles

release. QKUMBRZ lay down
some straight country sounds via
“Hold Me Like You Used To Do™
but the street buzz on this set is
all about “Sweet Suzanne™ by the
Buzzin' Cousins and one listen
and you can hear why this is
already turning into a mega-hit.

Commandant de la prévoté de
I"élément Terre, lui et sa famille
furent frappés par un grand mal-
heur; en effet, I'une de ses filles
bien-aimées fut atteinte d’un can-
cer de 1'oeil qui provoqua chez
elle une cécité subite et entraina
ultérieurement sa mort.

The foregoing positions are
simply examples. The organiza-
tion is extremely flexible and can
readily adjust to the needs of the
community. A considerable num-
ber of existing positions are either
vacant or manned by individuals
who are “double hatted”.

What are some of our activi-
ties? Essentially, the Council pro-
vides financial and other assis-
tance to various organizations. As
an example: The council allo-
cated over Iwo thousand dollars
to the Boy Scouts to purchase
new camping equipment.

The WCC sponsors three teams
in the St. James Minor Baseball
League. The ongoing repainting
of the community playgrounds is
financed by the WCC and the
North Side rink is operated and
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Col Proulx, the Base Commander presents Mr Ross Holmes, the
president of the Manitoba Cancer Society with a cheque for
$3,342.00 while Mr Maurray Gibson, the director of fund raising
and Capt Lachance, the Base co-ordinator look on.

maintained by the Council. We
also promote several community
oriented activities such as the
Family Day in September, the
Jake Chenier Concert, the
Children’s Christmas Party and
the Annual Christmas Concert.
Last year we raised over $600.00
in support of the Family Support
Centre at the Concert. The
Christmas Concert is tentatively
scheduled to be held this year on
Sunday, 6 December. Be sure to
mark your calendar and watch for
fliers.

The weekly Bingo held at Bldg
21, the Air Command HQ Rec.
Centre, every Wednesday at 1900
hrs is also a Community Council
sponsored event.

How is the Council financed?
Firstly, the Westwin Community
Council does not receive any rev-
enue from the $35.00 recreation
fee for use of Westwin Recreation
facilities. Those monies accrue to
the Base Recreation Council. The
Westwin Community Council
Bingo serves as the sole source of
Council revenue. At one time, the
Bingo revenues were sufficient to
meet routine expenditures, how-
ever when the Bingo was shut
down during the Gulf War, many
of our clientele switched to other
Bingo outlets and never returned.
Owur revenues have since dropped
off dramatically.

Plans are underway to revive
our Bingo format and we plan to
hold an all day Drop-in Bingo in
Club 90 on sunday, 26 April from
1:00 PM (1300 hrs) to 9:00 PM
(2100 hrs). Mark your calendars!

Look for the flyers and come out
and try your luck.

Hopefully, you now have a bet-
ter idea of what the Westwin
Community Council is about. We
have some hefty goals, not the
least among them being the mod-
emization of the community play-
grounds. Two playgrounds (the
Multiple Row Housing and
Sharpe playgrounds) are Base
owned. The remaining play-
grounds are owned by the City of
Winnipeg. A submission has
recently been tendered to upgrade
the playground at the Multiple
Row Housing complex and fol-
lowing completion of that
upgrade, a similar project will be
undertaken in regard to the
Sharpe playground.

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One of the most interesting and
rewarding components of my
position as Jameswood School
Counsellor and Orientation
Teacher is the opportunity to
work with students and their fam-
ilies. Each and every family is
different! Each and every family
has its own set of hopes and
dreams!

Periodically someone in the
media brings to our attention
some of the dismal statistics about
the rapid demise of the family
unit. But we as educators and
family members must not be dis-
couraged. | am convinced that
families, in one form or another,
will always be there to provide
the basic or core unit of today and
tomorrow’s society.

What is a family? Should we all
possess a preconceived notion or
idea of what a family is, we
would be guilty of idealism. 1 see
a successful family as “one that
provides safety, physical and
emotional nurturance for its mem-

bers, and an environment where
children leam from loving adults
how to get along in the world.”
(R. Carriero) Some are successful
of course, but is it not difficult 10
imagine a family without some
problems? Can a family be com-
pletely or totally successful? We
all strive for that ultimate success,
but how many families actually
achieve it?

Because Jameswood School is
a meeting place for the depen-
dents of military personnel. I
often remind myself of the large
numbers of diverse backgrounds
from which our school families
originate. Naturally value systems
will differ from family to family.
It is only natural when one con-
siders the variety of traditions and
rules that people have been
exposed to over the course of
their lifetime. Families are there-
fore unique, as are the people
within them.

For me, categorizing or judging
families is impossible. Regardless
of the successes or problems that
families have. | regard them as a
system — a family system. My
task is to work empathically with

each and every family, no matter
what their family lifestyle may
be. 1 can readily accept the differ-
ences that exist in each family
unit. It is my personal goal (as for
most educators), to understand the
families with which I work. 1
attempt to gain a sense of the
family dynamics, and it is fasci-
nating to learn of the wonderful
differences that exist. Of course,
in gaining understanding of a
family unit. I try to be sensitive to
the stresses and difficulties that
affect interactions within the fam-
ily.

One of the most successful
ways to help a family bring har-
mony and organization into their
life, is to hold Family councils on
a weekly basis. Several of the
families at Jameswood School
have successfully implemented
this idea. There are no rigid rules
to follow since you must do what
fits your family best. However, it
is an idea worth trying!

Restigouche Sails for Red Sea

Her Majesty’s Canadian Ship
Restigouche left Canadian
Forces Base Esquimalt, Feb. 24
for a six-month deployment
with the multinational
Maritime Interception Force
(MIF) in the Red Sea. The 240-
member crew was seen off by
hundreds of family and friends
and by the Chief of Staff for
Maritime Forces Pacific
Commodore Ken Summers.
(Commodore Summers com-
manded the Canadian Task
Group in the Persian Gulf dur-
ing Operation Friction and the
Gulf War).

With this tasking, Canada resumes its MIF patml duties to help enforce United natiuns lrnde sanc-
tions against Iraq. Restigouche follows another west coast ship, HMCS Huron, which conducted MIF
naval operations in the Persian Gulf last April through July. Restigouche is expected to arrive in the
gulf by mid-April where it will patrol the northern Red Sea in concert with American, Australian,

British and French naval forces.

National Defence, the
Honourable Marcel Masse,
announced that Canada has con-
firmed arrangements for the
deployment of approximately
1,200 peacekeepers to Yugoslavia
and Croatia in early April, as part

Soldiers of the 1st Bautalion of
the Royal 22e Régiment will form
the core of the contingent.
