Lunar Eclipse

by Jim Bryce

On the night of 14/15 June
sky watchers in most of Cana-
da will be able to see a partial
eclipse of the moon. The moon
will take almost exactly three
hours to move through the
darkest or umbral portion of
the Earth’s shadow. At mid
eclipse two thirds of the moon
will be in darkness. A less pro-
nounced phase called the
penumbral phase occurs be-
fore and after the more visible
umbral event because the
moon also moves through the
Earth's penumbral shadow. It
is very difficult to see the sub-
tle drop in illumination of the
penumbral phase but careful
observers might note the
change a few minute before
the start of the umbral eclipse,
especially if they are located in
the country where the sky is
not affected by the light pollu-

tion prevalent in built up ar-
eas. The diagram shows the
geometrical arrangement
which gives rise to the two de-
grees of shadow.

The table (below) lists the
Daylight Time of the events at
five locations across Canada.
For observers west or north of
a line running through Saska-
toon and Churchill Manitoba
the umbral eclipse will have
started before the moon rises.
Observers in the Yukon are
not favourably placed to see
any of the eclipse but those in
the south of the Northwest
Territories should see enough
to make the experience worth-
while. Don’t get confused
about the dates; it starts on the
night of 14 June and ends in
the morning hours of 15 June.
It will be well worth the effort
to see it.

Jupiter. It is the largest planet
in our solar system with an
equatorial diameter almost
twelve times greater than the
Earth’s 12,750 km. Its mass is
318 times that of the Earth.
Viewers with telescopes can
see much detail in the belts of
clouds which form its appar-
ent surface.

Cassini's Spot

One feature known as “The
Great Red Spot” is the top of a
giant cyclonic storm which
has existed since at least 1831
and may indeed, be much old-
er, It is possible that this was
the spot used by Cassini in
1660 to time Jupiter’s rotation.
Another interesting feature of
the planet is its four largest
moons, These were discovered
by Galileo in 1610 and were
the first celestial objects to be
discovered through a tele-
scope. Galileo did not allow
his entrepreneurial skills to
take second place to his scien-
tific curiosity as it is said that
he tried to sell the property
rights to the Pope. The Pope
apparently declined the offer.
Seen through a telescope these
four moons exhibit a nightly
changing pattern. They appear
strung out in a line with the
planet. Some nights only two
or three will be visible as the
“missing ones” are passing in
front of, or behind, the plan-
et’s disk. A set of binoculars
which magnify six or seven
times will also reveal them.

Through binoculars it is diffi-
cult to see all four because of
Jupiter’s brightness, but you
will usually see two or three
of them, looking like small
stars, close to the planet. In or-
der of increasing distance
from Jupiter, their names are
lo, pronounced eyeoh, Eu-
ropa, Ganymede and Callisto.
lo, with a diameter of 3630
km, is slightly larger than our
Moon and Europa is slightly
smaller. Ganymede is now
known to be the largest of all
the moons in our solar system
. It has a diameter of 5260 km.
Callisto is also a large moon
with a diameter of 4800 km.
Local astronomy clubs often
hold evenings where they in-

vite members of the public to
view the skies through their
telescopes. If you see such an
evening advertised take ad-
vantage of it. Jupiter is certain
to be one of the favourite ob-
jects this summer. Keep your
fingers crossed for clear skies
on the night of the eclipse.

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Vimy Ridge - The Road to Nationhood

When Britain declared war
on Germany on August 4,
1914, Canada was automati-
cally at war. From all across
the nation and from every
walk of life, citizens of Canada
responded to the call to arms
and swelled the pre-war force
of 3,110 regular and 74,213
militia to over 600,000 by the
end of hostilities in 1918.

Our country’s greatest con-
tribution was the 100,000
strong Canadian Corps, the
formation of which was re-
quested in order to keep Cana-
dian troops together rather
than handed out piece meal to
British units. The Canadian
Corps proved themselves in
many battles of stalemate and
attrition early in the war and
often refused to give in to
overwhelming odds. After
previous attempts by other Al-
lied Forces to take the key
German defence system at
Vimy had failed, the Canadi-
ans were tasked to do what
some considered virtually im-
possible.

Vimy Ridge was a natural
stronghold which favoured
the defenders by forcing at-
tackers to assault the ridge
over open ground. To add to
this, the Germans had spent
the last two and a half years

building fortifications to in-

' crease the natural strength

and dominance of the ridge.
To reach their final objectives
on the far side of the ridge, the
Canadians would face three
main defensive lines. They
would have to capture Hill
135 and Hill 145 which formed
the crest of Vimy as well as
contend with the “Pimple”, a
German stronghold on the
northern tip of the ridge.

