McLEOD VC MEMORIAL

The unveiling of the McLeod VC memorial 6 May 1992 in the atrium
of the Bishop Bldg by LGen D. Huddleston, Mrs. Frances Arnett
Bowles (on the right) and Mrs. Kathleen Kennedy cousins of Lt.

Alan Arnett McLeod was
born in the small town of
Stonewall, Manitoba on 20
April 1899. Educated locally,
he demonstrated a profound
interest in the military from a
very early age. In June of 1913
he lied about his age and
joined the Fort Garry Horse
for their annual summer train-
ing. When his true age was
discovered, young Alan was
returned to school. Once the
Great War began he attempt-
ed to enlist several times but
was repeatedly informed that
he must meet the minimum
age requirements, Undaunted
he continued to apply for pilot
training with the Royal Flying
Corps and finally, on 23 April
1917, just three days after his
eighteenth birthday, he was
accepted and enlisted in
Toronto.

McLeod completed his basic
flying training at Long Branch
and Camp Borden, and re-
ceived his RFC wings on 31
July 1917. Operational training
in England followed and he
was posted to 2 Squadron in
France in late November. The
squadron was equipped with
Armstrong Whitworth FK8
aircraft. The "ACK-W", as it
was Affectionately known,
was a relatively slow and
cumbersome  two-seater
bomber/reconnaissance bi-
plane.

The following citation de-
tails McLeod's engagement
with eight Fokker Triplanes.
All enemy fighter aircraft
were elements of the feared
“Flying Circus” commanded
by Manfred Von Richtofen.

Second-Lieutenant Alan
Arnett McLeod

“Whilst flying with his ob-
server (Lieutenant AW, Ham-
mond, M.C.) attacking hostile
formations by bombs and ma-
chine-gun fire, he was assailed
at a height of five thousand
feet by eight enemy triplanes
which dived at him from all
directions firing from their
front guns. By skillful maneu-
vering, he enabled his observ-
er to fire bursts at each ma-
chine in turn, shooting three
of them down out of control.
By this time, Lieutenant

McLeod had received five

wounds and whilst continuing
the engagement, a bullet pene-
trated his petrol tank and set
the machine on fire. He then
climbed out onto the left bot-
tom plane, controlling his ma-
chine from the side of the
fuselage and by side-slipping
steeply, kept the plane to one
side thus enabling the observ-
er to continue firing until the
ground was reached. The ob-
server had been wounded six
times when the machine
crashed in ‘No-Man’'s’ land
and Second-Lieutenant
McLeod, notwithstanding his
own wounds, dragged him
away from the burning wreck-
age at great personal risk from
heavy machine-gun fire from
the enemy lines. This very gal-
lant pilot was again wounded
by a bomb whilst engaged in
this act of rescue but he perse-
vered until he had placed
Lieutenant Hammond in com-

parative safety before falling
himself from exhaustion and
loss of blood.”

Date of Act of Bravery -

Allan Arnett McLeod was
Canada’s youngest Victoria
Cross winner of the First
World War and the youngest
VC of the Air. 5till recovering
from his wounds, he received
the award from the King dur-
ing a special investiture at
Buckingham Palace in Sep-
tember 1918. He returned to
Canada later that month to re-
cuperate. Tragically he con-
tracted the influenza that
swept across Canada during
that time, and due to his
weakened condition passed
away on 6 November 1918. It
was just five days before the
Armistice was signed. He is
buried in Winnipeg's Kildo-
nan Cemetery.

FRP SCAN

Selecting an Outplacement Agency

The Forces Reduction Pro-
gram (FRP) is in full swing
and Base Personnel Selection
Officers (BPSOs) are busy
helping CF Members through
extended Second Career As-
sistance Network (SCAN) Pro-
grams. To assist in provision
of a full range of SCAN Ser-
vices, NDHQ has allowed BP-
SOs to authorize applications
for civilian outplacement
agency services. Eligible FRP
personnel can request reim-
bursement of up to $2,000.00
for civilian outplacement ser-
vices.

What is outplacement?

Outplacement is a service
that is normally provided by
an employer to assist an em-
ployee in making a career
transition. This service goes
beyond the preparation of a
resumé and termination bene-
fits counselling. Outplacement
is a well-tried and tested con-
sultancy process which en-
hances military training and
SCAN services with profes-
sional counselling and work-
shops. It recognizes that mili-

tary members and their spous-
es have individual needs and
aspirations which cannot be
met by training alone. The
outplacement process is de-
signed to help you:

- Identify your transferable
skills;

- relate your military experi-
ence and achievements to the
needs of a civilian employer;

- understand the civilian job
market;

- identify and assess the
many career options which are
open to you;

- establish a clearly-defined
career objective;

- prepare a resumé in civil-
ian terms which will serve as
your principle marketing tool;

- draw up and implement a
personal action plan;

- communicate your

strengths and market yourself
successfully.

