Closure of
CFB Portage La Prairie

RCAF Station Portage La
Prairie first opened in July
1940 as a wartime training
site of the British Common-
wealth Air Training Plan.
Since that date, it has proud-
ly served the aircrew training
needs of the RCAF and the
Canadian Forces, and has be-
come an integral part of
Canadian aviation history. In
1989, in support of the Gov-
ernment of Canada’s plan to
reduce expenditures, it was
announced that CFB Portage
La Prairie, one of the oldest
and busiest flying training
bases in Canada’s Air Force,
would close its doors by
01 September 1992.

The primary role for RCAF
Station Portage during the
first years of its existence was
that of a wartime training fa-
cility, with
No. 14 Ele-
mentary Fly-
ing Training
School pro-
viding flying
instruction
with the ven-
erable Tiger
Moth aircraft.
In 1941, the
Station also became the home
of No. 7 Air Observer School
(AOS), with a mandate to
train Air Observers to be
Navigators, Bomb-Aimers,
and Photographers. 7 AOS
flew mainly the British de-
signed Avro Anson, and
trained more than 5,000 stu-
dents before the end of
World War II.

After the Second World
War, Portage was deactivat-
ed as a flying base and used
as a recruit school until 1949.
The Base was reactivated in
September 1952, and estab-

lished with No. 2 Advanced
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Musketeer

Flying Training School flying
the Harvard. In 1953, the
Base entered the jet age with
the introduction of the T-33
Silver Star. Some years later,
in 1959, the Flying Instruc-
tors School (FIS) relocated to

the formation display teams
of CFB Portage is a proud
part of its aviation heritage.
In July 1970, No. 4 Flying
Training School from Rivers,
Manitoba, and No. 3 Flying

on the Chipmunk, Expeditor,
T-33 and, in the mid-60s, the
Tutor. The FIS, which served
as a detachment of the
Central Flying School for sev-
eral years, eventually became
a full-fledged unit of CFB
Portage in 1985, providing
instructor training on the Tu-
tor, Jet Ranger and Kiowa he-
licopters, and the Musketeer.
The FIS was restructured in
Apr 1992 as a result of Base
Closure. The Musketeer
Flight
was dis-
banded,
the
Rotary
Wing
Flight
was
incorpo-
rated into
the new
3 CFFTS structure, and the
Tutor portion of the FIS - the
only part remaining - moved
to CFB Moose Jaw on 30 Apr.
RCAF Station Portage
served in 1966/67 as the
home of the Golden Centen-
naires, Canada’s aerobatic
demonstration team and the
forerunner of today’s Snow-
birds. It also provided prima-
ry support for the famous
Red Knight, and later spon-
sored several formation
teams including the Vikings,
the Dragonflies, and the
Musket Golds. The profes-
sional legacy represented by

3 CFFTS has since conducted
flight selection and primary
flying training using the
Musketeer, and helicopter
training (to Wings Standard
since 1979) using the Kiowa
and Jet Ranger. 3 CFFTS will
remain at Portage after clo-
sure, to provide Wings level
training on the Jet Ranger
and the new King Air
(Beech 90). 3 CFFTS will also
conduct quality assurance for
the privatized training and
selection to be done by
Canadair with its new
Slingsby Firefly.

Since its establishment in
1940, CFB Portage has been
an effective and productive
flying training base, and a
key contributor to the Cana-
dian Air Force's worldwide
reputation as a premier air-
crew training organization.
The Base has trained more
than 15,000 aircrew over the
52-year span of its history, in-
cluding the pilots of several
other countries including
Jamaica, Tanzania, Belize, the
Netherlands, Cameroon, and
Turkey. Although it will
cease to exist as a military
base after 31 Aug 92, CFB
Portage will nonetheless con-
tinue to exercise its training
mandate as a civilian aero-
space centre.

One of my projects this
summer is to track the
progress of the planets
Uranus and Neptune in their
paths across the sky. At pre-
sent these two distant mem-
bers of the Sun’s family lie
close together in the sky; in
fact that they will be in the
same field of view when ob-
served through 7x50 binocu-
lars. They are also conve-
niently placed in the constel-
lation of Sagittarius so locat-
ing them will be easy even
for novice observers. A
telescope is needed to
show the planets
as disks rather
than points of
light but
even if you
only have
a set of
binoculars
it is worth-
while find-
ing and
identifying
them. Few peo-
ple have seen ei-
ther and a few min-
utes work in late August
or early September will be
enough to put you in the
club.

