We share Sector West with
the Argentinean, Nepalese
and Jordanian Contingents,
and we share Camp Polom
with a Finnish Construction
Platoon and a Dutch Signal
Section, so there is no
shortage of international
involvement here.

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A CHRISTMAS
FIRE SAFETY MESSAGE

In the festive season you are reminded that the main causes of fire in the home remain
children playing with matches and overheating of cooking oils. You are encouraged to use
only CSA or ULC approved thermostatically controlled deep fat fryers. It is also very
important to teach your children the dangers of playing with matches and lighters. They
should be told to never play with these items. :

Holiday Fires

The year-end holiday
season—Thanksgiving,
Christmas, Hanukkah,
Kwanza, New Year’s—is a
prime time for residential
fires. Decorative lights,
candles, parties where people
drink and smoke, and
especially the onset of the
heating season all increase
the likelihood of fire.

Watch Children

Keep matches and lighters
out of children’s reach— up
high and preferably in a
locked cabinet. Teach young
children to stay away from
candles, fireplaces, and space
heaters. Older children
should be taught how to light
candles or fireplace fires
safely, and they should do so
only under direct super-
vision.

Choose Toys
Wisely

When buying presents for
children, avoid those that

could be highly flammable.
Make sure all electric toys
bear a firesafe label from an
independent testing laborato-
ry. Keep electric toys away
from Christmas trees and pa-
per decorations.

Give Space
Heaters Space

Keep space heaters at least
3 feet (approximately 1 me-
ter) away from furniture,
bedding, clothing, walls and
other things that can burn.
Always use the proper fuel
for liquid-fuel space heaters,
vent them, and refill them
only in ventilated areas when
they are cool. Make sure the
type of heater you are using
is legal in your area and has a
label from a safety
laboratory.

Party Safety

Use only flame-retardant
or noncombustible materials
for costumes and decora-
tions. Provide smokers with
large, deep, non-tip ashtrays
and, keep an eye on anyone

who is drinking and smok-
ing. Empty ashtrays often—
and wet their contents before
dumping them. Check cush-
ions and furniture for smol-
dering butts.

Holiday Lights

Be sure all decorative
lights, indoor and outdoor,
bear the label of an indepen-
dent testing laboratory.
Replace any light sets that
have cracked or frayed cords
or have loose connections.
Do not overload outlets or
run extension cords under
carpets, across doorways on
or under heaters, or pinched
behind furniture. Unplug all
decorative lights before leav-
ing home or going to bed.
Never use electric lights on a
metal Christmas tree.

Fireplaces
Have .your chimney

inspected by a professional at
least once a year and cleaned

if necessary. Always tse a

fire screen, and burn only
materials appropriate for a

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fireplace. Never burn trash or
paper in a fireplace; burning
paper can float up a chimney
and onto your roof or into
your yard. Remove ashes in a
metal container, and never
store them in your home.

Candles

.Always put candles in
non-tip candleholders before
you light them, and do not

burn candles near com-
bustible decorations or
displays. Keep candles well
away from curtains and other
combustible articles, and
never put candles in win-
dows or near exits. Never
leave candles burning unat-
tended or within the reach of
small children. Extinguish
candles —wetting the wicks—
before you leave a room or
go to bed.

Christmas lights and electrically-lit decorations are tested and certified by CSA for safety. However, people often forget
the most basic rules when handling electrical equipment.

Fire safety precautions should head the list or every sensible family’s precautions for Christmas. There is no place
like home for the holidays-there is also no place like home for Christmas fire hazards.

It would take an entire book to write a safety manual for Christmas time. Below are a few safety tips.
