When the stories were told, they all started the
same way “I remember when...” and “When | was a Rigger...”. They all seemed to be
the same, the only one difference was the age of the storyteller! The equipment may
have changed a lot over the years, but the spirit or esprit de corps of para riggers has
remained strong for 50 years.

With the constant upgrade of SAR equipment, old kit must be exchanged with the
new. The new SARPELS (an air droppable rucksack) had to be inspected and per-
sonnel had to be trained. The rigging and donning of the new SARPELS is quite dif-
ferent from the old. New training and rigging procedures have to be taught. Five open
area jumps and one confined area jump have to be made before it can be used oper-
ationally.

Training for the riggers has also stepped up a notch. The Canadian Coast Guard
RHIOT (Rigid Hull Inflatable Boét) course was just successfully completed. The one-
week long, rough water beat-handling course was held in Banfield, British Columbia.
Collision regulations, navigation and chart work, water rescue, basic boat maintenance
were just a few topics covered. Two army guys among Coast Guard super sailors just
didn’t quite fit in. They took us under their wings and taught us the ways of the sea.
When asked, on day one, what | expected to get out of this course... | answered “All |
want to do is scare the hell out of somebody”. As it turned out, the only person | scared
was myself, and did a very good job of it too. Driving a RHIB at 40 knots through 10 to
20 foot swells with no seat belts, one hand on the steering wheel and the other one on
the throttles (never take your hand off the throttles!) was like nothing | have ever expe-
rienced before in my life. Yet, my instructor wanted me to go faster! | think I'll stick to
jumping out of airplanes... it's safer! With a 20-foot RHIB coming to the section this
fall, all these boating skills will be well used and needed.

We have had a very busy summer and fall. With excercise SAR HAWK, 13 jumpers
(jumping 4 to 5 times a day for 5 days) makes for a lot of parachute packing. Early
mornings and long days made early nights for the riggers. Many thanks to the Search
& Rescue technicians, who helped out with canopy layouts and picking up the slack
when we fell behind.

As we come into the last quarter of the year, training for the SAR techs steps up to full
speed. Winter dives, ice climbing, winter field exercises, medical training and the
never ending continuous para will insure always a busy workplace for riggers in the
SAR world.

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CFANS EX CHARGING GATOR - PERSONAL GLIMPSES

00. After saying good bye to our fami-

lies, we departed for our canoe trip
down the Manigotagan River dubiously
dubbed “Ex Charging Gator”.  This
moniker may have machismo connota-
tions, however this year two females
graced this hitherto all male endeavour.

I t was a bright sunny morning on 17 Jun

(For those not in the know, the “Gator™

part of the name actually denotes “naviga-
tor” — as this was a navigation school ini-
tiative undertaken by mostly navigators).

Please refer to the arti-
cle published in the Voxair last
summer written by Capt
McGahey. It is quite entertain-
ing. Apparently, knowing who
was organizing this year’s out-
ing was incentive enough to
encourage participation. 4
Our leader, a fully qualified naviga-
tor, came close to depositing us at the
egress point instead of the entry point. It
was a good thing he was in possession of
a map. We soon got sorted out and back
onto the right road, which of course got
worse as we drew farther away from civi-
lization, due to the recent rains. The
roads were flooded and it fell to our leader
to get out and walk in front through the
floods to test the integrity of the road sur-
faces. In truth, he volunteered for this
dangerous duty as a ruse to get out and
enjoy a cigarette as everyone knows that
no smoking is allowed in DND vehicles!
We finaliy reached our entry point of the
river near a bridge. As Capt Lee and |
were being tutored in the fine art of secur-
ing our gear in the canoe and attaching
painter lines, etc, it was noted with some
awe by the men that we women were very
light gear-wise. They were quite

impressed at our obviously superior pack-
ing skills but they were secretly wondering
what we had forgotten, like food.

We had
sleeping gear and appropriate clothing
that kept us warm and dry and a tent that
actually didn’t leak. In fact, every time
someone needed something, the women
had it. You know, important articles such
as nail clippers, clothes pins, paper towel,
etc. But we lived by the motto that states
if you can't carry it or handle it yourself,
don’t bring it. This is a handy thing to
remember especially when many
portages are a factor.

Now that our team considered ourselves
quite clever, we finally put the canoes into
the water and this is where the fun starts.
The first portage was only about a 90 sec-
ond paddle away but | soon discovered
that conceding the pilot position to Capt
Lee was a good move on my part. She
turned out to be an excellent steerer, par-
ticularly when we needed to exhibit
manoeuvering prowess later on in the trip.
This is a useful skill if one wishes to
remain upright in one’s canoe when navi-
gat-

ing fast
water or rapids, or avoiding being
sucked over a waterfall.

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Exercise Blue Light

ost Sundays, soldiers can enjoy their time off
M with a “Sunday Routine” after a week of hard

work. As a new Battle Group, Roto 7 makes
exceptions when systems have to be tested... which
includes major medical evacuations... thus on 8
October, a wet, cold, overcast Sunday soldiers woke
up to the call out of the Quick Reaction Force (QRF),
medics, military police, engineers and patrol units.

