new spirit is emerging in Task

Force Bosnia-Herzegovina. By
Rotation 12, it is routine for soldiers to
rotate into Bosnia - the cycle of depar-
ture from loved ones, arrival in Velika
Kladusa on an invariably hot day, the
scramble for baggage, and the long bus
ride into the Canadian Area of
Operations is reassuringly familiar. Of
the more than 40,000 soldiers who have
rotated through the Balkans, many may
expect that the mission here is the same
as it was a few years ago, though per-
haps a little less exciting, a little less ex-
hilarating.

But there is a different spirit to this
deployment, a new outlook, a new en-
ergy.

It could be that every new Task
Force in theatre feels this way, as it
looks about itself and chooses how it
will leave its legacy in the crumbled
hills of Northwest Bosnia.

It could be that the tireless spirit of
adventure of the 320 Reserve Force sol-
diers has permeated throughout the
Task Force — the same spirit that caused
them to make the choice to leave their
civilian lives to focus all their efforts on
this mission.

It could be that there are so many
soldiers throughout the Task Force who
have been here before, that they exude
remarkable confidence and comfort
while going about their tasks.

But perhaps there is something
more enduring, more permanent about
this transformation, which comes from
a sense of accomplishment, a sense that
this mission is nearing its end. This atti-
tude does not mean a lessoning of ac-
tivity, of focus, or of energy — if any-
thing, it means more drive, more com-
mitment and a clearer vision as to what
is left to be done before our task is com-
plete. It is for Rotation 12 and for those
rotations that follow to ensure, that re-
gardless of the form of future support to
Bosnia-Herzegovina, that we have suc-
cessfully created the conditions for a
self-sustaining peace. It is to us to see
that the work of the Canadian Forces
and civilian employees over the last
decade, and Canadian lives lost have
not been in vain. It is the sense that we
are playing our part in drawing
Operation Palladium to its rightful
close, which makes this mission feel
different.

We are here. We have work to do.
And when it is done we will go home,
knowing that what we have done will
make a difference to the people of
Bosnia, and to ourselves.

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New accidental dismemberment
insurance coverage for CF members

efence Minister John

McCallum recently an-
nounced new accidental dis-
memberment coverage for
CF members within the
Service Income Security
Insurance Plan (SISIP). The
coverage came into effect
February 13, 2003.

The new coverage pro-
vides for sliding-scale unre-
duced lump-sum payments
for up to $250,000 in case of
accidental dismemberment,

attributable to military ser-
vice, for all Regular and
Primary Reserve CF mem-
bers below the rank of
colonel. General officers/
colonels are currently cov-
ered for the same amount
under the General Officers’
Insurance Plan (GOIP),and
Reserve Force GOIP.

“I’m very pleased to be
able to say that, from now
on, Canadian Forces mem-
bers who put their lives and

health at risk on our behalf
will be covered in the event
of a debilitating injury,” said
Mr. McCallum. “This is by
no means the end of our
work. The Directorate of
Quality of Life is engaged in
reviewing a number of pro-
grams and services that we
provide to our members.”

Originally it was “The
Hundred Guinea Cup.” In
1851, when it was first pre-
sented as a prize, a yacht
from the USA, the America,
won it in a race against a
British opponent in a course
around the Isle of Wight off
England’s south coast. Now
the “America’s Cup,” it was
kept in its new home, the
New York Yacht Club, for
132 years, as yachts from the
USA defeated all comers.

Previously, members below
the rank of colonel who lost

a limb were covered for dis-
memberment through the
accidental dismemberment
provisions of the SISIP
Long Term Disability (LTD)
coverage. The LTD cover-
age provided for a “top-up”
to 75 percent of the mem-
ber’s monthly income at re-
lease after other pensions
and benefits were adminis-
tered. Coverage could last
up to three years.

SISIP has a network of 18
offices at bases/wings locat-

ed across Canada, including:

St. John’s, Halifax,
Greenwood, Gagetown,
Bagotville, Valcartier,
Montreal (Saint-Jean),
Ottawa, Petawawa,

Kingston, Trenton, Borden,
Winnipeg, Shilo, Cold Lake,
Edmonton, Esquimalt and
Comox.

Keeping Your Vehicle Safe from Auto Theft

Well, it is that time of year again.
The weather is warming up and
people will be out enjoying them-
selves, especially after being
cooped up in their homes all win-
ter. One of the down sides to the
better weather is an increase in
crime. This article will discuss
protecting yours vehicles from au-
to theft. A survey of stolen vehi-
cles reported to the Military Police
since September 2002, indicated
that four such incidents occurred.
Another three were abandoned
within the confines of 17 Wing,
Winnipeg. The primary area of
these incidents have been found
within the South side PMQ’s area,
namely Doncaster Street and
Grenadier Drive. The following
information will assist all mem-
bers of the military to deter would
be thieves from stealing their ve-
hicles.

What thieves look for in a car
Unlit areas away from the public
view.

Vehicles left running.

Unlocked vehicles.

Vehicles left outside, especially if
a garage is available.

Vehicles without any type of anti-
theft device.

