Dundurn Carries 17 Wing’s Flag in Saskatchewan:

Long History and Dedicated Personnel do Winnipeg Proud

17 Wing is a multitasking
masterpiece. With four
schools, three squadrons, one
Army combat unit, Canadian
NORAD HQ, ICAD, and
numerous units to keep
everything up and running,
the Winnipeg area alone is a
well-coordinated hub of mil-
itary activity.

But although 17 Wing
calls Winnipeg home, home
for many Wing personnel is
anywhere but Winnipeg.
From Thunder Bay to
Saskatoon, the border to the
Arctic, units and detach-
ments from all three elements
work to support the Wing in
its duties and operations.

Over the past few
months, Wing Commander
Col Steff Kummel and Wing
CWO Claude Parent have
visited such satellite units in
the Northwest Territories and
Saskatche-wan. = Learning
about operations and meeting
COs was one objective of the
visits; assuring remote per-
sonnel they are valued and
important was another.

In early September, Col
Kummel, CWO Parent, and
various other 17 Wing
Winnipeg representatives ac-
complished those objectives
at Detachment Dundurn, 40
km south of Saskatoon. For
many, the tour and back-
ground information provided
by Dundurn CO Maj John
Kiteley was the first intro-
duction to a well-established
70-year-old military installa-
tion.

17 Wing’s relationship
with Det Dundurn is_a rela-
tively recent one. In 1998, the
Detachment switched hands
from 15 Wing Moose Jaw to
17 Wing Winnipeg when
Moose Jaw downsized its
satellite operations.
Currently, Dundurn con-
tributes to 17 Wing opera-
tions and supports CF
Ammunition Depot (CFAD).

Located on a dry, pock-
marked 60,000-acre site in
central Saskatchewan,
Dundurn is no more than a
day’s travel from all major
prairie cities. According -to
Maj Kiteley, the
Detachment’s central loca-
tion and challenging terrain
make ideal training ground
for both military and para-
military organizations.

“We have the ideal terrain
for a variety of land-oriented
training,” he explains. “As
the future of the army be-

comes more oriented towards
large formations, . . . there’s
not going to be any place for
a company or platoon size
formations. They’re going to
come here.”

In addition to providing
training opportunities for the
Army, Dundumn is increas-
ingly receiving training con-
tracts for the RCMP,
Corrections Canada, Conser-
vation, Municipal Police,
search and rescue organiza-
tions, and emergency re-
sponse teams.

“They like us because
we’re isolated, and they can
practice and rehearse and try
out their new equipment out
of the public eye,” Maj
Kiteley continues. “More or-
ganizations are looking to
train here . . . Our training
schedule has doubled or
tripled from last summer.”

When  training  in
Dundurn, government and
non-government organiza-
tions have the option of stay-
ing in newly renovated bar-
racks or commuting in from
Saskatoon. The upgraded
1930’s-era barracks are more
energy efficient and spacious
than the original buildings,
many of which remain empty
and unusable.

According to  Maj
Kiteley, it is these dozens of
aging buildings that strain the
Detachment’s infrastructure.
“The buildings are old and
porous. The best thing to do
is to knock them down when
we can,” he says. “We spend
a lot of money on infrastruc-
ture that shouldn’t even ex-
ist.”

Like - 'much .of- Det
Dundurn, these old buildings
are remnants of an
Unemployment Relief Camp
set up in 1933 to combat
Depression-era unemploy-
ment. During WWII, the
buildings were used to house
hundreds of troops training

on Dundurn’s ranges; at this
time, the RCAF bombing
range and full ammunition
compound joined the camp’s
list of assets.

Today, the Detachment
employs over 200 personnel
throughout Saskatchewan,
250 if you include CFAD.
With only 20 or so living
quarters on base, most mili-
tary personnel live in the
neighbouring rural munici-
palities or Saskatoon.

As the population of the
surrounding area grows, so
do the Detachment’s con-
cerns about range safety and
urbanization. New develop-
ments are cropping up
around Dundurn, and al-
though barbed wire may keep
trespassers away, noise com-
plaints are finding their way
to Det HQ.

“There has been a dra-
matic increase in residential
areas directly adjacent to the
Detachment and CFAD,”
Maj Kiteley explains. When
one area resident built a
house just a few kilometres
off military property, “that
single dwelling caused
CFAD to move a great deal
of munitions farther down in-
to their storage area.”

