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Command Change For Operational
Headquarters Of Air Force

Major-General Charles Bouchard To Command 1 CAD And Canadian NORAD Region

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‘” 7 ith the formal
passing of flags
and pennons, the com-
mand of both the 1
Canadian Air Division
and the Canadian NO-
RAD Region passed from
Major-General Marc
Dumais to Major-General
Charles Bouchard on
August 3. To the beat of
Air Command Band
pomp, onlookers watched -
the traditional signing of
documents at a 17 Wing
Winnipeg concrete parade
square, as medics stood by
with water on the swelter-
ing summer morning.
This change of com-
mand is twofold: while
MGen Bouchard now
commands the operational
headquarters of all Air
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Chief of Air Staff LGen Ken Pennie and outgoing 1CAD/CANR commander MGen Marc Dumais on the dais during the change of
command parade at 17 Wing Winnipeg on August 3.
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Force missions -- deter-
mining the “meat and
potatoes” of all opera-
tions, such as manpower,
aircraft and servicing -- he
is also responsible for
monitoring all Canadian
aerospace, as part of
Canada's NORAD com-
mitments.

NORAD, or the North
American Aerospace
Defense Command, was
originally a Cold War-era
organization formed to
stave off threat of trans-
Atlantic Soviet bombs.
Today, in a time where the
focus is on continental se-

curity, NORAD continues
to play a vital role.
“Common defense of
North American is not a
luxury -- it is a necessity,”

emphasized MGen
Bouchard in his address to
the parade.

The presiding oﬁ'lcer
for the change-of-com-
mand was the Chief of the
Air Staff Lieutenant-
General Ken Pennie, ac-
companied by Deputy
Commander of NORAD,
Lieutenant-General Rick
Findley. Distinguished
guests arrived in slick
staff cars to review the

symbolic passing of pen-
nons and flags from out-
going commander, to pre-
siding officer, to incoming
commander.

The parade included a
fly-past by many CF air-
craft, including Griffon
helicopters from
Edmonton and Valcartier,
Jet Rangers from Portage
La Prairie, Dash-8s and
Hercules from Winnipeg,
and CF-18s from Cold
Lake and Bagotville, in-
cluding the Forces’
demonstration CF-18.

In his address LGen
Pennie noted that leader-

ship in a command role is
a “sacred trust,” and said
that both MGen Dumais
and MGen Bouchard are
“two individuals who are
extremely talented and ex-
tremely capable.”

In an interview before
the ceremony, incoming
commander MGen
Bouchard laid out plans
for both commands,
which are three-pronged.
He first planned to contin-
ue to make Canadians
proud of both the Air
Force and 1 CAD. Next,
he said he would create
the best, safest and most

effective Air Force capa-
ble for all situations,
whether wartime, peace-
time, or in support of oth-
er missions. Last, he
vowed to work with the
Chief of Air Staff under
the principles of LGen
Pennie’s newly-minted
Vision for the Air Force,
released this past May.
This recent document
constructs guiding princi-
ples for future top-level
Air Force decisions. It
prescribes results-focused
operations capability for
the Air Force -- in other

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words, effective deployment
around the globe. Some as-
pects of the document are
more specific, such as plans
to modernize the CF-18s
and Auroras.

Though MGen
Bouchard has the overarch-
ing vision to guide his deci-
sion-making, he said he
would also draw upon his
experience in the Air Force.
He noted that many friend-
ships he made as a heli-
copter pilot were important
to his decision-making, call-
ing “the people” his teach-
ers.

This is not MGen
Bouchard’s first encounter

with NORAD issues. He
was previously the Deputy
Commander of the
Continental US NORAD
Region at the Tyndall Air
Force Base in Florida. He
said that his work would
continue the work of his pre-
decessor, MGen Dumais.
MGen Dumais is leaving
the position to become the
Assistant Chief of the Air
Staff in Ottawa, or second-
in-command for the Air
Force. He said that he plans
to work with the same issues
as in his 1 CAD command -
- namely, human resources,
training, budget shortfalls
and flight safety, to start --

six times, responded to 120
incidents, and participated
in 160 defense exercises.
Such is an example of the
work MGen Bouchard may
have before him.

volunteered a day for construction in aid of the building eight shelters for needy families.
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ver two dozen mem-

bers from 17 Wing
swapped military gear and
flight suits for hard hats and
tool belts to help build eight
houses in eight days. It may
appear to be quite an ambi-
tious feat, particularly, if
most of the work is done by
volunteers. There are no re-
al tradesmen or women,
journeymen or apprentices
among this dedicated
crowd. They are just driven
by the desire to work hard
and the passion to help oth-
ers. For “Habitat for
Humanity” that’s really all
that is required to get the job
done.

