Camping Out

hen camping out or
W in the backyard
exercise special care with
flammable liguids and open
flame near tents. When
camping out, take the fol-
lowing steps: Buy a tent
made of flame-retardant
fabric. A paraffin coated
cotton tent can burmn up in a
few minutes with someone
trapped inside. If possible,
purchase a tent with two
exits or with a window suf-
ficiently large enough to
serve as a second exit. It is
also a good idea to have a
sharp instrument in the tent.
In case fire obstructs the
only exist, it can be used to
cut out an exit in the walls.
Never use candles or
matches in or near a tent.

Use flashlights.

Extra care. should be
exercised when using elec-
tricity and lighting in or
near tents. When using
heaters, keep them well
away from walls, pillows,
camping chairs; in fact, all
contents of the tent.

Build your fire down-
wind, far away from your
tent. Make sure it's out
before you go to sleep.

A fire extinguisher is a
must in every camper's
equipment, for it could well
be a lifesaver. It is also rec-
ommended that a portable
smoke alarm (detector) be
part of every holidayer's
equipment. A minimum of
one of these devices proper-
ly located in a recreational

vehicle or a tent, a
motel or hotel room, can
detect the presence of
smoke and may provide
those precious extra
moments that can meal sur-
vival.

Campers who carry fuel
for propane or gasoline type
camp stoves in the trunk of
the care should never leave
the fuel in the trunk over the
weekend or any longer than
needed to transport it. If you
are planning a full day's
drive to a campsite, take the
precaution of opening the
trunk periodically to venti-
late the compartments.

Never freshen a fire
with a liquid starter.
Explosions can result. Keep
liquid away from your tent

and children.

All fire laws, ordinances
and regulations should be
strictly adhered to.

Children burn up in their
own backyards experiment-
ing with campfires, candles,

tents and gasoline.
Supervise learning and play.
Make sure your children are
safe. A little extra caution is
an item well worth taking
on any camping ftrip-
whether it be the backyard
or the open woods.

Fire Hydrant Maintenance And Testing

During this process some
temporary discoloration of
the Wing and Married quar-
ters water supply may be

observed. This is a normal
occurrence during test pro-
cedure and is not a health
concern to individuals. If
discoloration of water
occurs, all that is required is

flushing your taps for a
couple of minutes until
water is clear. For further

He noted that one of the
biggest changes recruits
would face would be in their
lifestyle-especially in the
physical training. However,
the challenge would not be
without gain: “a maple leaf
on your shoulder will open
doors,” he said.

One officer cadet, Blair

Clayton, recently graduated
from Oak Park High School
and will attend the University
of Manitoba next fall, study-
ing mechanical engineering.
He is an Air Cadet who
enjoys flying gliders.

Clayton said he enrolled
in the officer training pro-
gram for the opportunities
available to him, both in pay
and training. He said he was
most nervous about upcom-
ing 5 am. jogs at the CF
Leadership Recruit
School in St-Jean, Quebec.

Cpl Jennifer Doornick
has wanted to be a pilot since
she saw the Winnipeg Air

Doomick said that she is
not nervous about the basic
training, as she has leammed
many of the skills.

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Consolidation Not Yet Finished On Wing

espite recent open-
Dings of the new
multi-million dollar Wing
headquarters and Logistics
complex, growth and
renewal of 17 Wing
Winnipeg is far from over,
according to the base's
consolidation and devel-
opment consultant.
Jim Kerr, a’ retired

Lieutenant-Colonel and
former deputy Wing
Commander, is now

employed as a civilian on
contract overseeing the
Wing's ongoing consolida-
tion and development.

He nurtured both the
$33.4° million Logistics
complex and $7.5 million
Wing headquarters. Still,
big-ticket items for the
base such as a new multi-
purpose fitness facility and
a town-centre concept
facility are also in the
planning stages, said Kerr.

The fitness facility
would be truly multi-pur-
pose, would act as drill
space for the Cadets, and
be used for community
recreation and community
events, as well as fitness.

The town-centre facili-
ty would be a commercial-
residential complex for
contemporary Permanent
Married Quarters in the
form of modern townhous-
es, co-located with the
SISIP insurance offices,
post office, CANEX store,
CFHA office and the
Military Family Resource
Centre. It would be
designed with a garden

square in the middle of
this complex, similar to
what was done with the
former CFB Calgary site,
“Garrison Heights.”

Kerr hopes to see the
disposal of old Kapyong
private married quarters:
used to offset the costs for
this project. The old row
houses on Whytewold Dr.
would be replaced-since
the lot is already serviced,
Kerr expects costs would
be low.

