CFANS members travel
south for training

On 11 January, 2008,
eight students, six

instructors, four pilots and
two planes departed the
extreme cold of a Winnipeg,
MB winter for the temper-
ate climate of San Antonio,
TX. What a beautiful city!
The downtown area is cen-
tered on the three-mile River
Walk with its numerous res-
taurants, clubs, hotels and
unique gift and souvenir
shops. Another two blocks
over is perhaps the most
well known historic site in
all of Texas: the Alamo.

This trip serves a very
important function in the Air
Navigator (ANAV) curricu-
lum at the Canadian Forces
Air  Navigation School
(CFANS) as it familiarizes
students with American air-
space and procedures while
exposing them to large-scale
mission planning.

These are critical skills
the students will use ex-
tensively during the final
phase of their training at the
schoal.

Air Navigator training
consists of three phases.

Phase I consists of basic
low level visual and radar
navigation, an introduction

to radio communications,
and emergency scenarios.

Phase Il deals with more
advanced navigation in
which students learn how
to manage a fully functional
and degraded computer nav-
igation suite for high-level
en-route navigation, while
conducting standard VHF/
UHF/HF communications.

Phase III combines all
previously learnt skills and
knowledge to accomplish a
tactical mission such as sur-
veillance, search and rescue
or directing the aircraft over
a target at a precise position,
altitude, heading and time.

This final phase develops
the students” problem solv-
ing and decision-making
skills while ensuring they
can maintain situational/tac-
tical awareness and priori-
tize crew activities.

This is the true essence
of what is it to be a modern
day Air Navigator.

With the introduction of
new equipment and tech-
nological advancement, the
traditional role of the Air
Navigator has evolved.

Most aircraft are outfit-
ted with integrated elec-
tronic navigation suites and
a multitude of other complex
sensors that all combined
provide an abundance of in-
formation in large quantities
and at high speeds.

The challenge is not just
getting the aireraft from one
point to the next. but collect-
ing, filtering and managing

t’s winter in Canada.
You're a diver in the
Naval Reserve, Whdt could
be more fun than cutting
through nearly 30 inches
of ice with a chainsaw and
plunging into the frigid
waters of a Manitoba lake?
With the water temper-
ature hovering at about 1C,
that’s just what 33 divers
from 12 Naval Reserve Di-
visions did over the week-
end of February 23 and 24
in West Hawk Lake near
Winnipeg.

One of the main roles
of the Naval Reserve is port
security — ensuring that
where our ships sail and
berth are safe and free from
hazards.

As a result, port inspec-
tion dive teams are spe-
cifically trained to conduct
underwater searches of
the ocean bed. underwater

inspections of jetties and
ships’ hulls, and mine rec-
ognition and countermea-
sures.

“The divers operate in
all environments and condi-
tions, including under the
ice and in very cold temper-
atures,” says Petty Officer
Ist Class Scott Allingham,
Diving Chief Eastern Re-
gion. “We chose Manitoba
for this national exercise
because it is the ice-diving
Mecca of Canada — we are
guaranteed to have ice in
February.”

During the exercise,
the average time spent un-
der the ice was 20 minutes,
depending on the depth of
each dive.

Divers stayed connected
to the surface by a safety
line that also allowed them
to communicate with team
members on the ice above.
More than 30 dives were
conducted over 10.5 hours,
largely devoted to search

and recovery operations.

The dive team kept
warm thanks to equipment
specially designed to keep
them comfortable for long
periods of time, including
state-of-the-art dry suits
and full face dive masks

“Much of our country
is in a frozen state during
winter and we need to be
prepared for it,” says POI
Allingham. “This is even
more important these days
with the heightened empha-
sis on Arctic operations.”

While this type of dive
exercise is carried out an-
nually in Winnipeg by the
local unit HMCS Chip-
pawa, this was the largest
national-level exercise held
in three years according to
PO1 Allingham. Other Na-
val Reserve Divisions par-
ticipating were Cabot, Car-
leton, Cataraqui, Malahat,
Meontcalm, Prevost, Radis-
son, Scotian, Star, Nonsuch
and York.
