None of us have any doubt
about that., But then what? Most of tle
Special Reserve will be granted a discharge
and will have to look for a job. Some
will bé lucky and get one right away, oth-
ers will start a long, wearysome, and always
disheartening hunt for employment.

{low is that hunt to be financed? Will
it be made on an empty stomach and in clothes
that look very ragged, or will you be able
to present a smart, well-groomed appear-
ance and thus have the advantage over t.-
other fellow? Now is the time to make pro-
vision for this period of readjustment; to-
morrow may be too late!

Well, what's to do about it? There are
three simple ways of saving which come to
mind. Let's take a look at them and just
think over their advantages and disadvan-
tages.

First--you can make up your mind to put
a certain sum in the bank each pay day and
after so many pay days you have so much
money. Easy isn't it, but pay day comes
around and the bank is downtown and you
can't get there during banking hours end |
anyway you think you will need the money

up next pay day (which, by the way, never
comes). Perhaps on the other hand you very ‘
conscientiously did put so much in the bank
eac pay day and tten a leave comes along
and somehow or other there goes all the
saving. You had a swell time but have you
got anything to show for it; and there is
the old spectre of no job still haunting t.e
future. Not & bad plan in theory is our
first ideea but don't you agree tiat in prac-
tice it has its faults?

Second--How about assigning so muci. of
your pay to your next of kin and have them
put it in a bank account each month.

This sounds better, it will come off each
pay day automatically end tle bank account
is farther away so you won't be quite so
tempted to spend it. Well, perhaps, but
still it wouldn't be hard some day when you
are hard up, to get the local bank to acceptl
a cheque drawn on your account in the other
bank and there we are again back at one of
the faults in our first idea.

Third--Have you ever heard of War
Savings Certificates? Sure, you say, 80
what! Well, hers is t.e best way to save
and furthermore regulations make provi-
sion for the purchase of these certifi-
cates on the installment plan.

Here is how it works: The first step
is to pay a visit to the Poy-Master.
He will assist you to mak: out an assign-
ment of pay. This assignment will be
$1., $2. or multiples of $4. The De-
pendsnts Allowanc: and Lssigned Pay
Branch in Ottawa will, whasn possible,
make monthly purchases of certificates,
For instance, an assignm-nt of $20. per
month will be used to purchase a $25..
certificate monthly but, will not be
allowed to accumulate ovaer four mont s
for the purc sse of a $100. cortificate.
In tiis case a $25. ceortificate will be
sent cach mont to you. A on: dollar a
montl assignment will buy s five dollar
certificate ev ry four montis.

So far so good but what can you do
with thesc certificates? Briefly, here
is what they ere and how they may be used.

War Savings Certificates are issued at
a discount to mature at the end of seven
and onc-half yeers and ars available in
the following denominations:

$5. Certificates are sold for $i.

$10. Certificates are sold for $8.

$25. Certificatcs are sold for $20.

$50. Certificates are sold for $40.

$100. Certificates are sold for $80.

Ths price provides an investment
yield of 3% per annum compounded half-
yearly if the Certificates are held to
maturity. In seven and one half years
your monsy increases by 25%.

These Certificntes cannot be called
for redemption by th: Government prior
to the date of maturity but should t =
holder wis to redeem his certificates
prior to the date of redemption (7%
years from date of purdnose) he may do 80
provided he has held t.e Certificates for
six months. In cases of financial need
special arrangements will De made to re-
deem certificates.

The purehase of these War Savings
Certificates will help Canada's War
Effort. Did you know that the Finance
Minister estimatcs that Canadians will
have to buy ten million dollars worth of
these bonds every month? That is a lot
of money and we in the Air Force shoul
