“BY A/M EDWARDS

CAIRO.
AM just returning from a tour that has taken
me halfway around the world. I have made
that tour because I decided to convince myself
of the truth of two statements I have often made
to Canada: that, wherever you go, you will find
the men of the Royal Canadian Air Force, and
that since you will find them everywhere in
numbers, provision for their personal and opera-
tional problems, and for their welfare, must be
made by the R.C.A.F.

On both those points I have now conclusive
evidence. Our comrades are operational from
Cairo to the changing desert front in the west,
from Cairo to Iran in the east, and thence south
as far as the war is being fought, deep into India,
out into the furthermost islands of the southern

Made Recommendations

On these scores 1 have made my recommenda-
tions to Ottawa, and you will know of them in
due course. Meanwhile, I would ask you of the
R.CAF. in Great Britain to join with me in
wishing each man overseas—for now we have a
new definition of ‘“overseas'—a Merry Christ-
mas and a Hap‘py New Year. We who were
their comrades in the British Isles, in whose
squadrons they served or at whose Headquarters
we worked in. their behalf, say to them:
‘** Season's Greetings.”

And to each man still in Britain, let me say:
I am returning to find a glorious record further
enhanced by your achievements during my
absence. You have fought gloriously in the
battle over France and over Germany, and over
this land and the seas beyond all of them. Some
of you have newly arrived from Canada; some
are spending their third Christmas here. But
whichever it is, I offer my congratulations.

Here, in the east or elsewhere abroad, you are
all part of R.C.A.F. Overseas. To you all again
I say: The merriest possible Christmas and a
victorious New Year.

Facing the future with stern work still to do,
let us be of good cheer knowing that with ereat
allies we fight at the most momentous crossroads
in history. It is for us to fight well, recognising
our duty to King, Country and Commonwealth,
in a cause where duty is the door to greatness,
honour is measured by sacrifice.

To all ranks of the R.C.A.F. and to those
associated with it, the Chief of the Air Staff and
the Air Members of the Air Council send their
best wishes for a Merry Christmas and continued
success in the year 1943.
