T O a fighter pllot the common
cold {s more than a mere
minor atlliction, If he flies with
even the slighest head cold, the
odds are that he will spend a
week in. sick bay and’ possibly
itwo or three weeks on the
| ground, suffering from e¢ar or
. sinus infection.

One experienced pllot in the

airflelds in France with a head
cold so slight that he didn't
realise he had one. As a result
] he spent threc weeks in a mill-
uugahoaplhal under the care of
o nadian Army specialist.

For this reason M.O.s keep a
watcnful eye on all pilots for
'the slightest hint of a cold.
" From the time they first start
flylng,” S/L. Cam MacArthur,
Toronto, who, with F/L Don
Munro, Vancouver, and F/L Vie
Perry, Toronto, looks after the
health of a Canadian Spitfire
wing, “pllots are instructed to
report all colds to medical
officers, but sometimes they are
gso anxious not to be grounded
for even a day that they take a
{|foolish chance on being grounded
for several weeks.”

Most pllots, MacArthur points
out, pick up a good deal of know-

how about mastoids, eustachian
' ltubes, the middle ear, sinuses
and suchlike. It's almost re-
flexive for a man to clear his
ears while diving. He does so sub-
consciously by swallowing or by
opening his mouth as in a yawn

ward, Or he may hold his nose
and blow agalnst it,

But when a pllot has a. cold
the air can't get up tbrough hls
nose and eustachlan tubes to the
cars so that the greater pressure
outside the eardrum 18 not
equalised. The one thing not to
do, In such a case, is to blow hig

In such a case they would not
hear warnings on the R.T. that a
German kite 1s creeping up
behind, R.T. is so important
that a Tllot is safer without
ammunition for his guns than
cut off from communication
with his comrades. Thus a
pllot whose guns have jammed
may remain with his squadron
on a sortie, but if his R.T. goes
s, a second g[lot, is detached
from the squadron immediately
to cover him back to base.
