This time we had our
hotel picked frem our travel beek se marched beldly past all
the little men whe wanted te take us te a hotal, They are very
persistant though - one insisted on asking where we were going =
when teld he said "Hetel full'"! Another one did the same and
when told his reply was "Hetel te® expensive"! Finally they
gave up and we made it {6 the hotel. The losality was not
impressive but the hotel lefi nothing te be desired, Naples
is a dirty city. I can see that the Bay must have been
beautiful, hence the saying "See Naples and die', implying,

I would think, that there was nothing more beautiful te see,
But new, it is a smeg laden busy pert, We toeok a taxi up te
Santa lucia where the air was clearer and one could leok
across the Bay with Vesuwius in the background and watch
helicopter activity ever the American warships stationed there.
We were ne seoner sub 6f the tawl when a man came up te Morris
and pulling semething eut of his pecket said, "Yeu buy geed
watch -~ cheap = smuggled"! It was a commen sight te see
people sitting en the streets in Naples selling anything -
some with just small tables, some with stalls and, in one
case, a whole pile of clething simply dumped on the sidewalk,
Yes, people were leeking it over., Although there were signs
of poverty, one ceuld net help but netice that the many people
in this busy sity seemed te be a happy people,

A bus tour from Naples te Pempeii took us to a Cames
Factory. Here, we saw the large shells and pieces of black
lava from Vesuvius that are used to make the cameos and
watched them being handerafted into exquisite pieces of jewelry.

Vesuvius lifted its @leud cever while we were at Pompeiil
and we cauld see this veleane that had buried this ecity many
eras ago. To -wapder threugh the unearthed eity fills one with
awe and amazement, The paintings on the walls of a house are
as bright as ever; a waxy finish preserved them., One predominant
colour is knewn as Pompeii red and the secret of mixing that
particular celour is not known. A very handsome guide, with

lots of personality certainly added te the enjoyment of the tour.
