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(CFP) -- First in a series -- It has been said artillery adds dignity to what
would otherwise be a vulgar brawl! In the same vein, the laws applicable in
war serve to distinguish the legitimate application of force by disciplined
organized military forces from criminal attacks by armed rabble such as bandits

or terrorists.

History shows that nations have never hesitated to defend or further
their perceived national interests by resorting to war. As man's ingenuity
invented newer weapons of warfare making it easier for him to kill his fellow
man, nations became aware of a need to prevent unnecessary death, suffering
and destruction of property on the battlefield. Newer concepts of warfare have
also shown the need to attempt to limit such death, suffering and destruction
in places other than the battlefleld as well. This need is a reflection of
military interests and of the moral values of civilized man held by most
peoples of the world, and these have evolved into binding customs and formal
written treaties which are collectively referred to" as the law of war, or more
recently the laws of armed conflict. These laws are legally binding upon
virtually all governments and their forces including Canada.

Although the laws of armed conflict are certainly not new, they are
either largely unknown or, at least, misunderstood. Take yourself, for example.
How do you view these laws?

- As restrictions to accomplishing the mission and defeating the
enemy”?
- As a set of humanitarian principles applicable to some people,
or to all people?
- As rules which, if violated, could make you liable to prosecution
or cost you your career? .
- As a problem for legal offlcers or diplomats only?

Do you believe that adherence to the laws of armed conflict only truly
matters if there is a clear winner and loser in war? Should we abide by these
laws when fighting guerillas who do not also abide by or respect them?

Since Canada has agreed to abide by and respect the laws applicable
in armed conflict, violating those rules is the same as violating the laws of
Canada. While all Canadians have an abligation to know and understand those
rules and to abide by them, members of the Canadian Forces must be especially
aware of them. It is intended to publish a series of articles in this news-
paper to assist today's serviceman and servicewoman to know and understand a
few of the basic principles of the laws applicable in armed conflict. The next
article will give a brief historical review of their early development. This
is a good time to mention that while the term "law of war" is being increasingly




replaced by "law of armed conflict", they are not exactly synonymous but will
be used interchangeably in these articles.

This
portion provides 20-50% of your salary (depending on the number of years service)
to your spouse in the event of your death. This monthly amount is paid for the
lifetime of the surviving spouse unless remarriage occurs., A third part of the
SISIP package is Dependents Life(DL)., This is straight life insurance of
$10,000.00 for a wife and $2,000.00 for each child. All of these components
make up SISIP and it costs very little ($12-$20 per month depending on level of _
salary insured). SISIP also provides for us after our service careers are Over,
The Post Retirement Continuation Plan (PRCP) gaurantees us low cost term
insurance regardless of our state of hedlth. If you haven't taken a close look
at SISIP, you are missing the boat..

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THE CAMERA NEVER BLINKS by Dan Rather.

Dan Rather, a CBS correspondent is known to millions of TV viewers
as the co-editor of "60 Minutes" and currently as chief editor of "Who's Who".
For Dan it all began in an obscure Texas college, where he learned a lesson
never to be forgotten - "Don't let them scare you". It brought him through
Vietnam and Washington during the heartbreak of Watergate and covering the
assassinations of John F. Kennedy and Martin Luther King, Jr.

Mr. Rather brings alive the facinating world of the TV reporter. He
offers his own ensightful views on such vital subjects as checkbook journalism,
the demands made by government officials that reporters reveal their sources
and the dangers posed by the celebrity syndrome when the news buisiness becomes
show business.

ROAD TO KATMANDU by Patrick Marnham.

Katmandu, Nepal, the final resting place for hippies, deserters,
addicts, beggars and mystics all escaning from the rational world that is the
West.

_airplane lost altitude and crashed into a mountain peak.

Those who survived clung to life with extraordinary tenacity. They
formed themselves into an ordered society, leaders emerged who had never been
leaders before. The hardiest were chosen as expeditionaries. Seventy days
after their crash, two of these men reached help. The survivors selected Piers
Paul Read to write their exclusive story, and he is the only one who has been
given a complete account of the events described here. It is the greatest
survival story of our time.

KRAMER VERSUS KRAMER by Avery Corman.

Kramer versus Kramer is Ted Kramer versus Joanna Kramer, fatherhood
versus motherhood, freedom versus responsibility, and finally, petitioner versus
respondent as the wife, in a bitter custody battle, tries to take the child she
abandoned away from the husband she divorced.

It is also the story of a love affair of a kind - that of a father
with his little boy. Ted Kramer, a man who was not certain at first if he
wanted a child, learns that he cannot live without him.

The story captures all that is amusing and touching and true about
single parenthood; divorce, housekeepers, Fire Island group houses, singles'

bars, grandparents, weekends in the playground, economic survival in the city,
and the care and love for a small child.

FINANCIAL - SMALL LOANS AND BENEVOLENT FUND ASSISTANCE

1. The Canadian Forces Personnel Assistance Fund (CFPAF) comprises
the Canadian Forces Small Loan Programme (CFSLP) and the Canadian Forces Finan-
cial Distress Programme. The Financial Distress Programme is operated in co-
operation with the Royal Canadian Air Force Benevolent Fund (RCAFBF).

2. CFSLP Small loans of $50. to $500. are available to all members
of the Canadian Forces (Regular) for any genuine purpose that will promote the
well-being of members or their dependents.

3. CFSLP repayment rates may be geared from six to 24 months depend-
ing on the amount of the loan, at a service charge of $3.00 per $100. per year
or approximately 53% simple interest.

4. Any regular member on leave, TD, etc. away from his home unit
may apply to the unit nearest him for an emergency loan.

5. 1f a member is on an unaccompanied posting, his dependent may
make application to the loan committee where the dependent is located for
assistance.