In late 1916, the Canadians
relieved British troops oppo-
site the western slope of Vimy
Ridge and spent the cold win-
ter months fortifying their de-
fences and conducting contin-
ual raids on German lines to
gather intelligence. A full scale
replica of the objective was
created behind the Canadian
lines and, through repeated
exercises, units rehearsed ex-
actly what they would do on
the day of the attack. Every
detail was attended to and
maps were distributed to
guide the smallest units. Every
soldier was fully informed of
objectives to be taken and the
routes to be used. A maze of
tunnels and caverns were built
to protect the infantry until
the last possible moment and
increase the safety of casualty
evacuation afterwards. 4.8
kilometres of plank road was
built and 32 kilometres of

tramways rebuilt to assist the
movement of stores and am-
munition to the front.

A massive artillery barrage
involving 377 heavy guns and
702 pieces of field artillery
commenced on 20 March 1917
and was stepped up as the
day of the attack drew closer.
By the time the infantry set
out from their trenches, a mil-
lion artillery shells had bat-
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land, machine gun nests and
well wired trenches until on
the following afternoon they
had succeeded in taking Hill
145 and held the whole of
Vimy Ridge in Canadian
hands. Two days later, units of
the 10th Canadian Brigade
took the “Pimple”, forcing the
Germans to accept the loss of
Vimy Ridge as permanent and
to withdraw more than three
kilometres.

Sound, meticulous planning
and thorough preparations

late spring and early summer
would consist of advance to
contact along numerous
coloured routes.

devotion to
duty of Canada's citizen sol-
diers were decisive factors and
provided the Allied forces
with a profound turning point
in the war.

Abroad, the Canadian
achievement secured for
Canada a separate signature
on the Versailles Peace Treaty.
Back home, the victory won

the soldiers packed and
checked their kit, while the
platoon commanders received
more detail at the Company
Commander’s orders group.

While helicopter operations
may be fine, they still require
their fair share (in some cases
more) of safety briefings. The
Company Sergeant-Major
started, then it was off to air-
field 21 where flight engineers
gave a brief run-through on
safety and the characteristics
of their aircraft.

At 1700 hours, 28 April
1992, the three platoons were
deployed to provide a local se-
curity at a variety of locations
such as a Maintenance Battal-
ion and Transport Battalion.
Only an hour aftercommenc-
ing these security tasks, an en-
emy threat had been pinpoint-
ed in the area of Bushy Head
Hill. Two and Three Platoons,
as well as Company Head-
quarters, were air lifted, while
One Platoon marched to the
nearby staging area to find
that only four of the twelve
helicopters expected had ar-
rived. A few quick adjust-
ments to the lifts and chalks
and we were off. The fire base
was on one lift and the assault
group comprised the other
two lifts.

After an all too short ride,

by Canadian soldiers from
every part of the country was
a source of pride for all Cana-
dians and created a feeling of
true nationhood. Besides be-
ing an unquestionable military
success, perhaps the meaning
of Vimy Ridge for Canada is
best stated in the words of
BGen Alexander Ross during
the first pilgrimage to the
Vimy Memorial in 1936. He
said of the battle:

“It was Canada from the At-
lantic to the Pacific on parade.
I thought then... that in those
few minutes | witnessed the
birth of a nation.”

Seventy-five years have
passed since the battle for
Vimy Ridge took place and
only a handful of veterans re-
main to recount first-hand
Canada'’s contribution to the
First World War. Here in Win-
nipeg the Deer Lodge Hospital
is home to some of those vet-
erans, and ceremonies held
there recently to mark the 75th
anniversary provided those
who participated a glimpse at
not only one of Canada’s fine
military achievements, but
perhaps also at what it took to
help forge a nation.

we were inserted near the ene-
my position. Elements of the
Battalion Reconnaissance Pla-
toon pointed us in the general
direction and a two thumbs
up advance was underway.
The tenacity of the enemy
caused little difficulty for the
adrenaline-pumped advanc-
ing company.