George Elliott, Executive Di-
rector of the Western Canada
Aviation Museum, presided as
Master of Ceremonies. Jan
Connon, Bob Kellow’s daugh-
ter, read a thank you card and
presented a beautiful gold pen
to George Waters in apprecia-
tion for his coordination of the
publication of “Paths to Free-
dom”. The title of the book
was engraved on the pen.

George Waters expressed his
thanks to Jan and Danny Con-
non and to all those who as-
sisted in producing the book
as well as those museum staff
and volunteers who helped
with the book launching.

Jan and Danny Connon pro-
vided a huge cake, approxi-
mately four feet by two feet,
decorated with the words
“Paths to Freedom"” and a

Six CF naval officers to serve in Cambodia

will be working with the
navies of about six other UN
countries to set up patrols
along the coast and up the
rivers as force observers.”

He and the five lieutenants
from across Maritime Com-
mand were told they were go-
ing to Southeast Asia three
weeks before their early May
departure from Canada to the
Cambodian capital of Phnom
Penh. All of the men had vol-
unteered for UN duty, but as
Lt(N)) Gerry White explained,
none of them imagined the
myriad inoculations they
would have to receive before
leaving Canada.

“We've had about 17 nee-
dles, including those for rabies
and the plague,” smiled Lt(N)
White, Tilley hat in hand,
ready for his six-month tour of
duty.

Some 80 members of the
Canadian Forces left Canada
in mid April for duty in Cam-

bodia, most from 5e Brigade
Mecanisée du Canada, CFB
Valcartier, Que. Twenty more
Canadian Forces personnel
were already in Cambodia
and another 103 are expected
to deploy by the end of May.

UNTAC will be the largest
UN mission since Korea with
a multinational force of up to
16,000 peacekeepers. The
mandate of the mission will
include the supervision, moni-
toring and verification of the
ceasefire, and the withdrawal
of foreign forces. The peace-
keepers will also supervise
next year’s landmark election
for a new government in Cam-
bodia.

Capt. McDonald regu-
larly contributes arti-
cles on a variety of sub
jects to Canadian
Forces base and station
newspapers from ND-
HQ in Ottawa.

CFSAS :

Since the organization of the
Canadian Forces School of
Aerospace Studies (CFSAS) in
1987, our primary orientation
has been highly technical, as
we conduct aerospace sys-
tems, electronic warfare and
space orientation courses.
However, in January of this
year, the Commander Air
Command directed the School
to embark on a new training
adventure; that of conducting
the Air Force Staff Course
(AFSC). This new course is de-
signed to fill a gap in the pro-
fessional development of Air
Force junior officers. The pro-
visional Course Training Stan-
dard has been written and ap-
proved and we are now
tasked to conduct a trial
course in November/Decem-
ber 1992.

The need for this type of
course is not new. Over the
years various organizations
have commented on Air Force
officer development. At the
Canadian Forces Staff College
it was observed that Air Force
officers were generally not fa-
miliar with the overall Air
Force operation, whereas
Army and Navy officers were
fully conversant with their
aims. Air Force officers also
tended to be less experienced
in leadership and personnel
management issues.

Some of these deficiencies
should not come as a surprise.
For example, whereas an
Army officer is trained in
leadership skills and is given
ever-increasing war-related
leadership roles throughout
his initial years of service,

cellent opportunity to evaluate
the British and French aero-
space industries, and to inter-
act with Generals Thibault
and Dequetteville, both of
whom accompanied the group
for one week each as Tour
Commander.

many Air Force Officers - es-
pecially aircrew may not have
any significant personnel
management role until they
achieve the rank of Major. Al-
s0, the various Air Force
groups tend to operate either
as separate entities (such as
Air Transport and Fighter-
Groups), or as arms of the
Army (10 TAG) or Navy
(MAG). Therefore, there is lit-
tle operational need for offi-
cers of one group to have any
significant knowledge of an-
other’s organization and roles.
While this condition may not
be a severe handicap to the of-
ficer in his normal routine, it
can become a problem when
posted to a staff position
where a broader knowledge is
required, or when promoted
to a position where “big pic-
ture” appreciation and leader-
ship skills are essential to mis-
sion accomplishment.

The way in which the AFSC
aims to meet this challenge is
to address personnel leader-
ship, the conduct of all types
of Air Force operations, and
the nature and availability of
support services. For leader-
ship, the officer will learn
more about factors which af-
fect flight and general safety,
ethics, laws of armed conflict
and the fostering of esprit de
corps. On the operations side
he will be introduced to the air
doctrines which govern all
types of air warfare and the
ways in which various types
of Air Forces are organized.
The principles of Command
and Control and security will
also be covered.

ficer will be made aware of
how the various support orga-
nizations are structured, what
kinds of support are available
and how to go about getting it.
They will learn the whole
range of documentation from
establishment change propos-
als (ECP) and Materiel Autho-
rization Change Requests
(MACR) to Statements of Ca-
pability Deficiency and Air
appreciations. The aim of this
is not to teach them to write,
but to understand the process-
es involved in getting an oper-
ational task done by using the
resources and support sys-
tems in the ways they were in-
tended. If all goes well, none
of this training will be dupli-
cated in other training. While
we plan to build on the basis
of the Air Force Indoctrination
Course and some BOTC train-
ing, we will not duplicate the
OPDP, Staff School and Elec-
tronic Warfare courses.