The two planets are super-
ficially similar but Voyager 2
which visited Uranus in 1986
then Neptune in 1989 found
that Neptune has a more ac-
tive atmosphere. It radiates
more energy than it receives
from the Sun and this inter-
nal heat source helps to drive
an atmosphere that is charac-
terized by large storms and
high winds. Uranus lacks

this internal mechanism and

presents a bland, almost fea-
tureless appearance. Both
planets appear greenish blue
due to the presence of
methane in their atmos-
pheres.

URANUS

Uranus was discovered by
William Herschel in 1781.
Herschel’s discovery was an
“accident” in that he was ex-
amining stars
when

SAGITTARIUS

he
noted that
one presented a small
disk. He followed it for sev-
eral weeks believing it to be a
comet but calculations soon
showed it to be a planet,
2,900 million kilometres from
the Sun and taking 84 years
to make one revolution
around the Sun.

Its equatorial diameter is
51,100 kilometres making it

the third largest planet in the
solar system. It has a com-
plex but faint ring system
and fifteen moons. Ten of
these are very small and
were discovered by
Voyager 2.

NEPTUNE

The discovery of Neptune
was a direct consequence of
the discovery of Uranus and
a triumph for both gravita-
tional theory and mathemat-
ics. By 1840 it was evident
that Uranus was not precise-
ly following the orbit that

had been calculated for it.

The difference was very
small but enough to make as-
tronomers conclude a more
distant planet was causing
the perturbations. Calcula-
tions were undertaken inde-
pendently by Adams in Eng-
land and Leverrier in France.
Adams sent his predictions

to the Astronomer Royal in
1845. This notable was unen-
thusiastic in following up on
the information and in 1846,
Leverrier who was unaware
of Adams’ work published
his solution. He wrote to
Galle, an astronomer at the
Berlin Observatory suggest-
ing that he search for the sus-
pected planet. Galle found it
the night he received Leverri-
er’s letter, within a degree of
the predicted position.
Adams’ solution was accu-
rate to about two degrees
and today the two mathe-
maticians share the honour
as co-discoverers. Neptune is
almost the same size
as Uranus

@ URANUS

with an
equatorial diameter
of 49,500 kilometres, It is
much dimmer than Uranus
however, because it lies 4,500
million kilometres from the
sun and therefore receives
less sunlight to reflect. It
takes 165 years to make one
revolution around the sun so
it is less than one Neptunian
vear since Galle identified it.
Neptune also possesses a

faint ring system and has
eight known moons, six of
which were discovered by
Voyager 2.

HOW TO LOCATE THEM

The accompanying map
shows part of the constella-
tion of Saggitarius, the
Archer. The portion shown is
sometimes called the Teapot
for obvious reasons. To find
it in early September, look to
the southwest as soon as it
gets dark. Timing is impor-
tant because the constellation
will be low in the sky and the
earlier in the evening you can
see it the higher it will be.
Try to get into an area with a
flat horizon. Find the Teapot
then look above the handle to
see the three stars which I
have named O, P, and X.
Using 7X50 binoculars
centre O in your
field of view.
Now tilt your
head enough
to place X at
two o'clock
in your
field of
view.

Uranus
will be at
five o'clock
not as bright as
O but shining
steadily and with a
greenish tint. Neptune
will be at nine o’clock, dim-
mer than Uranus. There will
be a star close to Neptune
about the same brightness
and also at nine o'clock but
Neptune is closest to O. It too
will be shining steadily and
you will probably be able to
detect a greenish tint. These
positions are for September
1st but the planets’ motion is
slow enough that the clock
directions should hold true
for ten days before and after
that date.

It was a hot day on August
4. The first packet of the 2
PPCLI Advance Party got
underway at 0800, beginning
the picturesque two day dri-
ve to Wainwright Alberta,
highlighted by a stopover at
Dundurn Resorts. One of the
more exciting jobs on a road
move is to be a member of
the trail party. MWO Brian
Rogers, the Battalion Equip-
ment Technical Quarter-
Master Sargeant Major ( ET
as he is affectionately
known) led the trail party.
His function is to effect re-
pair or recovery of the bro-
ken down vehicles enroute.
As some of the vehicles we
own were first on the road in
the 1950”s, you can well
imagine that this was a busy
trek over the 1100 km trip.