It was reported that a major accident occurred on the
outskirts of the Bos Petrovac Opstina. The Canadian
soldiers were about to find 15 of their own critically
injured.

“Traffic accident at the old Bos Petrovac platoon-
house”. An SFOR truck transporting unexploded
objects (UXO) has been involved in an accident with
another Canadian SFOR vehicle- a bus. No one knows how many injured. Exercise
Blue Light has begun.

The scenario is bad and, in reality highly unlikely given the security regulations
applied when SFOR moves UXO - but the Division wanted the Canadian training
put fully to the test.

First on the scene were Canadian MP’s MCpl Lamont French and Cpl Darren Fox
from Camp Maple Leaf in Zgon. After dealing with “local press” who had already
arrived, MCpl French started the difficult task of securing the scene of the accident.
“Stay inside the bus! Do not step on the ground!”

With mines and grenades scattered all around, he feared the consequence if
someone should make a bad move in a desperate attempt to save themselves.

From the truck, screams of pain came as a reply. “I can't see, | can’t breath”.
Although tempted, MCpl French was not risking further casualties crossing the
minefield.

In the meantime, Fox radioed in vital information to the Canadian Quick Reaction
Force (QRF), as they rolled in with their Bison armoured personnel carriers.

Then engineers were quickly dispatched, starting the dangerous work clearing a
path to the injured. After realizing the mine detector was reacting to debris; there
was no other alternative than to crawling in the mud. In the engineer’s world they
call it “playing Liberace”. Cpl Robby Farhat and Sapper Ben Lees started the clear-
ing with their
fingers, guided
by the watchful
eyes of Sgt
Renald
Morneau.
| As the vehicles
were reached,
the injured per-
sonnel were
helped or car-
ried out, one by
one, by the sol-
diers of the
QRF.

The medics had
their skills put to
i test, treating
casualties with
injuries as dis-

tinct as a broken
nose, facial burns
and blocked wind-
pipes. Assessing
was critical. There
were dead casual
ties as well.

“The Blue Light
exercise is a stan
dard mass casualty
evacuation exer-
cise mandatory for |
all new contin- £
gents”, says f
Operations Officer
Capt Barry Bartlett. '
“The recovery team, medical team, engineers, and riflemen, all benefit from this
exercise. As for the Battle Group communlcatlons they also get good training” he
said.

“We must be prepared to deal with casualties of a massive nature, and give the
medical care needed. Therefore we must rehearse.”

In all there were over 100 soldiers deployed to the scene from as far away as
Drvar, Zgon and Coralici.

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A Poppy for our thoughts

Although not everybody knows the meaning
of the poppy or how the poppy became so
closely associated with remembrance of the war
dead, each November over fourteen million
poppies bloom in Canada. The association was
not new when the poppy was adopted in Canada
in 1921. In fact, at least a 110 years before that
time, a correspondent wrote of how thickly
poppies grew over the graves of the dead. He
was speaking of the Napoleonic War and its
campaigns in Flanders.

But a Canadian medical officer was chiefly
responsible for this association, more so than
any other single known factor. John McCrae
was a tall, boyish 43 year-old member of the
Canadian Medical Corps from Guelph, Ontario.
An artillery veteran of the Boer War, he had the
eye of a gunner, the hand of a surgeon and the
soul of a poet when he went into the line at
Ypres on 22 April 1915.

The Ist attack failed, so did the next and the
next. For 17 days and nights the allies repulsed
wave after wave of attackers. During this peri-
od, McCrae wrote “One can see the dead lying
there on the front field and in places where the
enemy threw in an attack, they lie very thick on
the slopes of the German trenches.” Working
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from a dressing station on the bank of the Yser
Canal, LCol McCrae dressed hundreds of
wounded, never taking off his clothes for the
entire 17 days. Sometimes the dead or wound-
ed actually rolled down the bank from above
into his dugout. While awaiting the arrival of
batches of wounded, he would watch the men at
work in the burial plots, which were quickly
filling up. :

Then McCrae and his unit were relieved.
“We are weary in body and wearier in mind.
The general impression in my mind is one of a
nightmare”, he wrote home. But McCrae came
out of Ypres with 13 lines scrawled on a scrap
of paper. The lines were the poem, which start- 1

ed: “In Flanders field the poppies blow...”

These are the lines now enshrined in the F
hearts of all soldiers who heard in them their
innermost thoughts. McCrae was their voice.
The poem circulated as does a folk song, by
word of mouth. Men learned it with their
hearts. In the United States, the poem inspired
the American Legion to adopt the poppy as the
symbol of Remembrance. In Canada the poppy

was officially adopted by the Great War
Veterans Association in 1921 on the suggestion
of a Mrs. E. Guerin of France. But there is lit-
tle doubt that the impact of McCrae’s poem
influenced this decision.