Valuables found in plain view.
How to keep the thief at bay
Install a motion sensitive light in
close proximity to your vehicle’s
location (persons living in the

PMQs can request this light
through the CFHA self help pro-
gram).

Avoid leaving your vehicle unat-
tended and running for extended
periods, especially in the evening.
Place all valuables in the trunk so
they are out of view.

Purchase an anti-theft device.
(LE.: Steering Wheel Lock (the
“Club”), alarm system, and engine
disabler/kill switch)

If purchased, ensure you actually
use your anti-theft device. Most
cases of stolen vehicle, where the
owner has stated they purchased
the anti-theft device, police have
found the device not in use.

Take part of the CAT (Combat
Auto Theft) program. It is a pro-
gram sponsored by Manitoba
Public Insurance (MPI) and the
Winnipeg Police Services (WPS).
This program is free to all, allow-
ing vehicles owners to enroll by
signing a registration form. This is
used if the vehicle is rarely oper-
ated between 0100 hrs and 0500
hrs. If a vehicle is found with this
sticker on it between these hours,
you are allowing the police to stop
the vehicle to verify the driver’s li-
cense and registration of the occu-
pant. You can attend the Military
Police Detachment (North side),
your MPI representative or WPS
and receive the registration form
and CAT sticker.

on’t worry, the CF5 will
be back soon.

May 1, the 17 Wing
Aircraft Recovery and
Salvage Team, under the
command of MWO G. Lyon,
removed the CF-5 Freedom
Fighter displayed on Ness
Avenue for much needed re-
painting. The aircraft, which
is painted in the colours of
434 “Bluenose” Sqn, has
been displayed on Ness for
the past ten years. As a result
of harsh Manitoba wind,
rain, snow, and sun, it was
due for a new paint job.

“Over the past ten years,
it’s been pretty weather
beaten,” Wing Heritage
Officer Capt Mike Rozak
explained. “We have a pro-
gram to refurbish all of the
aircraft in Heritage Park,
and this is the one that was
in the worst shape so it is be-
ing done first.”

The Freedom Fighter,
one of 14 aircraft displayed
in Heritage Park, will be re-

painted by Aero-Coat
Industries in St. Andrews,
-Manitoba. Although the
paint job will remain the
same, some electrical im-
provements will be made to
the display. “We had the air-
craft designed so it could be
lit at night, but some vandals
damaged the wiring,” Capt
Rozak said. “We’re going to

fix that up and try to vandal-

proof the display.”

The CF-5 was originally
built in the 1960’s and pur-
chased by Canada for use as
a ground attack and photo re-
conaissance fighter. “It was
also used as the lead-in train-
er for CF18 pilots,” Capt
Rozak explained.

After receiving the new

- paint job and minor repairs,
Rozak estimates that the air-
craft should be back on Ness
by mid July. “I’d like to reas-
sure people that the aircraft
will be back in pristine con-
dition—with lights.”

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First modernized CF-18 stops in

Wll’lnlpeg By Lt Jennifer Faubert

he first “Phase I” mod-

ernized CF-18 Hornet
aircraft stopped in Winnipeg
last Thursday enroute to its
home base at 4 Wing Cold
Lake, Alta. Maj Jason
Regenwetter, Commanding
Officer of the Fighter
Standards and Evaluation
Team, flew the aircraft from
Ottawa on Wednesday
where an unveiling ceremo-
ny took - place. The
Honourable viii-John
McCalluim, Minister of
National Defence, and
Major-General Richard
Bastien, Assistant Chief of
the Air Staff, accepted the
aircraft -~ from  Boeing
International.

Boeing won the $880-
million contract in 2001. It
includes procurement and
installation of a sophisticat-
ed technical upgrade pack-
age that will help extend the
life of the CF-18 until at

least 2017. Bombardier is
doing the installation under
sub-contract.

Upgrades include: a new
infra-red sensor, night vi-
sion imaging system, ad-
vanced air-to-air and air-to-
ground wea-pons, a new
radar; “Have -Quick” jam-
resistant radios; a combined
interrogator transponder;
stor-es management sys-
tems; mission computers,
and embedded global posi-
tioning and inertial naviga-
tion systems.

Maj Regenwetter was
extensively involved in the
testing and evaulation
process and said that a total
of 80 CF-18 Hornet aircraft
are undergoing a thorough,
mid-life upgrade to ensure
that the Canadian Forces
have a modern and interop-
erable fighter fleet for the
next 20 years. Various mod-
ernization projects are com-

bined in two distinct phases
of the overall aircraft mod-

ernization program. Phase
II is scheduled to start in
2006.

Canada is not the only
air force conducting a
wholesale upgrade to the
Hornet. The Royal
Australian Air Force, the
United States Marine Corps
and the United States Navy
are also extending the life of
their CF-18s.

CF-18 Modernization is
a fiscally responsible and fi-
nancially feasible method of
continuing to provide
Canada with a safe, reliable
and effective fighter aircraft
fleet. It will provide the
Canadian Forces with up-to-
date equipment, increase Air
Force interoperability with
our allies and enhance CF

. flexibility to meet future na-

tional and global missions.