As the CFs only large-
scale ammunition disposal

site, CFAD must occasional-
ly destroy heavy ordinance.
When residential and com-
mercial developments move
closer to the Detachment,
noise complaints tend to fol-
low. To minimize the distur-
bance, CFAD personnel
monitor weather conditions,
study shockwave behaviour,
and divide large ordinance
into smaller demolitions.

With attempts like these,
Detachment Dundurn hopes
to foster a good relationship
with its neighbours—the RM
of Dundurn, the RM of
Corman Park, and the
Whitecap Dakota  First
Nation.

The positive impact on
the surrounding community
can be measured both eco-
nomically and culturally. By

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Battle of Britain Sunday

unday the 15th  of

September 1940, was un-
doubtedly the decisive turn-
ing point in the Battle of
Britain, as 56 Luftwaffe air-
craft were shot down over
the south of England. This
one day tally convinced Herr
Adolph Hitler, Der Fuhrer of
Germany, that the mighty
Luftwaffe could not gain aer-
ial superiority over the
English Channel.

Swift control of the wa-
ters that separated England
from France was vital for the
Austrian “Little Corporal’s”
proposed  invasion  of
England known as

“Unternechmen  Seelowe’
(Operation Sea Lion) that
year. Unfortunately for him,
the British thumbed their
noses and threw a monkey
wrench into the cogs of the
German war machine.
Today we celebrate
Battle of Britain Sunday
with a parade heralding the
courage of those who flew
off to face seemingly insur-

Canadians played a sig-
nificant role in the demise of
the Luftwaffe, as members
of the Royal Air Force, espe-
cially No. 242 “Canadian”
Squadron, R.A.F. and No. 1
(Fighter) Squadron, Royal
Canadian Air Force.

~Johnny Canuck Joins
the Royal Air Force
No. 242 Squadron, the
R.AF.’s “All Canadian”
unit, originally a coastal re-
connaissance unit in the First
World War, was re-formed
on the 30th of October 1939,

mountable odds while duel-
ing with the Luftwaffe, and
to honour the memories of
those who met their fate in
the skies over England, and
never returned.

at RAAF. Station Church
Fenton, Yorkshire. It com-
prised Canadian aircrew
serving in the R.A.F. prior to
the Second World War.
Initial training com-

menced in November with a
compliment of three Miles
Magisters (from No.’s 53
and 66 Squadrons), a single
North American Harvard
Mk.1 (on loan from No.609
Squadron) and a Fairey
Battle Mk.1. (from No.235
Squadron). These numbers
were further complimented
with the arrival of seven twin
engine Bristol Blenheim
Mk.1F’s and three more sin-
gle engine Fairey Battle
Mk.1’s in December 1939.
No.242 “Canadian” (F)
Squadron received the
Hawker Hurricane Mk.1 in
March 1940. On the 23rd of
March 1940, under com-
mand of Squadron Leader
Fowler Morgan Gobeil of
Ottawa, No0.242 “Canadian”
(F) Squadron was declared
operational for daytime op-
erations. It was cleared to fly
night ops the following
month on the 11th of May.
The unit’s first operational
sortic was flown on the 25th
of March 1940, when “A”

Flight comprising seven
Hurricanes flew a convoy
patrol.

First Blood

The first Canadian from
No.242 “Canadian” (F)
Squadron to die in action
was Flight Lieutenant John
Lewis Sullivan of Smiths
Falls, Ontario. On the 14th
of May, 1940, he was shot
down in Hurricane Mk. I s/n

Flight Lieutenant H. P. “Cowboy” Blatchford pho-
tographed as he climbs out of his Hawker Hurricane.

P2621 by a Luftwaffe Hs-
123 near Gorroy-le-Chateau,
while providing air cover for
the evacuation of the beach-
es at Dunkirk France. Ten pi-
lots of ‘A’ Flight were sent to
France on the 16th of May
1940 where they flew with
No.’s 607 ‘County of
Durham’ and 615 ‘County of
Surrey’ fighter squadrons.
By the time the Canadians
returned from France, albeit
a brief respite from combat,
they had accounted for 6 en-
emy aircraft destroyed. As
well as the death of F/L
Sullivan, one squadron
member became a Prisoner
Of War (Flying Officer
Lorne Edward Chambers of
Vernon, B.C.) while two oth-
ers were wounded (Pilot
Officer’s Marvin Kitchener
Brown of Kincardine,
Ontario and Russell Henry

‘Wiens of Jansen,
Saskatchewan).