In actual fact, “8 Houses
in 8 Days” is a name coined
by Habitat for Humanity
Winnipeg for their building
blitz Aug 7 - 14. Over the
course of these eight days,
construction progressed on
eight single dwelling homes
from the foundation and
first floor rough in to the in-
stallation of the roof and fi-
nal interior preparation.
Constructing these homes
for the final building phase
is the work of hundreds of
volunteers throughout the
Winnipeg area coupled with
assistance from Manitoba
Home Builders. 17 Wing
proudly gave to the cause
this year as in previous
years simply out of the kind-
ness of the members wanti-
ng to contribute to their
community. In total 12
Military Police, 20 members
of 402 “City of Winnipeg”
Squadron volunteered as
well as individual members
employed with 1 Canadian
Air Division (1 CAD).

Habitat for Humanity
Winnipeg is one of over 100
countries belonging to a
non-profit international
housing organization whose
goal is to eliminate poverty
housing and homelessness

around the world, and to
make decent shelter for fam-
ilies in need.

17 Wing Military Police
began this important com-
munity contribution last
year and it has been reiniti-
ated for a second year by
Cpl Matt Ritco, Public
Relations coordinator,
Military Police. His goal is
to make this an ongoing
commitment for years to
come.

Lt Dale Troia, Wing
Provost Marshal, explains
that the cause is all about
serving the community well.
“It is great to see our unit get
involved,” commented Lt
Troia. “I feel a tremendous
sense of pride.” It is that
same sense of pride and care
for others that led to the
Military Police section’s ini-
tial involvement in summer
of 2003 when one of their
former members contacted
the organization with the of-
fer of assistance. The same
can be said for the men and
women of 402 Squadron
who are in their eighth year
of volunteering for Habitat.

MWO Martin
Wohlgemuth, 402 Sqn,
joined his team for a week
of construction at the

Transcona building site,
which began July 26 for the

construction of the base-
ment floors and walls in
preparation for the building
blitz. He enjoys this time
away from “the office” to
interact with the men and
women of his unit in an en-
tirely different fashion.
“This is a great morale
booster,” explains MWO
Wohlgemuth. “Furthermore,
I don’t have to be the boss,”
he adds with a smile.

“The level of commit-
ment [the military] give to
us is tremendous,” marvels
Dale Aymont, manager for
People Services and volun-
teer coordinator for Habitat
for Humanity Winnipeg
who was on site to interact
with the military volunteers.
“They are always open to
working with us and I be-
lieve it’s a reflection of the
military organization as a
whole. It comes from the top
down.”

Since its inception in
1976 Habitat has built more
than 175,000 houses around
the world, providing safe,
decent, affordable shelter
for more than 900,000 peo-
ple.

showers loomed over down-
town Winnipeg as hundreds
of veterans, service members
and the public gathered for a
serious yet celebratory
memorial service Aug. 8 to
recognize Canadian peace-
keepers — past, present and
future.

The ceremony unveiled a
newly constructed Peace-
keepers’ Cairn by the LGen
RR Crabbe Chapter of the
Canadian Association of
Veterans in United Nations
Peacekeeping (CAVUNP) in
dedication to those who
served their country in the
cause for peace since the
signing of the United Natigns
Charter in 1945.

Situated on the Manitoba
Legislature grounds near the
War Monument and Women’s
Tri-Service Monument, this
uniquely constructed Cairn is
a three-pillar monument.

Inscribed on each pillar re-
spectively are the words Past,
Present and Future to reflect
the span of time Canadians
have served in peacekeeping
missions and will continue to
serve in for years to come.
The three pillars also repre-
sent the strength of the
Canadian Forces: the Army,
Navy and, Air Force as well
as the RCMP.