“You can't fight the
logic of this project,” he
said. Still, discussions
with key stakeholders are
in the very early stages
and this town-centre con-
cept would not be on the
plate until 2007 or 2008.

The recent opening of
the Wing headquarters
helps gives a sense of the
planning that goes into a
new building on 17 Wing.

In his office in the
glossy Wing headquarters,
blueprints are scattered
over a large table. Office
supply catalogues are dog-
eared. The building is still
so new that there are no
pictures on the walls-to
avoid holes in the walls all
pictures must now be hung
from a small beam under
the ceiling.

Ask anyone in the new
building, and they will tell
you that the new Wing
headquarters was Kerr's
piece de  resistance.
Winnipeg South MP Anita
Neville described the
building as Kerr's “baby.”

Former Wing Commander
Col Steff Kummel joked
about Kerr at the build-
ing's recent opening, “Just
try to scuff the floor or
mark the wall,”” and dare
face Kerr's wrath.

“Jim's touch is literally
everywhere,” continued
Col Kummel, pointing to
the colour, lighting and
displays, “That's Jim's
work.”

Kerr said that he is
simply trying to foster
pride in the new building,
“Most people are extreme-
ly proud and happy to be
here,” he said.

The headquarters was
purpose-built, and was
Kerr's brainchild. “I had a
clear idea of the original
concept,” he said. From
the location of the offices,
to the building's layout,
down to the Air Force tar-
tan colour palette, Kerr
had a hand in every part of
it.

When the 2001 deci-
sion to close the Kapyong
barracks came down, and
unification for CFB
Winnipeg's two sites was
ordered, consolidation at
17 Wing began. The top
priority for the Wing was
the Logistics complex, but
Kerr saw an opportunity to
build a new headquarters.

“l was working in the
Wing headquarters and
saw how inefficient it
he said of the old
building. Kerr approached
1 Canadian Air Division,
the operational command

Wﬂs,“

for the Air Force, which
was, according to Kerr
“busting at the seams.”
Originally - designed for
486 workers, the Division
at the time was housing
over 700.

He partnered with the
Division, which agreed to
move two units-a civilian
branch and the regional
Cadets-and attached $4.5
million to the deal.

After lobbying of the
Vice-Chief of the Defence
Staff, who is responsible
for National Defence's
finances, and partnering
sessions-schmooze fests-
where business cards and
phone numbers were
exchanged between 17
Wing, NDHQ, Defence
Construction Canada and
contractors, Kerr's brain-
child came to be.

The new Wing head-
quarters opened this past
June. Kerr is now putting
the finishing touches on
the building such as win-
dow treatments, filling
holes in the new parking
lot and programming a
touch-screen TV for those
entering the new head-
quarters.

But work on the Wing
is never done. With these
new ideas in the works, the
process could begin all
over again.

Kerr will continue to
work on the Wing until at
least February of next year
when his current contract
expires.
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Local Artist Passes Away
Commissioned For Much Of Artwork On Wing

local Winnipeg artist
commissioned to

paint much of the artwork

displayed at 17 Wing has

died. David Ranson, 82,

died of a sudden heart

attack on July 14--only two
weeks after he finished his
final painting for the new

Wing Headquarters.

Following the pageantry
of the recent Wing head-
quarters opening on June

30, guests milled in a recep-

tion area, noshing on

chocolate croissants.

Ranson was unassuming in

his presence, dressed sim-

ply in a navy blue sweat-
shirt, and yet his presence

was everywhere in the
building -- through his art.

A commercial artist
whose career spanned
decades, Ranson has nine
original paintings on dis-
play at 17 Wing, as well as
at least eight prints in the
Manitoba Military Aviation
Museumn on base. In total,
he has painted over 110
works.

It was his love of vin-
tage aviation which made
Ranson important to 17
Wing--this interest mani-
fested artistically for the
Wing's benefit.

“1 think the Wing is very
lucky that he was able to
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The design of the DAAG Logo is to represent the reverad
Eagle, as this creature was once thought to be the only one
able to soar closest o the heavens, and as such, the one liv-
ing creature 1o be able to fly near the Creator above Mother
Earth. To receive an Eagle Feather is an honour, and to care
for an Eagle Feather is a big responsibility. One must treat it
with respect, and to not let it fall to the earth, as that repre-
sents a fallen (deceased) warrior or veteran. To loose a war-
rior or veteran is a sad loss to all Aboriginal communities. The
red, white, black and yellow colours represent all of the races
of the earth. It shows that everyone is honoured and respect-
ed and that no one is better than anyone else, just different.
All must respect each other equally. The Red line also repre-
sents the Aboriginal person who lives and travels the Red
Path to knowledge, honesty, trust, love, integrity, humbile-
ness, truthfulness, and bravery. Many try to live this life, and
are rewarded by the virtues of the path that they follow. The -
Red Path is not an easy path, it is very hard to live by those
virtues each and every day. The wings represent the flight of
an Eagle, and how no one creature is more important than
any other, that we all need each other in this life. The wings
of the eagle are in a circular form to enclose whole of the
Aboriginal people in Canada within its grasp.