Contact with the enemy es-
tablished, the lead platoons
began to devour the objective,
piece by piece, leaving only
the searching of trenches and
bodies for the depth platoon.
From trench to trench, the sol-
diers advanced without hesi-
tation. Still eager to keep on
slugging it out, friendly forces
reached the edge of the wood-
line where lhey were to con-
solidate. With all trenches
cleared and platoons having
consolidated, the helicopters
were called to a nearby land-
ing zone to extract the victors.
The mission a success, A Com-
pany was lifted back to their
respective lines.

With a hasty thank you and
“see you later” to the heli-
copter crews and liaison staff,
A Company returned to
bivouac and were debriefed
on a successful operation that
would remain the high point
of the summer, or at least until
the next time.

OUR COVER SHOWS Flight Cadet H. Spikings of Windsor,
Ontario, the honour graduate of the first course of navigators
trained at 2 ANS, receiving his wings from the Right Hon-
ourable Hugh Montague, Viscount Trenchard, GCB, OM, GC-
VO, DSO, DCL, LLD, Marshall of the Royal Air Force.

Viscount Trenchard holds a unique position in the air forces
of Britain and the Commonwealth. He, more than anyone else,
deserves the title “Father of the Royal Air Force.”

The son of an Army officer, Trenchard followed his father’s
profession and saw service in India, South Africa and West
Africa, where he won his DSO. When the Royal Flying Corps
was formed in 1912, Major Trenchard was one of the first offi-
cers seconded to it. Despite the fact that he had just learned to
fly at his own expense in a civilian school, he immediately was
made an instructor and later Assistant Commandant at the Cen-
tral Flying School. From that time until his retirement in 1929,
Trenchard’s “singleness of purpose and faith in the men he
commanded” helped to mould the doctrines and the traditions
of Britain’s air service.

In November, 1914, Trenchard was given command of a wing
in the field, and by March 1916, had become GOC of the RFC in
France. For almost two years he held this important post and
then was recalled from France to become the first Chief of the
Air Staff in the new Air Ministry that had been created in Janu-
ary 1918. But Major-General Trenchard’s heart was with his air-
men in the field and after a few months he left his desk to re-
turn to France as creator and commander of the Independent
Air Force - the ancestor of the strategic bomber forces of 1939-
45. After the war he again became Chief of the Air Staff, retain-
ing that office for 11 years until his retirement at the end of
1929, The first CAS, Trenchard was also the first Marshal of the
RAF, a rank which he received on January 1, 1927. He was cre-
ated a peer in 1930 and in 1951 his long and distinguished ca-
reer was crowned with a rare honour, the Order of Merit.

Flying Officer D. H. P.
Brown is an instructor in Ef-
fective Speaking and Current
Affairs in 2 AN.S. He was a
navigator in the Middle East
on torpedo bombers during
the war, became a qualified
member of the Goldfish Club
after a ditching operation and
later elected discharge. He
was a radio announcer follow-
ing the war and re-enlisted in
the beginning of 1951.

The World Affairs Program
is just recently with us. Few,
as yet, have had any actual
contact with it. It is, as far as
our service is concerned, an
entirely new program; involv-
ing an entirely new idea about
what the well trained airman
needs to know. It is a very
large program and will affect
us all directly. It will be costly
in time and in money as it re-
quires a great deal of organi-
zation. All this being so, it is
obviously a program which
has been given very careful
thought. The Minister and the
Chiefs of Staff are fully behind
it; and with the recognition
that it is a long range plan
which must not proceed with-
out proper preparation, the
program is under way.

We will all recall the fame
of Cromwell’s Citizen's Army,
but too few of us will remem-
ber the basic tenet upon which
this army was founded. Of his
soldiers Cromwell stated, “He
fights best, who knows why
he fights, and loves what he
knows.” Let us apply this ex-
ample to ourselves and exam-
ine it to see how it fits into to-
day’s scheme of things.

We are fighting today in
Korea; we have troops in Ger-
many and we are prepared to
fight at any time in any place,
to resist aggression and to
protect our own democratic
way of life. “Why do we wish
to resist this ‘aggression’?”

“Why do we wish to preserve
democracy?” “What is democ-
racy?” To fit this in with
Cromwell’s statement, “Do we
know why we fight?” Unfor-
tunately, it is apparent in the
case of a great number of us,
that we cannot answer the
question in the affirmative.