To meet the goal of having
the first trial course this year,
the School has formed an im-
plementation team led by the
Chief Instructor, Major Mel
Melissen. The Training Sup-
port Flight Commander, Cap-
tain Mike Hale, will be pri-
marily concerned with acquir-
ing the necessary accommoda-
tions, supplies and equipment.
The Admin O, Captain Al
Gouthro will be responsible
for the hiring of temporary
staff, organizing a soon-to-be-
formed orderly room, and for
budget formation. In early
April, Mr. Dave Mitchell was
hired for one year to assist in
developing the Course Train-
ing Plan, organizing the
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CFSAS Activities

form of DCDS VAdm George.
He, and several other general
officers, attended a two-day
course at CFSAS before pro-
ceeding on an instructional
visit of Cheyenne Mountain at
Colorado Springs with LCol
Koch. Locally, Capt Steve Fe-
jes took his instructional tech-
niques to the 5t. James-Assini-
boia School Division to teach
25 Grade 8 students the princi-
ples of rocketry and rocket
construction in their first an-
nual Space Camp. Did they
fire any at you, Steve ?

The Electronic Warfare
(EW) staff has also been busy

with courses and visits. Re-
cently the staff attended the
Association of Old Crows in
Ottawa, and Maj Steve
Sakaluk briefed 150 NDHQ
and civilian personnel on the
nature of EW training in the
CF. The Winnipeg flight line
should have some interesting
visitors in the next couple of
weeks since an EC130, EA6B,
F4G Wild Weasel, and an EFIIl
are expected to arrive in sup-
port of the last EW course be-
fore summer.

So June promises to be an-
other exciting month at CF-
SAS, and we hope many of
you will be interested in join-
ing us at the annual sympo-
sium,

course schedule and organiz-
ing the training prior to the ar-
rival of permanent instruction-
al staff this summer.

The permanent instructional
staff for the AFSC will consist
of six Staff College graduate
Majors. In addition, we will
make liberal use of guest lec-
turers from Air Command
and the various group head-
quarters, and possibly also
from some local universities
and industry. Tours, if any,
will likely be limited to a visit
to the Western Canada Avia-
tion Museum for a sense of
aviation history, to AIRCOM
Headquarters for an opera-
tions overview and to one or
two local industries to see
how the Air Force depends on
industry for some of its sup-
port.

Looking to the future, our
schedule is very tight. Al-
though the staff won't arrive
until August, the initial course
this fall will start on 2 Nov
with 20 students. Following its
completion in mid December,

we will have about 3 months
to review the Course Training
Standard, revise the Course
Training Plan and amend the
individual training sessions in
time for the steady-state
courses. These will commence
in April 1993, with six courses
per year, and 30 students per
course. Many of these plans
have a number of problems
associated with them. These
include the lack of space in
our current facility. So, don't
be surprised if you see some
new ATCO-type trailers in the
vicinity of Mawdesley Hall in
the future. Even then, we'll be
trying to accommodate more
staff in the present amount of
office space, so some of our
staff may appear to be a bit
claustrophobic at times.

As a School, we really do
look forward to this new chal-
lenge. It is an opportunity to
begin a whole new dimension
of Air Force officer develop-
ment. We aim to continue to
achieve the CFSAS motto of
“strength through knowl-
edge”.

Training Office has seen many

service personnel come
through its doors seeking an-
swers to questions on educa-
tion and training, but the most
common question dealt with
the reimbursement of tuition
fees for educational upgrad-
ing.

Educational upgrading is a
process whereby a member
improves his/her educational
qualifications. It includes:

a. secondary education;

b. post secondary education
at a university;

c. post secondary education
at a community college pro-
vided that the credits received
in a college program in whole
or in part have the capability

of being accepted as credit(s)
in a university degree or
diploma granting program;
and

d. post secondary education
leading to a professional des-
ignation such as CMA or
CGA.

Who is eligible? All mem-
bers of the Regular force are
eligible for reimbursement un-
der this program except:

a. members attending a full-
time subsidized program of
academic study;

b. members on leave with-
out pay;

c. members whose courses
will extend beyond the com-
pletion date of their terminal
leave; and

d. members subject to forfei-

ture of pay and allowances.

During the month of June
marks will be mailed from
most educational institutions
to all students. If you are eligi-
ble, your course meets the re-
quirements listed above and
you have successfully com-
pleted your course, please
come and see us at B Trg with-
in the next 60 days.

a. one photocopy of your
marks showing successful
completion;

b. one photocopy of your
tuition receipt;