In a blink , the trip was
over, leaving us all with only
fond memories. We were
parked at the Battalion”s
summer home in Wain-
wright about mid -afternoon
on August 5.

The
Coy was led by a large group
of rabid infanteer truckers
who felt compelled to set an
unapproachable record to de-
moralize the remainder of
the battalion. Maintenance
Platoon took up trail party
again and picked up the
truckers that brokedown due
to the Ben Johnson pace up
front.

The Past

On the night of Nov 3 & 4, 1943 young Bill Reid, a pi-
lot with No. 61 RAF Bomber Squadron, lifted his fully
loaded Lancaster off the runway and headed for
Dusseldorf in far off Germany. A mere thirty miles past
the enemy coast, the Lanc was attacked by a ME 110
Nightfighter and minutes later by a FW 190.

The bomber was severely damaged. The navigator
was killed, the wireless operator fatally wounded while
the flight engineer sustained a badly broken arm. The
pilot himself suffered severe head, arm and shoulder
wounds when the aircraft's windscreen was completely
shattered. Despite all this damage, the crew pressed on,
bombed the target and returned to crash land in
England.

For his heroic efforts Bill Reid was awarded the
Victoria Cross. After recovering from his wounds, Bill
and two of his original crew members returned to flying
operations with No. 617 (Dambuster Squadron).

The Present

On June 21, 1992, young Eldred Penner, an Officer
Cadet trainee at the Canadian Forces Air Navigation
Training School at CFB Winnipeg was detailed to assist
with the Sixth Commonwealth Wartime Aircrew Re-
union’s church parade. Little did he know then that he
would be marching with Bill Reid V.C.

Officer Cadet Penner is the son of Anne and Wilmer
Penner of Augier Street, Winnipeg.

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Closure of CFB Portage La Prairie continued
from front page

The Portage site, soon to
be known as Southport
Aerospace Centre, will re-
main the home of 3 CFFTS.
The school, as a satellite unit
of CFB Winnipeg, will con-
tinue to train CF pilots un-
der the new contracted Fly-
ing Training and Support
Programme. In cooperation
with Canadair and Southport
Aerospace Centre, 3 CFFTS
will therefore perpetuate the
training legacy that has been
left to it by CFB Portage, and
carry on the spirit of flying
training.

CFB Portage is in the final
stages of the closure process,
which actively started on 1
Jan 92 with the initial redis-
tribution of the public assets
of the base. It was accelerat-
ed in Apr/May 92 by the dis-
bandment of the Primary
Flying School, the move of
the FIS to CFB Moose Jaw,
the closure of the Control
Tower, and the subsequent
establishment of an interim
tower facility. The closure
was punctuated by Manitoba
Airshow 1992 (20-21 Jun),
which was dedicated on its
first day to the 6th Common-
wealth Aircrew Reunion,
and, on its second day, to the
members of CFB Portage
past and present. It was fur-
ther marked by the handover
of the airfield infrastructure
to Southport Aerospace on
30 Jun 92, and the transfer of
responsibility for airfield op-
erations and 3 CFFTS sup-
port to Canadair on the same
date. The final chapter in the
closure will unfold on 31

frastructure is formally
transferred to Southport
Aerospace Centre Inc.
through Public Works Cana-
da. The transfer of responsi-
bility for 3 CFFTS will occur
at 1000 hrs, 31 Aug 92, by a
signing ceremony in the 3
CFFTS All-ranks Mess. Base
Closure will be recognized
by a certificate-signing and
flag-lowering ceremony at
1100 hrs at Base Headquar-
ters.

CFB Portage will close
with the style, grace, and
dignity which have always
been the hallmark of its exis-
tence. Base Closure has been
effected through the strong
support of AIRCOM HQ and
NDHQ, and the unselfish
and dedicated efforts of
every member of CFB
Portage. All are proud to
have been involved in this fi-
nal part of the life of this
very proud Base, and to have
been instrumental contribu-
tors to the establishment of
the contracted Flying Train-
ing and Support Programme:.
We wish it the best of success
in the years to come.