An R.C.AF. First

No.242 “Canadian” (F)
Squadron reported to RAF
Station Biggin Hill, Kent on
the 21st of May 1940. The
following day, eight of the
unit’s Hurricanes shot down
a trio of Henschel Hs 126B-
1 army co-operation aircraft
near Arras, France. This was
a great morale booster, for
the squadron up to that point
had lost several members in
combat without avenging
their losses. The honour of
the first victory by a member
of the R.C.A'F. went to
No.242 Squadron’s com-
manding Officer S/L Gobeil.

He shot down a twin en-
gine Bf-110C “Zerstorer” on
the 25th of May.

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Striving for Perfection:
Bodybuilding More Than a Sport for Cpl Opray

ith an athletic history

founded on the disci-
plined martial art of Hap-
Ki-Do, Cpl Andrew Opray’s
success in competitive
bodybuilding should be no
surprise. After all, body-
building is a sport that re-
quires a strict diet and exer-
cise regimen, something on-
ly the most dedicated and
determined athletes can
maintain for any significant
period of time. .

With a martial arts phi-
losophy and an impressive
knowledge of how the*hu-
man body moves, grows,
and functions, Cpl Opray is
a provincial champion striv-
ing for personal improve-
ment and international suc-
cess.

“I enjoy the competi-
tiveness of bodybuilding
but I also enjoy that you are
basically trying to improve
your own physique,” he ex-
plains. “I do natural body
building so I'm working
hard at it—keeping myself

young with a healthy
lifestyle.”
As a natural body-

builder,  Cpl Opray com-
petes in both tested and
untested events, meaning he
sometimes competes
against athletes who use
performance-enhancing
drugs. Although he admits
he can never be as big as
those competitors, Cpl
Opray knows his muscle
symmetry and definition
wins over the judges.
“Needless to say in an
untested competition, when

it comes to size, there’s no
way | can go against people
who use enhancements. I try
more for symmetry and def-
inition. Knowing how to
pose and show a certain
muscle is just as important
as anything else.”

Because competition
preparation requires a deli-
cate balance between train-
ing, rest, and nutrition, Cpl
Opray participates in no
more than two competitions
a year. Any more, he says, is
a strain on the body and,
more significantly, the
nerves.

“You have to make the
mind-to-muscle connection.
You really have to enjoy it
and you really have to be
disciplined, especially when
you’re getting ready for
competition. It’s tough

when you’re living on tuna
and chicken breast-and you
really want that piece of
cake.”

“I try to stay within 20
pounds of competition
weight,” Cpl Opray contin-
ues. “By the time you lean
out, it still takes you a good
twelve weeks to get pre-
pared through cardio and
eating really clean.”

Having spent nearly ten
years in competitive body-
building, Cpl Opray thrives
off the individual aspect of
the sport.

“You’re not counting on
anyone else in bodybuild-
ing,” he says. “When I'm
training I try to keep in
mind ways to keep myself
focused. I think that I may
be training hard but the per-
son ’'m competing against

might be training that much
harder.”

Through personal en-
couragement and whole-
hearted dedication, Cpl
Opray has won amateur
bodybuilding competitions
in Manitoba, Vancouver,
Calgary, and St. John’s. He
competes in the Canadian
Bodybuilding Federation, a
division of the International
Federation of Bodybuilders.

The sport, he says, is his

passion. “When an artist
may take clay, we can take a
body and sculpt it into
something bit by bit. . . By
improving your technique
and building your body,
bodybuilding becomes a
lifestyle that benefits every
other sport.”

Distance Learning Basic Air Operations Course to Begin

Are you self-motivated when learning new skills? Are
you.a self-disciplined person? Do you set goals for
yourself? Do you learn from your fellow students, sharing
their experiences?

If you answered YES to all of these questions, then you
should consider using Distance Learning as a media for
life-long learning just like the 15 members of the Distance
Learning Basic Air Operations Course (DL BAOC) 0303E
have done.