“With this cairn we will
have in the heart of Winnipeg
a place that pays tribute to the
contributions and sacrifices
of our Canadian peacekeep-
ers,” announced The
Honourable John Harvard,
Lieutenant Governor of
Manitoba and guest of honour
of the memorial service.
“Remembering the peace-
keepers is a way of keeping
the values they served — and
still do serve — alive and well
in Canada.”

and enduring symbol of their
sacrifice.”

BGen Dennis Tabbernor,
former 38 CBG commander
and now the Director General
Land Reserves, acted as
Reviewing Officer for the
memorial service parade
made up of veterans, service
members and young cadets, a
true reflection of peacekeep-

ers of yesterday, today and to-
morrow. 38  Canadian
Brigade Group provided ser-
vice and support to make the
event all possible with the in-
clusion of army reservists
making up part of the tri-ser-
vice guard. The Fort Garry
Horse’s Ghost Squadron of
vintage military vehicles
lined the street providing the
appropriate backdrop to the
remembrance of peacekeep-
ers.

An office fire can be devastating - resulting in business interruption or permanent closure, loss of
lives, jobs, property and information. Offices are loaded with combustible contents - carpeting,
draperies, papers, books, wood and upholstered furniture, plastic laminate, vinyl-fabric-covered fur-
niture, wood paneling and plastic office equipment - as well as electrically powered toasters or mi-
crowave ovens, kettles, computers and other appliances. Combine these with the human element and

the stage is set for a potentially devastating fire.

® Keep the combustible load - carpeting, upholstered furniture - to a minimum.
® Keep exits clear of combustibles e.g. wastepaper, empty cartons that could fuel a

fire.

¢ Adhere to the non-smoking policy in buildings or smoking only in designated safe

areas.

® Provide adequate clearance, circulation of air between combustible material and
hot surfaces or heat sources such as copy machines, word processors and

computers.

Unplug electrical appliances - coffee makers and hot plates - when not in use.
Restrict and monitor use of heaters and hot plates.
To ensure they meet code requirements, all electrical distribution systems should

Prevent access to the office by unauthorized personnel and keep flammables prop-

erly stored and secured. Provide adequate security (exterior/interior lighting, in-
trusion alarms, guard service, well-secured access openings.)

* Know location of the portable fire extinguishers suitable for the particular fire
hazard and ensure employees are trained on proper operation.

® Obtain assistance from your local fire department on fire prevention, use of fire
extinguishers, inspections and emergency response procedures.

his year, in support of

cancer research, a
group of feisty G.I Janes hit
the water. This group is a
small regiment of 17 Wing
~ community-based women
with short paddles, one
very long vessel, and mus-
cular biceps. The 17 Wing
Dragonboat team competed
once again for the third
year in a row.

The annual Dragonboat
races and festival were held
from Aug. 13-15. The race
consists of a 500 m race —
which this year’s team
hoped to do in less than two
minutes — and a festival
which unites dancing drag-
ons and candlelit cere-
monies with paper lanterns
in memory of those who
lost the battle to cancer.

This is the second year
in which a base Dragonboat
team has been women-only.
It highlights a strong
women’s camaraderie with-
in the military community:
“It shows the community
outside that we are a mili-
tary-affiliated  organisa-
tion,” said team captain
Jodi Chappel, “...it’s not
just the men in combats. It
is the faces of the wives,
partners, sisters, mothers
and female military mem-
bers as well.”

While the competitions
are light-spirited, and the
focus on raising money in
support of cancer research,

the women have been train-
ing hard since May in the
base’s PSP Fitness and
Recreation facilities.

Natalie Gasc, member
of the team and administra-
tive assistant for the SISIP
financial planning office,
described the team’s train-
ing regimen. Half an hour
of the weekly practise was
spent poolside, practicing
paddling with strong resis-
tance. The women also hit
the gym, training with med-
icine balls, tension bands,
push-ups and sit-ups of all
varieties, whether Russian
or bicycle.

Still, the practise paid
off. When the women hit
the water, “It was like float-
ing. It was next-to-noth-
ing,” she said.

The competitions will
be no cakewalk, though:
“It’s the longest two min-
utes of your life,” said
Gasc. Linda Belisle, team
manager and drummer, an
information and referral co-
ordinator with the Military
Family Resource Centre,
was quick to add that the
pain Dragonboaters experi-
ence pales in comparison to
those battling cancer.

In interviews before the
races, team members spec-
ulated what areas of train-
ing needed work. Namely,
communication and con-
centration while in the boat
were key, said Gasc.
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The 17 Wing G.I. Janes syncronize their paddle digs at a practice
before the Dragonboat festival.