finish "Viking Photo Op'
before he died, said Capt
Mike Rozak,” 17 Wing
Heritage  Officer, of
Ranson's final painting.
Windows in the new head-
quarters are coated in a UV-
resistant film to protect
Ranson's work.

In conversation with
Ranson at the June head-
quarters opening before his
death, he said there was
something innate that drew
him to aviation art. He
called it the “ruggedness”
of an aircraft.

“Anything that appeals
to me emotionally like
them, I'm interested in com-
mitting to canvas,” he had
said of aircraft. He contin-
ued, “There is nothing more
satisfying that painting a
Spitfire slicing through the
air.” Ranson said that he
once wanted to be a pilot as

a young child.
The son of a Parisian
mother  and French-

Canadian father, Ranson
was born in Winnipeg, but
lived in Quebec for 35
years. An avid artist, he
began drawing when he
was four-years-old. He first
began submitting artwork
to the Winnipeg Free Press
as a preteen.

During the Second
World War he worked as the
company artist at
MacDonald Brothers
Aircraft Company -- where
Bristol Aerospace now
stands - and drew diagrams
of how to assemble the air-
craft parts for the women
working during the war.
This is where he met his
wife, Hilda. They were
married in 1947 in her
mother's house by an
Icelandic minister.

They would later have
four sons; Randy, Glenn,
Del and Steven.

He continued to submit
work to the Free Press dur-
ing the war and was hired as
their political cartoonist
shortly after VE Day.
Ranson's wife, Hilda, said
that he kept every cartoon
he pencilled for the paper.

One of Ranson's more
famed sketches is now on
display at the MTS Centre
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Arena, and was once part of
a Free Press historical retro-
spective display at Portage
Place mall. The cartoon
depicts the end of the
Second World War, where a
German emerges with his
hands up. “I had him look-
ing very nasty,” laughed
Ranson.

Ranson said that car-
toons were important to
him because he felt as
though he was truly part of
the news. “It was his energy
that went into it that made it
perfect,” said Hilda. He car-
tooned many of the big
names at the time--Bennett,
Stalin, Hitler and
Diefenbaker.

At the time, Ranson was
paid $180 a month by the
Free Press -- he had wanted
a ten dollar raise. The news-
paper told him that he was
already paid as much as
their top reporters at the
time, so Ranson quit.

The family moved to
Montreal where Ranson
designed advertisements as
a freelance artist from the
1950s to the 1980s. Ranson
described Montreal as the
prominent art centre of
Canada at the time. He and
Hilda spoke no French, but
settled in the anglophone
community in Montreal.
Even then, he was design-
ing ads for Canadair, Trans
Canada Airlines and Air
Canada. He would later
open his own studios: Ad
Art, Magic Marker and

Ranson Studios.

By the mid-eighties the
Ranson family left Quebec
for Missisauga. “Most of
the artists knew me, which
was a boost to my ego,” he
said.

Still, by this time, com-
mercial art in Canada took a
severe shift. “The computer
age killed the art scene,”
said Ranson. He retired six
years later to Winnipeg.

Capt Rozak described
Ranson as an inspiration.
“He overcame some major
difficulties to do some mar-
vellous work,” he said.

As a preteen, someone
threw bullets into a camp-
fire and blinded Ranson in
one eye. He was colour-
blind in the other eye,
unable to distinguish red
from green. He would later
have his elbow smashed in
a car accident and pins put
in his elbow; he was sled-
ding and was hit by an
Eaton™s truck. Later in life,
Ranson had Famil Tremors
-- though he could hardly
hold a cup of coffee, he
continued to paint.

Hilda said the only time
she had ever seen Ranson
cry was out of frustration
when the tremors prevented
him from painting.

Still, he continued to
paint - to paint straight
lines, he would partition
sections of his paintings
with masking tape.