It was with this knowledge
as a background that the Cabi-
net decided to form the Bu-
reau of Current Affairs to sup-
ply the Armed Forces with in-
formation on World Affairs.
Merely supplying pamphlets
and brochures to all the vari-
ous units would be of no ad-
vantage as it was also known
from past experience; that too
many of these items eventual-
ly would be filed in waste pa-
per baskets—unused. Thus in
order to utilize the material
provided to the fullest extent,
it was decided that groups be
formed to discuss World Af-
fairs. These groups were to in-
clude every member of every
unit in all the three services
and were to be lead by compe-
tent discussion leaders. This
was and is a tremendous
scheme and the problem of
obtaining the discussion lead-
ers was one of prime impor-
tance. The officers were the
only members of the forces
who were previously required
to have a knowledge of World
Affairs. In order to obtain
qualified Group Discussion
Leaders for World Affairs, it
was merely necessary to give
the officers a course in Discus-
sion Leading Methods. STOP!
! Yes the parallel is reasonably
apparent, the Nazis did give
information to their troops
regularly. But please note the
very great difference. In the
case of the Nazi regime, the
speakers were all graduates of
the Heinrich Himmler school
and were not dispensing truth
but propaganda. Now, “Who
voices the opinion in our

case?” “Is it the Discussion
Leader?” Certainly not. Every
member of every discussion
group is not only permitted to
speak as often and as long as
he wishes, but also every
member is encouraged to
voice his opinions. The discus-
sion leader is merely a chair-
man to keep the discussion
centered around the problem
of the group and is not (R) not
to act as a political commissar.
There are many other facets to
discussion leading, many oth-
er qualities that are required
to be a good discussion leader.
All over Canada today, cours-
es are being run by all units in
order to teach the principles
so that our groups may be led
by efficient Group Discussion
Leaders.

A good discussion group in
World Affairs stimulates the
desire for accurate informa-
tion and helps us to overcome
misconceptions and preju-
dices. By speaking and listen-
ing to others speak, we are
training our speech habits and
developing a respect for the
opinion of others. Discussing
problems of world importance
and deciding on solutions to
them broadens our outlook
and helps to foster democratic
thought and action. By doing
all these things are we not
therefore becoming better citi-
zens of democracy?

‘may well be the most impor-
tant of all, studying and dis-
cussing World Affairs makes
us all better citizens of democ-
racy and more Christian in
our attitudes and thoughts to-
ward our brothers. Will we
then “know why we fight and
love what we know?” To me,
the answer is not yes, but defi-
nitely yes!

If not, may [ humbly suggest
that you take advantage of
this form of communication
with a personal touch. Make
someone happy; write
her/him a letter today.

Does this sound familiar? Is
God “wondering” again?

Intercessory prayer is ac-
knowledged as an important
issue. Statistics, however, re-
veal that for the average
Christian, actual time spent in
prayer is minimal. I suspect
that much of what we would
consider intercession is taken
up with our own personal in-
terests and concerns.

Be challenged, be encour-
aged by the example of effec-
tive intercessors in the Bible.
Moses continually came be-
fore God on behalf of the chil-
dren of Israel. “The Lord said,
‘Get away from this assembly
so I can put an end to them at
once.” And they fell face
down. Then Moses said to

Aaron, ‘take your censer and
put incense in it...hurry to the
assembly to make atonement
for them. Wrath has come out
from the Lord...Aaron stood
between the living and the
dead, and the plague
stopped” (Numbers 16:45-48).
Daniel was an intercessor. “1
turned to the Lord God and
pleaded with Him in prayer
and petition, in fasting, and in
sackcloth and ashes. [ prayed
to the Lord my God and con-
fessed; 0 Lord, we have
sinned...” (Daniel, 9:3-5). He
did not set himself apart. He
Identified with the people and
acknowledged corporate sin.
Read his powerful prayer in
Daniel 9, and then the revela-
tion of spiritual warfare in

Daniel 10.

God said, “I sought for a
man among them that should
make up the hedge and stand
in the gap before me for the
land” (Ezek 22:30).