Dragonboat racing requires
precise co-ordination: “You
have to rock at the same
time, you have to dig at the
same time,” she said.

It is also difficult for the
steersperson — in this team,
Melissa Davidson, the
Community Recreation di-
rector — who is responsible
for keeping the boat
straight, and in its lane.
The steersperson stands at
the back of the boat, simul-
taneously ruddering and
keeping balance.

One aspect already co-
ordinated are team uni-
forms, designed in the mil-
itary motif, which include
army green t-shirts, head-
bands, and shorts with
dragons emblazoned on the
sides. This year, the team
has “tons of team spirit,”
said Gasc. Chappel’s nine-
year-old daughter, Phoenix,
acts as team mascot, toting
banners, attending all prac-
tices, and even lifting
weights with the women.

A future career in the
military for Phoenix?
“Maybe,” laughs her moth-
er

Team spirit is a big part
of the Dragonboat races,
said Belisle: “There is this
amazing chemistry be-
tween all the teams.” There
are often bag pipers, drum-
mers, costumes, tattoos and
painted faces. Special to
the 17 Wing team this year,
the boaters will carry
names of people beaten by
cancer inside the boat dur-
ing the race.

This year the team's

motto was "We will re-
member those who have
lost the battle and celebrate
those who have survived.
We are sisters together,
fighting for a cure," accord-
ing to Chappel.

Many newcomers to the
sport are hooked on the
Dragonboat experience.
“You just get hooked on the
camaraderie,” said Janice
Stanley, the Non-Public
Funds human resources
manager, “It’s exactly what
I was looking for ... I can
hardly wait for the compe-
titions.”

This base-related team
has raised a lot of money
for the cause. Last year, the
team raised $2500 in sup-
port of cancer research. In
the fall, the 17 Wing G.L
Janes will fundraise at the
Sept. 18 Family Fun Day.
Tickets will be sold for a
rainbow auction, and the
team will recruit new mem-
bers. The money raised in
the auction will go towards
purchasing team paddles,
valued at $50 each.

The Dragonboat com-
petitions may become a
long-standing tradition on
the base. For the women, it
is a great way to connect:
“We all have a good, posi-
tive attitude,” said Chappel,
laughing, “We bond in the
sisterhood.”

Those interested in par-
ticipating in next year’s
Dragonboat team should
contact team manager
Linda Belisle at 833-2500,
local 4509. It costs $40 to
reserve a seat in the boat.

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“Ghost Squadron” Keeps
Base Heritage Pulsing

Squadron Recently Awarded Commemorative Jackets For Volunteer Effort

Challenger aircraft in
Heritage Park, catalogue
uniforms and prepare
Second World War engines
for display in the soon-to-
open Wing Museum — they
are not the neighbourhood
handymen, but the local
Ghost Squadron.  This
squadron plays keeper to
base heritage, and in recog-
nition of its volunteer work,
the base recently awarded
squadron members bomber
jackets.

In the former Warrant
Officer and Sergeant’s mess
hall — which will re-open as
the Wing museum in
September — eight members
of the squadron received a
bomber jacket, complete
with Heritage shoulder
flash, from Acting Wing
Commander Lieutenant-
Colonel Jim Kerr on July
18. These members of the
Ghost Squadron had volun-
teered in excess of 50 hours
— many over 100 — to re-
ceive the commemorative
jacket.

The squadron’s most re-
cent — and perhaps most
daunting — project has been
to convert the old mess hall
into a Wing museum, slated
to open on Sept. 18. So far,
they have helped to paint the
dining room and the library,
hung cleaned drapes, sham-
pooed rugs, sanded cabi-
netry and gutted a kitchen.
Not bad for a crew com-
prised primarily of retired
military members.

“We’re not the artists,
we’re the workers,” said
Jack Blair, a member of the
squadron. Blair is a former
airframe technician who
was commissioned from the
ranks. He also worked with
Bristol Aerospace for 12
years.

In the past, the squadron
has restored a Wind Tee
over a three-year time span
— a device that pilots used,
while training with the
British Commonwealth Air
Training Plan, to determine
wind position — that was re-
trieved near Carberry, but
they also clean the airplanes
in the heritage park,
fundraise, and work at spe-
cial events, such as re-
unions.