Since returning home to
Winnipeg, Ranson contin-

ued to paint. In his
Charleswood home, the
walls are covered with his
work. His first painting, an
enormous depiction of
French sailing ships, was
left unsigned. Another
depicts a stampeding herd
of buffalo. A four-faot by
eight-foot unfinished paint-
ing of the Avro Arrow still
hangs on the laundry room
wall where Ranson painted
works too large for his
small studio,

Ranson's  association
with 17 Wing began about a
year and a half ago when
Capt Rozak heard of his
work through the exhibits
co-ordinator at the Western
Canadian Aviation
Museum. Ranson had a
series of aircraft paintings
that he wanted to put on
display so Capt Rozak met
with him to discuss the
loan.  “Norseman,” the
largest of those works, now
hangs in the Hobbs
Building. The remaining
five of the series are dis-
played in the Manitoba
Military Aviation Museum
library.

“He has been a great
friend of the museum,” said
Capt Rozak, who became
personal friends with the
family. “To call him a char-
acter is not fair to him, but
he was a very unique indi-
vidual. We will miss him.”

A memorial service for
Ranson was held on July 23
at Assiniboia Downs.

t is a distinct pleasure to
Iaddrcss the men and
women of 17 Wing and
introduce myself as your
new Wing Commander.

Aerospace Systems Course
in 1986/87, I have not been
posted to Winnipeg until
now. In the meantime, [
have spent two tours in
Comox and two tours in
Greenwood flying CP140
Aurora aircraft, three tours
in Ottawa at NDHQ filling
various staff positions and
two tours in the US on
exchange duties.

Notwithstanding my
relative lack of time spent
here in Winnipeg, | have
always been impressed
with the reputation for pro-
fessionalism that exists for
personnel from the Wing.

Whether it is the quality of
the graduates from the
many excellent profession-
al military education estab-
lishments, the impressive
operational and training
results from the flying
squadrons or the unparal-
leled support provided to
Wing members, lodger
units on the Wing and to
those many dispersed units
to which we provide sup-
port, 17 Wing stands
among the leaders in
today's Air Force. Indeed,
providing leadership and
initiative in other service
support programmes puts
us in an enviable position
amongst the other wings in
the Air Force.

Without
going into great detail of
the CDS' vision (details are
available at
http://www.cds.forces.ge.c
a/intro_e.asp), he is advo-
cating a Canada-first
approach where all aspects
of the CF will be used to
benefit Canada and
Canadians in this post 9/11
world. The formation of
Canada Command, the first
part of the plan, and its new
commander have been
announced and stood up
effective 1 Jul 05, Canada
Day. Additionally, a new
regional command, Joint
Task Force - Atlantic, also
stood up on that same date,

17 Wing needs to sup-
port and be at the forefront
of these changes! We have
already felt the short term
impact of creating these
new organizations; a num-
ber of previous Wing mem-
bers were asked on very
short notice to fill positions
in Canada Command or the
transformation teams. That
said, as transformation is
only beginning, we can
expect that there will be a
number of other potential
changes in the coming
months that will require
Wing consideration and

response, not the least of
which is where and how 17
Wing will fit within the
new command and control
structure of the CF. As
these details become more
evident, I will ensure you
are kept informed.

1 would be remiss if |
did not acknowledge the
leadership and impressive
foresight that Col Kummel
has provided 17 Wing and
the CF in the last two years.
Whether spending seven
months at Camp Mirage
commanding the TSE, or
here at 17 Wing overseeing
the construction of the new
Wing Logistics building,
Col Kummel has been a
superb ambassador for
Canada and the Air Force.
He leaves 17 Wing with a
solid footing for the future.

Aerospace Capabilities - Enhancing Canada's Domestic Defence

n June 21 and 22, the

Canadian
School of Aerospace Studies
and Aerospace Systems
Course 57 presented a sympo-
sium focus on aerospace
power with its Aerospace
Power Review 2005 -
Aecrospace Capabilities -
Enhancing Canada's
Domestic Defence. Two
stimulating days were spent
looking at emerging aero-
space technologies, and
assessing their potential
impact on Canada's future Air
Force.

Colonel L.J. Russell, A3
Operations, representing the
Commander, 1 Canadian Air
Division, opened the
Symposium Tuesday morn-
ing, stating that with the
emphasis on transformation
in the CF, that the ASC grad-
uates have the ability to make
certain that the Air Force can
meet the challenges of the
way ahead.  With the ASC

course, Air Force personnel

Forces

can ensure we buy the right
equipment with the right tech-
nology to get the job done,
focusing on capabilities vice
platforms. Col Russell reaf-
firmed the importance of ASC
training to the Air Force, say-
ing that we need trained per-
sonnel in defining require-
ments, managing projects,
and performing test and eval-
uation. He acknowledged
ASC's considerable efforts
with respect to generating this
Symposium,