In our activity oriented soci-
ety, we need to ask God to im-
part a fresh revelation of the
significance of intercessory
prayer. If you are struggling
with a lack of motivation, ask
God to grant you a sense of
the gravity, the desperation,
the burden of some situation.
Pray that, having been
gripped with such an insight,
you might have that spiritual
compelling which will move
you to be an effective interces-
SOr.

ered as communication, be-
cause it sends out a message.
Therefore we realize that com-
munication can be either ver-
bal (spoken), nonverbal ( un-
spoken), or a mixture of the
two. Hence, we must remem-
ber that posture, gestures, fa-
cial expressions and eye con-
tact, etc. are all part of the
communication process.
There are many types of
communication, ‘Mass com-
munication’ is any message
sent to a mass audience. Of
course the most common
means of this type, is transmit-
ted by television, film. radio or
newspaper. ‘Public communi-
cation’. -is the term used to
describe the situation in which
one person sends a message to
a specific audience. ie. the
Preacher to his congregation.
‘Small group communication’
is also important for 3 - 5 or 6
people who generally meet for
a common purpose. ‘Interper-
sonal communication’, on the

other hand occurs between
two people, while ‘“intraper-
sonal communication’ is that
which happens inside oneself.

No matter what type of
communication takes place,
there is always a message
sender. a message receiver. or
a sender and receiver. Then of
course, there is the person or
people involved, the messages
that are received and sent, and
the effects or responses to the
message. Because of the com-
plexity of the communication
process, communicative skills
are of utmost importance to
the happiness of all human be-
ings.

Developing the art of com-
munication, or sending mes-
sages to our kids,.(whether it
be by talking, by listening, or
by nonverbal cues), is one of
the most effective ways that
parents have to show their
love. How we speak to a child
is of equal importance, Simple
words and language usually

works best. Being a good lis-
tener, shows children that you
have respect for them. Many
factors affect communication!
What are the benefits of
good communication? The
benefits are many! It helps us
avoid conflict and misunder-
standing. When communica-
tion is based on mutual re-
spect and love, children’ learn
to value their own thoughts
and ideas. They also will

hopefully learn to respect oth-
er people’s opinions.

We all know what happens
when we allow frustrations to
interrupt our lines of commu-
nication. “All sorts of bells go
off.” Naturally, this will hap-
pen from time to time! But as
long as we remain conscious
of good communication skills,
continue to strive to improve
our skills of listening, and of
perceiving the situations sur-
rounding the communication
process, we. are most proba-

New Book Documents the Wartime
Escape of Winnipeg Dam Duster

A book has just been pub-
lished in Winnipeg which de-
tails the wartime escaping ex-
ploits of a former Winnipeg-
ger who took part in the fa-
mous World War Il ‘Dam
Buster’ raids near Germany's
Ruhr Valley. ‘Paths To Free-
dom’ was written by the late
Flight Lieutenant Robert Kel-
low who died in February
1988, leaving behind a manu-
script which gives a fascinat-
ing and detailed account of
how he was forced to para-
chute into Northern Holland
in September 1943, and how
he then made his way to
Gibraltar and back to England
with the aid of the Under-
ground Movement.

Mr. Kellow, a former execu-
tive assistant at Manitoba Hy-
dro, was a member of the Roy-
al Australian Air Force who
trained as a wireless operator
in Winnipeg in 1941. On ar-
rival in England in 1942, he
was attached to RAF No. 50
Squadron where he completed
a tour of operations and later
joined RAF No. 617 Squadron,
which became famous as the
‘Dam Busters’. He was actual-
ly in the Lancaster bomber
which dropped the bomb that
broke the Eder Dam and the
resulting flood severely hin-
dered Germany’s wartime ef-
forts. Mr. Kellow was award-
ed the Distinguished Flying
Medal for his part in the raids
and a book was later written
about the ‘Dam Busters’, with
the book in turn being made
into a movie, which is still pe-
riodically shown on television.

Mr. Kellow's own book,
‘Paths To Freedom’, is about
the eight weeks he spent as a
fugitive from the Nazis sever-
al months after he completed
the ‘Dam Buster’ raids. It de-
tails his escape through Hol-
land, Belgium, France and

across the Pyrenees Moun-
tains to Spain and Gibraltar.

George Waters, a friend and
air force colleague of Mr. Kel-
low, has coordinated the pub-
lication of the long neglected
story and says the book was
officially launched at the
Western Canada Aviation Mu-
seum bookstore on May 13th
and is now available in most
bookstores in Winnipeg,
Portage la Prairie and Bran-
don.

Mr. Waters says, "We ex-
pect the book to be a big seller
when the Commonwealth
Wartime Aircrew Reunion is
held in June at the Winnipeg
Convention Centre. Mr. Kel-
low, a past president of the
Wartime Pilots and Observors
Association, was active in past
reunions and many of his
friends and colleagues will be
looking forward to reading
the account of his escape”.