“They have come for-
ward and agreed to help
with heritage projects,” said
Captain Mike Rozak, Wing
Heritage Officer.

According to Capt
Rozak, the Ghost Squadron
is vital to the base: “There
are things we just don’t have
the time and people to do ...
the group of dedicated vol-
unteers help to maintain
base heritage and history.”
He pauses, “I couldn’t do
my job without them.”

The Ghost Squadron
highlights an interesting
trend — though the 14-mem-
ber squadron is not entirely
composed of past military
members, many are — and a
few served in the Second
World War. They continue
to serve the Air Force in re-

tirement.

Discussions for a so-
called “Ghost Squadron”
began in the fall of 1999,
said Capt Rozak, who is re-
sponsible for the squadron.
At the time, 500 Wing — part
of the Air Force Association
of Canada — was searching
for a way to become in-
volved in base heritage.

With the then-Wing
Commander’s stamp of ap-
proval, the Squadron

formed approximately a
year afterwards. :

“It keeps us busy,” said
one of the squadron’s origi-
nal members, and
Commanding O fficer, Chris
Nielson. Nielson, a former
airframe mechanic, retired
as a chief warrant officer in
1978 after 35 years in the
Forces.

The Commanding
Officer said he enjoys work-
ing with the squadron be-
cause it keeps him connect-
ed to the base: “I like being
on the base. I like the at-
mosphere. I like seeing the
planes come and go.”

After the museum opens
in September, Blair specu-
lated that the squadron
would continue to maintain
the building. As he noted,
the work of the Ghost
Squadron is never done:
“It’s like a job jar at home —
it’s never empty.”

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Athlete Of The Month: Runner
Tackles Full Marathon Head-On

Previous Runs No More Than 10 km

ithin 16 weeks, MWO
Ron Reitsma blos-

somed from a runner who
could run no more than ten
km into a full-marathon run-
ner with future plans to com-
pete in Ottawa, and maybe
someday - the Boston
marathon.

MWO Reitsma, in a July
14 interview, said that he had
wanted to run the marathon
for a long time, but “never
seemed to be able to get be-
yond ten km.” The full
marathon measures 26 miles,
or 41.8 km — just over four
times MWO Reitsma’s usual
distance.

This year he signed up for
a 16-week marathon clinic
hosted by 17 Wing’s PSP fit-
ness instructor, Cathy Scott,
which led up to the Manitoba
Marathon on June 20. In this
clinic, MWO Reitsma learned
techniques such as hill train-
ing, speed training, and heart
rate running. Of running,
MWO Reitsma said, “It’s
simple, but there’s always
something to learn about it.”

Such a regimen required
strict  training. MWO
Reitsma described his typical
week: Monday, rest. Tuesday,
five km. Wednesday, hill
training. Thursday, ten km.
Friday, rest. Saturday, six km.
Sunday, a long run, beginning
with 10 km, building up to 31
km.

“It takes so much time,”

said MWO Reitsma, “you
need a lot of support.” MWO
Reitsma pointed to his wife,
Evelyne, who bought him a
heart monitor and running log
as gifts, PSP’s Scott, and
many runners at 1 Canadian
Air Division, where MWO
Reitsma works.

“There were times I didn’t
want to go out, no doubt
about it,” he said, pointing to
four-hour long runs on
Sunday mornings. Still,
MWO Reitsma was commit-
ted to the schedule, and joked
that “good military training”
kept him on course.

On marathon day, MWO
Reitsma admits he was very
nervous before the race start,
“I had put so much into it; I
didn’t want to fail.” Despite
pre-race jitters, he found him-
self in a comfortable pace,
mentally checking his body
on each hour of the race for
blisters and sore legs. His
mantra throughout the race
was, “legs strong, head up.”
At mile 12, while through
Assiniboine Park, his wife
gave him a big hug to send
him on his way.

Crossing the finish line
for MWO Reitsma was “sort
of euphoric,” he said. While
he did not feel initial pain, he
“didn’t walk right for a few
days ... it was definitely an
Advil moment.” He finished
the race in four hours and 23
minutes, placing 511 out of

MWO Reitsma first be-
gan to run 15 years ago, when
he was stationed in CFB
Gagetown. “I quit smoking,
and started running,” he said.
He still runs ten km on a dai-
ly basis today. The clinic,
said MWO Reitsma, has im-
proved his endurance, speed
and pace.