Throughout the 10_
month program, the course
members are given the oppor-
tunity to develop their abili-
ties to express themselves,
logically and concisely, on
operational and technical
matters - both in writing and
verbally. The resulting tech-
nical papers are often used as
planning and reference
sources by various Canadian
Forces agencies. The paper
permits the course members

to conduct research on

assigned topics, to demon-
strate their ability to collect
and analyze data on a com-
plex technical subject, and
then to present the findings to
a select and knowledgeable
audience. This year's topics
covered a wide range of tech-
nically challenging aerospace
technologies: Atmospheric
Correction Methods  for
Remote Sensing; Data Link
Requirements - Canadian
Joint  Tactical
Acrial Vehicle; Airborne
Radar for a Dirigible
Platform; Application of
Quantum Cryptography to
Airborne Platforms; Joint
Distributed Simulations
Using Base Object Models in
a High Level Architecture;
Organic Light-Emitting
Diodes - Applications in
Aerospace; Effective Life-
Cycle 'Cost Management;
Military Utility of
Hyperspectral Imaging for
Chemical Detection;

Recruits 'Have A Gas' On Basic Training Course

hirty-six reservist

recruits queue in front
of an aluminum-sided hut,
pulling on heavy olive green
suits that look like parkas.
These suits are lined with
charcoal to protect soldiers
from dangerous agents, The
recruits complete the outfit
with clunky rubber boots,
gloves and a bug-eyed mask.

In the hut, more experi-
enced soldiers place capsules
of tear gas on a hot plate-they
sizzle and faintly smoke.

At the St. Charles Rifle
Range near Assiniboia
Downs, these recruits are
about to be tested on their
nuclear, chemical and biolog-
ical defense as part of their
basic military qualification
(BMQ) course. Part of this
test includes passing through
the gas hut.

The BMQ course is
designed to introduce civil-
ians to the military-quickly.
Recruits begin learning gen-
eral military knowledge, like
how to tie boots and the rank
system, as well as the law of
conflict and how to do drill.
The gas hut training took
place on July 22.

Recruits will learn about
the effects of these agents,
how to put on nuclear suits
and operate in the suit, said
Lt Cam Scott, this year's

course officer for BMQ. They
only have to do this training
once, but it is mandatory that
they pass.

In the mid-afternoon July
heat, some of the recruits
begin to sweat. Unfortunate-
moisture is what makes tear
gas burn on their skin,

2Lt Daniel Couture, a
recruit, is only mildly con-
cerned about the gas, “It's
something new and you
know it's going to hurt a little
bit, but it's a step you have to

take, so everyone's got a good
attitude about it.”
Before the training

begins, course instructors
remind the recruits that tear
gas will not hurt them. “Don't
panic ... if you're having dif-
ficulty, raise your arms and
... [we'll] escort you out,”
said WO Derrick Grant, the
course's second-in-command.

“Think about it realisti-
cally,” he continued, “if you
have agent on you, you're
going to want to decontami-
nate as soon as possible, or
you will die.”

And then it begins-“gas,
gas, gas,” barks an instructor.
The recruits pull on their bug-
eyed masks and move briskly
in single file. In the hut, they
run in circles and do jumping
jacks to build up sweat and
feel the effects of the gas.

Reservist recruits file out of the gas hut at the St. Charles range,

brushing tear gas — agent — from the uniform sleeves of their col-

leagues.

A heavy door is then
pushed open with a bang, and
the recruits file out, wiping
agent from each other's arms
in single file.

The second time in the
hut, they must enter without
their masks on to feel the
effects more directly, then
place the mask on their face
and decontaminate their skin.

The first recruit runs into
the hut, but comes out
moments later, coughing,
spitting and grimacing. She
will have to try again.

“Go, go, go, go!” yells an
instructor. The next recruit
runs in-and then one by one
until each person in the relay
is in the hut, removes their
mask, decontaminates their
skin and hair, and then leaves
the gas-filled room.

Afterwards, while wash-

ing off their mask in soapy
water, the recruits laugh
about the experience.

“It's like swimming in hot
sauce,” said Pte
Hambleton.

Pte Seven Kulbaba said
he wasn't too nervous going
into it, but that the intense
fumes reminded him of melt-
ed candy cane.

As the next two relays go
through their gas hut cycles,
the first group packs up their
kit and files back to a large
bus. Though they have fin-
ished their first gas hut per-
formance test, serving mem-
bers of the Forces will do this
training again at least once
every year.

The basic military quali-
fication course ran in
Winnipeg from July 4 to 29.