Mr. Waters, who acts as a
volunteer guide at the West-
ern Canada Aviation Muse-
um, says that Bob Kellow's
daughter and son-in-law, Jan
and Danny Connon, financed
publication of the manuscript.
Some proceeds from its sale
will be used to support the
museum'’s activities as well as
increasing the Robert Kellow
Scholarship Fund, adminis-
tered by the St. James Scholar-
ship Foundation. The scholar-
ships are awarded annually in
five high schools in St. James-
Assiniboia, where Mr. Kellow
lived.

The Western Canada Avia-
tion Museum is handling the
general distribution of ‘Paths
To Freedom'. It will be avail-
able across Canada as well as
at the museum bookstore in
Winnipeg. Mr. Kellow was a
familiar face at the museum
where there is a photograph of
him being presented to Her

Majesty, Queen Elizabeth 11
when she officially opened the
museum in 1984. That photo-
graph is shown in the book.

Mr. Waters noted that sadly
Mr. Kellow's widow Doreen
(‘Pal’) passed away in early
April just before the book
went to the printer, but she
knew the project was well un-
derway and had even seen the
book’s striking cover designed
by Jan and Danny Connen be-
fore she died.

Mr. Waters says, “Both
Doreen and her husband
wanted this book published as
a tribute to the organization,
ingenuity and courage of the
many people in the European
Underground Movement who
helped Bob escape. After the
war Bob went back twice to
try and find his many helpers
and thank them. The book has
many photographs of Under-
ground Movement members,
but unfortunately some had
been shot and could never be
thanked”.

‘Paths To Freedom’ is dedi-
cated in general to the courage
of these Underground work-
ers and in particular to Flight
Lieutenant Leslie Gordon
Knight, DS0, MD(RAAF).
Knight was the pilot of the
Lancaster plane which
crashed in Northern Holland
in September 1943 and he was
killed on impact. It was only
because of his bravery that
other crew members, includ-
ing Mr. Kellow, were able to
parachute out and begin their
trek back to freedom through
a Europe bristling with Ger-
man soldiers.

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40 Years of Navigation Training

The RCAF's #2 Air Naviga-
tion School, RCAF Station
Winnipeg, trained aircrew for
various NATO countries in-
cluding Britian, France, Den-
mark and Belgium using the
Beechcraft Expediter. Its dis-
tinctive radial engines pow-
ered the twin-engined trainers
out of RCAF Station Win-
nipeg, the often-nervous navi-
gation students preparing to
guide their craft using the ba-
sic instruments and tech-
niques of the Navigator's art: a
sextant, a watch, and the sun,
moon and stars. In this re-
spect, not much has changed:
although our training aircraft
are now equipped with the
most advanced computer and
satellite navigation equip-
ment, students must still mas-
ter the basic skills in order to
graduate and wear the Navi-
gator’s wings.

During the training period,
each cadet navigator flew for
approximately 150 hours, half
of which would be as lead
navigator when he would as-
sume the responsibility of
safely guiding the aircraft on
the three to five hour flight.

Students were trained in
“bomber” exercises, coastal
patrol, low-level tactical fly-
ing, grid navigation and pres-
sure pattern techniques. Then,
as now, the cadets were given
a basic knowledge which
would enable them to adapt to
any type of flying anywhere in
the world.

An interesting difference is
that the aircraft would be
flown by a single pilot, with
staff navigators flying only
with the weaker students. In-
structors also flew whenever
necessary to help cadets coor-
dinate their work and make
the most of radio aids, pin-
points, drifts and celestial ob-
servations. Of course, the
problems students faced in
1952 are little different from
those of today. One student,
confused by an enormous er-
ror in an astro position line,
discovered to his amazement
that he had made an observa-
tion on the moon’s reflection
in the wing of the aircraft!

One might wonder if the
various nationalities had any
problems understanding the
often-technical jargon of the
aviator's world. Surprisingly,
misunderstandings were not
too frequent after the first few
weeks, students both foreign
and “colonial” learned to
work together, sharing identi-
cal duties and privileges.

Occasionally, however, the
different languages con-
tributed to some humorous
situations. At a course’s wel-
coming party, the Danish stu-
dents were shocked to hear
the host urge them not to
leave until they were full. In
Danish “full” means very in-
toxicated.

Having successfully com-
pleted the Basic Air Naviga-
tion Course, Canadian gradu-
ates could look forward to em-
ployment on the mighty Avro
Lancaster of Coastal Com-
mand, Transport Group's
Canadair North Star or, for the
foreign students, any of the