There are many aspects to
running MWO Reitsma said
he likes: “It gives me lots of
time to think. If I have a
problem when I go out, I’ll
have a solution by the time I
come back,” he said. He likes
the self-competition, and that
it is possible to run anywhere
in the world. A global runner,
he has run in Russia, Korea,
Japan, and even on ships off
the West Coast, the HMCS
Provider and Protector, as a
former member of the Navy.

MWO Reitsma is origi-
nally from Edmonton. Most
of his service has been with

the Army and the Navy. As a
co-ordinator in Al Met
Training, he performs an ad-
loading
people on meteorological
courses, and keeping qualifi-
cations and standards up-to-
date. He has served 25 years
in the Forces, and was once
the senior meteorologist on
the ground for the G8 Summit
in Kananaskis, Alta., in 2002.

MWO Reitsma is posted
to Ottawa for one year of
trade study. While in the cap-
ital, he plans to run another
marathon. He credits this
newfound ability to the
marathon clinic: “Without the
training, I might have been
able to do it, but I don’t think
s0.”

17 Wing Home To
Handball Talent

n the basement of the

University of Winnipeg’s
Duckworth Centre, there are
rows of handball and rac-
quetball courts. They are
stark white, with Plexiglas
doors and hardwood floors.

Two men crouch down,
wearing white gloves, and
goggles. One, Private Larry
Martin, bounces a small blue
ball twice, and then serves
by swatting it against a wall.
The ball ricochets off the
floor, walls, ceiling, lights,
and the doors. Running
shoes skid on the floors,
shrieking through the courts.

During this game of
handball, the ball can only
hit the floor once. Players
reach 21 points by winning
rallies. To win the match, a
player must win two games.

Though without the no-
toriety of many other sports,
handball is the highest rated
game for overall condition-
ing, according to the
President’s Council on
Physical Fitness. It places
symmetrical requirements
on the body and brain, re-
quiring a near-ambidextrous
player who can hit a frenzied
ball with either hand.

17 Wing is host to such a
player, Pte Martin, who has
competed — and placed high-
ly — at the national level.

The Canadian National
Championships — a civilian
event — were held this past
May in Winnipeg. Pte
Martin placed third in the
men’s open singles, and sec-
ond in the men’s open dou-
bles.

His doubles partner,
Merv Deckert, is also his
weekly competition as Pte
Martin trains for the sport.
Deckert is a twelve-time
Canadian champion at the
national level — Pte Martin
has his work cut out for him.

Pte Martin has been with
CFB Winnipeg for two years
and in the military for three.
He entered later than many —
at 28 — having previously
worked as a waiter, with
people with disabilities, and
in a factory on the civilian
side. He currently works as

a mobile support equipment
operator driving heavy
trucks or buses with the mil-
itary.

Pte Martin first began to
play handball when he was
13, and living in Niagara
Falls. He noticed a disabled
boy with one hand playing
the sport. “I thought it was
something I wanted to try,”
said Pte Martin. The two

boys eventually become
both competitors and dou-
bles partners.

Today, Pte Martin plays
handball three times a week
at the Duckworth Centre,
honing his hand-eye co-ordi-
nation skills. Still, the mili-
tary lifestyle often precedes
the handball training regi-
men — Pte Martin left on a
Boxtop mission (to re-sup-
ply remote, northern bases) a
month before handball na-
tionals.

He tried to keep up his
training by running, and
even playing with a light-
weight flight engineer in
Greenland on racquetball
courts. He returned home a
week before the competi-
tion.

Pte Martin said he en-
joys the mental rigor of the
sport — it is strategic, like
chess, where players try to
hit the ball away from their
opponent. Both the domi-
nant and off-hand must be
strong.

“The physical workout
is one of the best workouts
I’ve ever had,” said Pte
Martin. He said it is an in-
expensive game, where the
only required equipment is a
glove and a ball. Official
handball gear comes from
the US Handball Association
in Des Moines, lowa.

Pte Martin said cama-
raderie forms between hand-
ball players, and one can
play the sport anywhere:
“Any ball, any wall.”

Though Pte Martin
leaves for an exercise in
Iqualuit in August, he will be
back at 17 Wing in
September — just in time for
the regular handball season.
